  e.  USPC05 - Monthly Reports (Small Purchase Items).  This program updates the Vendor Response File and produces the Monthly SIS Statistics - BPA and IDTC Report and the CAGE-FSC Vendor Report. 

  f.  USPC06 - Logistics Reassignment Report.  This program produces the Logistics Reassignment Report.

  g.  USPC17 - Contract History File Update/Correction.  This program updates Contract History File records with data from the ABVM transaction.

  h.  USPC18 – Policy File Update.  This program updates the Procurement Policy File (USPMPOLF) and generates the F-130 Price Index Table Report using the data records residing in the Procurement Policy File.

  i.  USPC16 - Price Index Update.  This program updates the price index in the USPMPOLF.

  j.  USPC19 - CTDF Monthly SIS Base Price Review and Monthly Statistics.  This program adjusts the SIS base price and produces the  F-010 and F-063 Reports.

  k.  USPC20 - Monthly F-38 Report Process.  This program selects, sorts, and prints the monthly F-38 Report using extracted data from the Active Contract File.

  l.  USPC21 - Multifund Contract close-out.  This program locates multifund contracts that have been closed out and puts out the F-40-2A report listing them.
