PROGRAM NAME:  Preplanned Procurement Review





PROGRAM ID NUMBER:  USPD01





PURPOSE:





  To review Projected Recommended Buys 90 days in advance of procurement of sufficient Technical Data to procure the item when it comes into a buy position.





FUNCTIONS:





  USPD01 will:





  a.  Notify Technical Operations of missing technical data needed to release the Projected Recommended Buy when it comes into buy position.





  b.  Notify Technical Subsystem of candidates for the High Dollar Value program.

  d.  Processing Description:





    (1) This process reads the Projected Recommended Buy File subjecting each National Stock Number to the Data Review as if the buy was being made on that day.  The NSN/Part Number File is also screened for possible sources.  Notification is made if insufficient data are detected.





    (2) If missing data are detected, the CTDF Missing Data Grid is checked to determine if the element(s) is currently being requested; in which case, no further request is made.





    (3) If technical data are missing, a Missing Data record is generated and an F-90 (Preplanned Missing Data Worklist) and an F-072 (CTDF Interrogation Reply) are produced.





    (4) The Supplemental Descriptive Data (SDT) Table is accessed when printing the F-72 PID Data Lines, Procurement Guidance Information, Technical History Data, and SDT data to supplement this descriptive data on the F-072 Report.





    (5) The Supply Management Monthly Change Tape is added for usage in matching against input File USSWDS65 to eliminate certain projected Recommended Buys from processing in Data Review, such as canceled NSNs, FSC changes or supply items transferred to another DSC.





    (6) Files USPA0501 and USPD0102 (DIC LTI/YPH History File) are added as output files to provide the Technical Subsystem with information for their High Dollar Program.





    (7) External controls (two variables) are submitted to the processing via the Systems Manager inputting a Section Card for each Quarterly process.  The Section Card information may be found in DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 3, PCR Section.





    (8) Variable No. 1 is the maximum number of DIC LTI/YPH to be generated this cycle of NSNs with PMC 0, 3 or 5.





    (9) Variable No. 2 is the lowest dollar amount (Annual Buy Value).  All DIC YQAs with a value lower than this will not be subjected to the process.





   (10) The process will address CTDF Masters with PMC 0, 3 or 5 only.  If not PMC 0, 3 or 5, the process will terminate.





   (11) When a DIC YQA dollar value is lower than Variable No. 2, the process will terminate.

   (12) When an DIC LTI/YPH History Record (USPD0102) matches a DIC YQA and the Date field of the History is one year or older, a new date will be established and the history will be output on USPD0102.  A DIC LTI will be generated to USSWDS50 to extract TIR data from DLSC and a YPH will be generated to USPA0501 which will give a F-72 reply the next daily processing cycle of Contracting.  If the Date field of the History record is less than one year, the process will terminate.





   (13) When no match exists between the DIC LTI/YPH History and the DIC YQA, a new history record will be established with the current processing date.  A LTI is generated to DLSC and a DIC YPH is generated to the Contracting Daily process.





   (14) The DIC LTI/YPH History recycles to the next quarterly process.
