SECTION 1  PROVISIONING SUBSYSTEM NARRATIVE

1.1  PROVISIONING SUBSYSTEM - USX00000

TITLE:  Provisioning Subsystem

TITLE ID NUMBER:  USX00000

PURPOSE:

  To control and manage the processing of Supply Support Requests submitted by the Military Services in the assignment of NSNs for new items and the establishment of the Service as a user.

FUNCTIONS:

  a.  Validate input transactions.

  b.  Update Master Files.

  c.  Interrogate Files.

  d.  Generate transactions to other subsystems.

  e.  Provide Acquisition Advice Code information.

  f.  Provide NSN Request Status.

  g.  Provide daily, weekly and monthly reports.

COMPONENT APPLICATIONS AND INTERRELATIONSHIPS:

  a.  USXA0000 (USXJDD20 & USXJDD90) - Daily Processing.  This application will prepare interrogations for FLIS and accept file maintenance transactions from FLIS; control and manage the processing of Supply Support Requests and produce daily reports as required.  Also, updates the Provisioning Control History File by adding new line items, extracting and formatting data for interrogations, and preparing status cards to the Services.

  b.  USXB0000 (USXJWW10 - USXJWW25) - Weekly Processing.  This application prints and formats the F-207 Provisioning Sensor Report (Weekly) by accumulating data produced in the daily cycles and process the F-017 Special Provisioning Inquiry Report.

  c.  USXC0000 (USXJMM05 - USXJMM15) - Monthly Processing.  This application formats and prints the F-207A Provisioning Sensor Report (Monthly) by accumulating data produced in the daily cycles.  It also processes DIC KUE transfers and purges line items from the Provisioning Control History File.

  d.  USXD0000 (USXJAR30 - USXJAR35) - Rebuilds the Cross-Reference Files for the Provisioning Control File or Provisioning Control History File.

  e.  USXE0000 - Called programs that perform all updates on the Cross- Reference Files for the Provisioning Control File or Provisioning Control History File.

1.2  PROVISIONING SUBSYSTEM CHART NARRATIVE

  a.  All Application Charts and Input-Output Charts below the Subsystem Chart level are deleted by this change.

  b.  These charts are replaced by an Automated Documentation Process to be executed locally by the Office of Data Systems at the Defense Supply Centers and may include Non-UADPS as well as UADPS charts.

  c.  The automated process is described in detail in this manual in part 3, chapter 1, section 8.  Charts may be produced, upon request, by the Office of Data Systems at each center on either hard copy listings or microfiche.

  d.  Two tapes, SPX.USBC3501 (Charts) and SPX.USBC3701 (Chart Index), containing all SAMMS Jobs and Program Input-Output Charts, are furnished for establishing the initial file.  This tape may be listed utilizing the CPO facility.  Subsequent to the June 1975 SAMMS Quarterly Release, each SAMMS User will create replacement charts using the Cross-Reference and Charting Systems depicted in part 3, chapter 1 of this manual.
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
