    (2) FTE transactions are validated, checked against Customer Returns Control File (CRCF) for duplicates, used to create CRCF records, passed to Daily Requirements Cycle on USRA0101 if valid, violated to WDS13 if unmatched to the SCAF File, and returned to the reporting activity through WDS99 (Exit) as an FTR if unmatched to the NIRF.

    (3) FTC Transactions are validated and passed to Daily Requirements Cycle on WDS43.

    (4) For FTF transactions that match the CRCF, FTR, FTD, or FTZ replies are prepared and sent to the reporting activity through WDS99 (Exit).

    (5) For FTF transactions that do not match the CRCF, change DIC to FTE, and process through the FTE procedure.

    (6) Valid FTL or FTM transactions are passed to the Daily Requirements Cycle on WDS43.

    (7) For invalid FTL or FTM transactions, create FTR reply and send to reporting activity through WDS99.

    (8) Forward FTP and FTT transactions to the Daily Requirements Cycle on WDS43.

    (9) Validate FTZ/999 transactions (reinstatement of credit).  Valid transactions will cause an output FTZ and/or FTB to WDS99 (Exit) and creation of a ZHK to Financial on WDS75.  Invalid FTZ/999 transactions are violated to WDS13.

   (10) Forward ZTX reentry transactions to Daily Requirements Cycle on WDS43.

   (11) For every record established on the CRCF (a Random Access File) a record is created on the Document Review and Purge Control File (in Document Number sequence).  Use of this file in the Daily and Monthend jobs saves processing time by eliminating unnecessary accessing of the much larger random access CRCF.

Following are the general validation areas for Supply Control Transactions:

    (1) Navy Fleet Issue Load List (FILL) Documents, DIC CLA, are validated in accordance with criteria contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 9.  Invalid documents are rejected with FILL Status Document, DIC CLF, and are written to the Exit System (USSWDS99) for transmittal to submitter.  A control document, DIC ZRU must be input concurrently with the FILL update documents to permit processing in the Supply Control Update Program USRB05.  The DIC ZRU will indicate whether to update Norfolk FILL, Oakland FILL or both.

    (2) Provisioning Documents, DIC ZRP, are validated in accordance with criteria contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 39.  Those documents recycled while awaiting Catalog Changes to establish a new item cause a message to be written to the CPP for review on the tenth and fifthteenth recycle.

    (3) Other Header Update documents in the DIC ZR_ and ZS_ series and DIC C5J are validated in accordance with criteria in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapters 27, 29, 31, 32, 34, 37, 38, 48, 53, or 59, depend-ing upon type document/element being updated.  If invalid and from external source, they are assigned a Violation Reason Code and written to USSWDS13.  If invalid and from internal (system generated) source a message is normally output to the CPP for review of the condition.

    (4) Demand/Return documents are validated in accordance with criteria in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 52.  Demand Code T is assigned to Customer Returns Receipt and Receipt Adjustment Documents.  Customer Returns Receipt Adjustment Documents cause a separate transaction to be prepared and written to the Customer Returns Transaction File, USSWDS43, to update the Customer Returns Control File, USRTCRCF, in Program USRB13.  Demands against SPRs (P Code) also cause an additional transaction to be generated and written to USRA0501 for processing in the SPR routine in Program USRB05.  When the Customer Zone Code is not in the Demand/Cancellation Document received from the Distribution System, the SAMMS Combined Address File is accessed to obtain the proper code.  When the Requisitioning Service is not recorded as a user of the FSN, DIC YBG is created and is written to Non-User Service Demands, USSWDS57, to be processed by the Catalog System.
