    (1) The QFD, System Single Smoothed Average Demand (SSAD), System Double Smoothed Average Demand (DSAD), Algebraic Sum of Forecast Error, and MAD are adjusted to a monthly basis if the item is a VIP or monthly computed item.  The previous month demands (after aging) are used when processing a VIP or monthly computed item.  Both the recurring and nonrecurring demands are recapped by location, and, if program change factors are applicable, by Service.  The frequency is recapped for yearly total.

    (2) For High Value Items the nonrecurring demands, recapped at each location, are multiplied by the Applicable Nonrecurring Demand Percentage (ANRDP) and this product is added to the recurring demands for each location.  For medium and low value items, the total nonrecurring demands, recapped at each location, are added to the recurring demands for each location.  The demands for all locations are recapped for the year total.  If program change factors are applicable, the nonrecurring demands for high value items, recapped by Service, are multiplied by the ANRDP and this product is added to the recurring demands for each Service.  For medium and low value items, the total nonrecurring demands, recapped by Service, are added to the recurring demands for each Service.

    (3) Quarterly, each new item that has been in the system more than two years is coded established.  If the computed QFD is equal to or greater than the New Item QFD, the item is coded established, regardless of time in the system.  Quarterly each replenishment-type item is screened to determine if demands are such to warrant conversion to NSO item, a request for Supply Control Study is generated with Reason Code NS and an F-8 Report Record is generated.  NSO items are screened to determine if demands warrant  conversion to replenishment-type item and generates an F-10 Report Record.  Each NSO fixed-type item converted to a replenishment-type item generates an F-8  and F-10 Report Record, and updates the Supply Control Record as per new item procedure.

    (4) The SSAD is computed for each location.  The SSAD for all locations are summarized to obtain the System SSAD and updated in the Supply Control Record.  The Percentage Recurring Demands Allocable (PRDA) is computed for each location and updated in the Supply Control Record.  The System DSAD is computed and updated in the Supply Control Record.  If the item is a VIP or monthly computed item, the QFD is three times the computed value of the expected demands.  If not VIP or monthly computed item, the QFD is equal to the expected demands.  If program change factors are applicable, the SSAD, DSAD and expected demands for 

each Service are updated in the Supply Control Record.  If program change factors are not applicable, and the item is a new item and the old QFD is between 80% and 120% of the current actual demands, a request for Supply Control Study with Reason Code FR is generated.

    (5) Quarterly, based on the newly computed QFD, the Demand Value Code is changed if applicable and reported on the F-9 and F-10 Report.  Also a ZSF document to Standard Pricing is generated.

    (6) For EOQ items (Procurement Cycle Code E), the dollar value of the Quarterly Demand (DVQD) is computed.  By comparing the DVQD to the breakpoint values in Table 18, the procurement cycle and operating level months are computed.

    (7) If the Safety Level Code is V the Variable Safety Level is computed.  The ESM system constant is updated in the Variable Safety Level Table and data for F-62 Report Records are created.  If Safety Level Code is F, the Safety Level is computed by dividing the QFD by 3 and multiplying by Safety Level months.

    (8) If there are four or more frequency of returns, the Quarterly Returns Forecast is computed and updated in the Supply Control File.

    (9) As each item is processed, and the current QFD is different from the previous QFD, a demand transaction (ZSF) is prepared showing Family Number, FSC, NIIN, QFD, for use in the Standard Pricing application.

   (10) As new forecasts are computed, management levels are recomputed and transactions generated to update the NIRF.

   (11) The Leadtime transactions from the Procurement Subsystem are matched against the Supply Control File, and if matched, the Administrative and Production Leadtimes from the Supply Control File added to the Leadtime transaction for processing against the Leadtime History File.

   (12) High and medium value items reflecting Due-In Assets are subjected to a Due-In Review in accordance with criteria stated in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 32, and Study Request (ZR9) is generated, if required.
