      (b) If the Catalog Change Code is DW or CO or LL or DL or DM or DP or DQ or RA or RB or RM or RD, bypass the Supply Control Record.





      (c) If the Inactive Item Review Date is greater than the current date (from the PPARM), bypass the Supply Control Record.





      (d) If the Standardization Status Code in the Supply Control Record is 3 or E, write LTI records to USSWDS50.





      (e) If the Standardization Status Code is not 3 or E and the Supply Status Code or the Future Supply Status Code, if present, in the Supply Control Record is 2, 5, 6, 7, or 8, bypass the Supply Control Record.





      (f) If the Standardization Status Code is not 3 or E and the Supply Status Code or Future Supply Status Code is not 2, 5, 6, 7, or 8, access File USLMSMSF in the Supply Control File Header and process as follows:





        1.  If no SMSF record is found, write LTI records to USSWDS50.





        2.  If SMSF record is found, and does not contain phrase data with Phrase Codes G, S, or 7, write LTI to USSWDS50.





        3.  If SMSF record is found and contains phrase data with phrase codes G, S, or 7, write LTI to USRF4501.  Also, build a USRF4502 for each NSN in the G, S, or 7 phrase containing the NSN from the Supply Control File, and the NSN in the G, S, or 7 phrase.  Release the USRF4502 record to the sort.





      (g) Whenever LTI is written USSWDS50 above, add 1 to LTIs generated field in USRE2601.  Sort USRF4502 in member NSN sequence.  Member NSNs are those within the G, S, or 7 phrases in the SMSF.





      (h) After all records have been processed, write the update USRE2601 File.

PURPOSE:





  This program will check interchangeability and substitutability (I and S) members from the NIR against the Supply Control File (SCF) to assure that the Master NSN in an I and S family is not reviewed for DIIP until all members have been reviewed or until all members have been merged into the master NSN record in the SCF.





FUNCTIONS:





  a.  Match member NSNs from USRF4502 to the SCF.





  b.  Determine if there are any matching members which are still active in the SCF.





  c.  All members that do not match the SCF and all members which are inactive in the SCF will be dropped from USRF4502.





  d.  Member transactions which match to active NSNs in the SCF will be sorted into master NSN sequence.





  e.  Match sorted transactions to USRF4501 records.  Matching USRF4501 records will be dropped.  Records on USRF4501 which do not match sorted USRF4502 records will be written as LTIs on USSWDS50.





  f.  Update statistics on USRE2601 Inactive Item Review Statistics File when header records are written to USWDS50.

If the Supply Control Record contains catalog change code DD, DL, DM, DP, DQ, DW, CO, LL, RA, RB, RD, or RM, bypass the USRF4502 member record.  If the Supply Control Record does not contain one of the above catalog change codes, release the USRF4502 record to the sort, to be sorted in master NSN sequence.





    (3) Return sorted records and match to the LTIs on File USRF4501.  If there is no match on USRF4501 to the USRF4502 record, write the LTI from USRF4501 to USSWDS50 to be sent to the Technical and Logistics Divisions for forwarding to DLSC.  Also, if the LTI Record is a header record (package sequence number is A01), add one to the LTIs generated field in USRE2601.  If there is a match on USRF4501 to the USRF4502 record, bypass the LTI.





NOTE:  LTIs on USRF4501 consist of two records for each LTI (A header record and a segment R record).  When writing the LTI to USSWDS50, both of these records will be written without the sort key (position 1-16).  If there is a match to the USRF4502 record, both records will be bypassed.





    (4) After all records have been processed, write the updated USRE2601 record.
