Value of annual demands and unit price are the principal of annual demands and unit price are the principal elements determining line and column to which posting is made.  An Item Category Code and VIP check determines the table to which posting is to be made.  FSC Summaries are written to a CPO Tape as each FSC is completed followed by Grand Total Summaries when all records have been processed.  The one-page Item Frequency Fractionation Summary (developed in subparagraph (2) above) is then written to the CPO Tape.
