Notifications of LR (Loss) Transactions, DIC ZSL, establish a new Master Record or add a trailer to an existing record.  LR Control Transactions, DIC ZSN, update data in the Master Record.





    (2) The entire LR Control File, after updating, is read sequentially.  Records are purged based on the closeout date in the record.  Requests for studies (DIC ZR9) and Procurement Technical Data and Description File Interrogations (DIC YPH) are generated based on criteria established in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 8.  Supply Control Closeout Records (DIC ZRR) are prepared and written to Working Data Set 41 for input into the daily cycle.  Detail lines for report output are prepared and sorted into FSN sequence.
