PROGRAM NAME:  Sort Part Number Exception Data Transactions

PROGRAM ID NUMBER:  USRN02

PURPOSE:

  To sort and validate Part Number Exception Data Transactions.

FUNCTIONS:

  USRN02 will:

  a.  Sort Part Number Exception Data Transactions.

  b.  Validate the sorted part number exception data transactions.

  c.  Create the F-255 Report of the Violated Part Number Exception Data Transactions.

  d.  Create a Master Part Number Exception Data File.

  e.  Purge Masters from the Part Number Exception Data File.

DESCRIPTION:

  a.  Input File (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    Part Number Exception Data Transactions, USSWDS47.

  b.  Output Files (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) F-255 Report Transactions, USRN0201.

    (2) Part Number Exception Data Master File, USRMPNED.

  c.  Output Products:  None.

  d.  Processing Description - Input File (document) is processed as follows:

    Part Number Exception Data Transactions are checked to see that the correct Document Identifier Code YRZ, is present.  If the correct Document Identifier Code is present, the Part Number Exception Data Transaction is reformatted and sorted on Document, Major and Card Counter, minor, sequence.  After the sort, each field in the Part Number Exception Data Transaction is validated.  If the Part Number Exception Transaction fails Validation, an F-255 Report Record is created and recorded on the F-255 Report File, USRN0201.  If the Part Number Exception Transaction passes Validation, a Master Part Number Record is created and recorded, by Document Number, on the Master Part Number Exception Data File, USRMPNED.  Part Number Exception Transactions with an A in position 60 will purge a Master (using Document Number) from the Part Number Exception Data File.

PROGRAM NAME:  Pre-Update Process of Non-NSN/Noncataloged NSN Demand 

               Master and Transaction File

PROGRAM ID NUMBER:  USRN04

PURPOSE:

  a.  To sort and validate Non-NSN/Noncataloged NSN Input Transactions (DIC ZCM) generated from the Procurement Subsystem.

  b.  To create intermediate File USRN0401 for all DIC ZCM records that exceed two occurrences within a six month period.

  c.  To create intermediate File USRN0402 for all other DIC ZCM records.

  d.  To create intermediate File USRN0403 for all DIC ZRD Inquiries to the Non-NSN/Noncataloged NSN Demand History Master File.

FUNCTIONS:  USRN04 will:

  a.  Sort Non-NSN/Noncataloged NSN Input DIC ZCM transactions by stock number and document number.

  b.  Write DIC ZRD inquiries to intermediate File USRW0403.

  c.  Validate the DIC ZCM transactions before matching with the DIC ZCM Master File.

  d.  Identify and flag all DIC ZCM records that exceed a two year retention period.

  e.  Create the File USRN0401 for all DIC ZCM records that exceed two occurrences within six months.

  f.  Create the File USRN0402 for all other DIC ZCM records.

  d.  Processing Description:

    The process of matching input transactions to the master file is as follows:

    (1) The following fields in the DIC ZCM transaction are validated.  Document Identifier for DIC ZCM or ZRD.  DIC ZRD Inquiries are written to File USRN0403.  For DIC ZCM Transactions the stock part code is validated for 1, 2, 3, 4, (part number and CAGE) or a 9 (NSN).  Quantity and unit price for numeric data.  Status Code for BV and first two positions of the document number for a legitimate service.  The CAGE portion of the stock number is checked for a set of constants indicating a specific center and the record does not pass through this process.

    (2) The DIC ZCM transactions are matched against the DIC ZCM Master File.

    (3) Any records exceeding two occurrences within a six month period will be written to File USRN0401.

    (4) All other records are written to File USRN0402.

PROGRAM ID NUMBER:  USRN05

PURPOSE:

  a.  To sort DIC ZCM records of file, USRN0402, received from Program USRN04.

  b.  Maintain the Non-NSN/Noncatalog NSN Demand History Master File.

FUNCTIONS:  

  USRN05 will:

  a.  Sort records on File USRN0402.

  b.  Create a Non-NSN/Noncatalog NSN Demand History Master File.

  c.  Create the F-191C Report for three or more occurrences of the same NSN or Part Number/CAGE and matching Part Numbers regardless of CAGE and date.

DESCRIPTION:

  a.  Input Files (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) Non-NSN/Noncataloged NSN Demand History, three or more files, USRN0401.

    (2) Non-NSN/Noncataloged NSN Demand History, other file, USRN0402.

    (1) Intermediate File, USRN0402, is sorted on NSN or Part Number/

CAGE, major and Document Number, minor, sequence.  For processing purposes, this Intermediate File is considered the Transaction File.  Intermediate File, USRN0401, is considered the Master File.

    (2) Intermediate File USRN0402, is matched against the Intermediate File, USRN0401.  If an NSN or Part Number from USRN0402 matches a BATCH of records with three or more of the same NSN or Part Number/CAGE from USRN0401, they are written to the F-191C Report File, USRE1502, along with the three or more records from USRN0401.

    (3) A matching Requisition Exception Data Trailer may exist for the Part Number Records that are written to the F-191C Report and will be written to the F-191B Report also.

    (4) Files, USRN0401 and USRN0402, are merged together to create the Non-NSN/Noncataloged NSN Demand File, USRMMZCM.

    (1) Edit DIC ZRD Records, stock code must equal 1 (NSN) or 2 (Part Number/CAGE).

    (2) DIC ZRD part number checked for all zeros.  If all zeros, a trigger is set which causes all Master File (USRMMZCM) records to be sent to F-191B.

    (3) If trigger has been set in subparagraph (2) above, all DIC ZRD records will be violated on USSWDS13.

    (4) If trigger has not been set in subparagraph (2) above, DIC ZRD inquiries are processed against File USRMMZCM.

      If a matching master record is found, it is sent to the F-191B Report.  DIC ZRDs unmatched to the master file are violated on USSWDS13.

    (5) DIC ZRD inquiries sent to USSWDS13 will have one of the following violation reason codes:

      (a) RCVG - Unnecessary DIC ZRD (entire master is being listed on F-191B).

      (b) RCS5 - DIC ZRD unmatched to master.
