1.1  LEADTIME COMPUTATION - USRP05

  Program Narrative

PROGRAM NAME:  Leadtime Computation

PROGRAM ID NUMBER:  USRP05

PURPOSE:

  To compute Administrative/Production Leadtimes and update the Leadtime History File.  To prepare feedback transactions to update leadtimes in the Supply Control File and also produce Administrative/Production Leadtime Listing Data Records.

FUNCTIONS:

  USRP05 will:

  a.  Compute Leadtime in accordance with procedures contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 32.

  b.  Update Leadtime History File with newly computed Leadtimes.

  c.  Prepare Supply Control Data Change Transactions (DIC ZR3).

  d.  Prepare Supply Management Data Change Transactions (DIC ZR2).

  e.  Produce Administrative/Production Leadtime Listings (appendix F-111).

DESCRIPTIONS:

  a.  Input Files (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) Leadtime Transactions, USPB0203 (DICs ZTK and ZST).

    (2) Leadtime History File, USRTLTHF.

    (3) Supply Control File, USRTSCTL.

    (4) Requirements Policy Table File, USRMPOLT.

    (5) PLT Update Transactions, USRG1701.

  b.  Output Files (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) Leadtime History File, USRTLTHF.

  c.  Output Products:  None.

  d.  Processing Description:

    (1) Leadtime transactions (DIC ZTK/ZST) are received from the Procurement Subsystem via USPB0203 and processed against the Leadtime History File weekly.

    (2) Leadtime transactions are matched to the Leadtime History File Records, new Actual and new Average ALT/PLTs are computed.

    (3) If there is a matching NSN Record in Supply Control File, but no record in the Leadtime History File, a record will be established and the ALT/PLT will be computed from data contained in the Leadtime transactions (DIC ZTK/ZST).

    (4) Where there is no matching NSN in the Supply Control File the transaction will not be processed and a Leadtime History Record will not be established.

    (5) DIC ZTK Transaction with an XYZ Code will contain a new PLT which will be used to update the Leadtime History Record.  The XYZ Code's history is recorded on the Leadtime History Record.  No further processing of the XYZ transaction record will take place.

    (6) Supply Management Data Change Transactions (DIC ZR2) will be generated and placed in USSWDS41.  These transactions will update the Inhibit Code in the SCF Record.

    (7) Supply Control Data Change Transactions (DIC ZR3) will be generated and placed in USSWDS41.  These transactions will update the ALT/PLT in the SCF Record.

    (8) The newly computed ALT/PLT is checked against the old average (ALT/PLT of record) to determine the rate of change (variance).  When the variance exceeds the parameter factor as contained in the Requirements Policy Table 20, the item is listed on the ALT/PLT Listing.  Items appearing on the ALT/PLT Listing are not mechanically updated in the Supply Control File.

PURPOSE:

  To compute Administrative/Production Leadtimes and update the Leadtime History File PGRP.  To prepare feedback transactions to update leadtimes in the Supply Control File and Requirements Policy Table 11.  To prepare Administrative/Production Leadtime Listing Data Records.

FUNCTIONS:

  USRP10 will:

  a.  Compute leadtime in accordance with procedures contained in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 32.

  b.  Update Leadtime History File-PGRP with newly computed leadtimes.

  c.  Prepare Management Policy Table Transactions (DIC ZTA).

  d.  Produce Administrative/Production Leadtime PGRP Listings (appendix        F-111A).

DESCRIPTIONS:

  a.  Input Files (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) Leadtime Transactions PGRP, USRP0501 (DICs ZTK and ZST).

    (2) Leadtime History File PGRP, USRTPGLT.

    (3) Requirements Policy Table File, USRMPOLT.

  b.  Output Files (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) Leadtime History File PGRP, USRTPGLT.

    (2) Requirements Internal Transactions, USSWDS46.

    (3) ALT/PLT Listing PGRP Records, USRE1502.

  c.  Output Products:  None.

  d.  Processing Description:

    (1) Leadtime transactions PGRP (DIC ZST/ZTK) are received from USRP05 via USRP0501 and processed against the Leadtime History File PGRP weekly.

    (2) Leadtime transactions-PGRP are matched to the Leadtime History File PGRP Records, new actual and new average ALT/PLTs are computed and SALTs and PGC-delivery days are recorded.

    (3) If there is a matching PGRP Record in Policy Table 11, but no record in the Leadtime History File PGRP a record will be established and the ALT/PLT will be computed from data contained in the leadtime transactions PGRP (DIC ZTK/ZST). 

    (4) Where there is no matching PGRP in the Requirements Policy File the transaction will not be processed in this run.  This record should have been processed in USRP05 by NSN.

    (5) Management Policy Table Transactions (DIC ZTA) will be generated and placed in USSWDS46.  These transactions will go to Program USRB03, to change the ALT/PLT and inhibit codes in the Requirements Policy File.  USRB03 will generate ZR3 and ZR2 transactions for each NSN in the PGRP to change the ALT/PLT and inhibit codes in the Supply Control File.

    (6) The newly computed ALT/PLT is checked against the old average (ALT/PLT of record) to determine the rate of change (variance).  When the variance exceeds the parameter factor as contained in the Requirements Policy Table 20, the item is listed on the ALT/PLT Listing PGRP.  Items appearing in the ALT/PLT Listing PGRP will cause output of a DIC ZTA record to the IM for manual review and update of ALT/PLT.

  USRP40 will process transactions from the Monthly Catalog Change Transactions USRE1003 to update the NSN of the Leadtime History Records.

  d.  Processing Description:

    (1) Monthly Catalog Actions are read from the Catalog Change Tape (USRE1003) and processed against the Leadtime History File Records.

    (2) When there is a matching record in the Leadtime History File the Catalog Change (DIC ZRY) is processed to update the NSN.

    (3) If there is no matching record in the Leadtime History File, no action is taken and the change transaction is bypassed.
