These online tables will provide the maximum amount of flexibility and provide instantaneous change when policy and/or business rules change as directed by DoD, HQ DLA, or at the Defense Supply Center Command level.  Maintenance of these online control tables is restricted to a select few users.  Updates are processed immediately and the processes accessing these tables will be affected immediately.  On all update functions, the user is notified immediately of any errors encountered and given the opportunity to correct them.  The inquiry to these tables and asset visibility is less restrictive and will provide detailed information regarding all phases of the TAV process.

FUNCTIONS:

  a.  This process allows the online user, via the INTERCOMM teleprocessing monitor, to review and/or maintain online control tables used to support the TAV process.  During all interactions with this process, the user is informed of any invalid data encountered by means of informative messages and is given the opportunity to correct the errors prior to submission of the update action.

  b.  The online portion of the TAV Process is effectively controlled by the external Verb SDCF.  Entry of this verb will display the Asset Management Primary Configuration Menu for selection of the desired application to access.  Option F, entitled TAV should be selected to access the online portion of the TAV process.

  c.  Selection of the TAV process option from the Asset Management Primary Configuration Menu will display the TAV Primary Menu for the user to decide whether to review or update TAV criteria.  Selection of the desired option will pass control to the applicable program module to carry out the appropriate functions.
