CHAPTER 2 PROVI SI ONI NG PC PROGRAM ( PROVPC)

SECTION 1 GENERAL

SAMMVE data entry for the input of provisioning Transactions is a PC
based systemthat nakes the job of data entry easy and virtually
fool proof. The data may be entered at the PC w thout the aid of other
processi ng steps.

1.1 PURPCSE AND SCOPE
a. The purpose of the users Manual is to provide specific guidance
for the installed, the use of the progran shoul d be self-explanatory
t hrough the use of pull down nenus and hel p screens. The nmanual will be
useful primarily for famliarization before trying to use the program
b. The follow ng transactions can be prepared using this program
(1) D C - YDH Provisioning Mintenance/lnterrogations.
(2) DIC - YDA Provisioning Clear Text Reject.
(3) DIC - YDX NI N Request Suspense Del ete.
(4) DIC - YDY NI N Request Quantitative Expressions.
1.2 BACKGROUND
a. Any SSR can be maintained using the PROVPC Program but the PROVPC
Program was devel oped to assist the Provisioning Control Ofice (PCO in
processi ng Supply Support Request (SSRs) subnmitted for Part Nunmbers
(PNs) or Permanent System Control Nunbers (PSCNs), which did not relate
to a National Stock Nunber (NSN) during nechanical edit and validation.
b. The PCOw Il reviewthe transaction to identify invalid data,
i nproper format or a possible alternate or substitutable NSN. The PCO
will enter the appropriate data el ements as described in these
procedures and forward to the main frame for processing.
Through the installation program the supervisor can maintain

control of the types of transactions that can be prepared on a PC and
how t he data is noved fromthe Personal Conputer (PC) to the mainfrane.

1.4 RESPONSI BI LI TI ES
a. The office conducting Provisioning Support is responsible for
(1) Installing PROVPC on each PC as applicabl e.
(2) Obtaining FTP | ogon and password fromlocal Security Ofice.
(3) Reporting any problens with PROVPC to DSDC- MV 850-9754.
1.5 SECURITY | NFORNATI ON
a. User ID and a User Password will be required for each user that is
going to be given the authority to downl oad i nformati on fromthe nain

frame or to upload information to the main frane.

b. DSDC- SRR and DSDC- TAC has forwarded the necessary information to
your individual security officer (D SA-VECM).

c. The local security officer for mainfrane security should have al
the information required to provide access, between the PC workstation
and the mai nfrane.

d. users that do not have mainframe access will be directed to copy
data to or froma floppy drive on their PC
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SECTI ON 2 GETTI NG STARTED

2.1 SYSTEM REQUI REMENTS

PROVPC requires an | BM conpati bl e 8088/ 286/ 386 or hi gher nachine with
at least 512K of main nenory with a hard drive. LAN access to the
mainframe is required in order to upload and downl oad data fronmto the
PC. PROVPC uses FTP (File Transfer Protocol) for the upl oad/ downl oad
process. Printing is supported but the program does not use print
drivers. The program has been tested with the ALPS P2000G which is an
Epson conpatible printer. The printer port is LPT1

2.2 LOADI NG PROGRAMS ONTO THE PC

a. ldentify the user PCs to be used for PROVPC processing and perform
the foll owi ng on each.

b. PROVPC contains a custom zed configuration procedure that permts
a unique configuration for each machine that it is installed on. For
this reason, installation diskettes should be controlled and desi gnhat ed
personnel should be responsible for the installation of the prograns.
The custonization feature permts blocking of certain features of the
program such as downl oadi ng or uploading or certain transactions such
as YDH ON, YDH QZ, or YDX, etc. Any machine can be reconfigured by
running the install program again

c. The original installation disk will contain two files. They are
PROVPC. ZI P and | NSTALL. EXE. The installation process will add a file
called UNZIP.MSG to the installation disk. It will contain all of the
nessages generated by PKUNZI P that would nornally appear on the nonitor
If there are any problens with the installation, this file can be viewed
with an editor and the problem cause night be identified in the nmessages
generated by the unzi ppi ng process.

Step by step instructions for installation of PROVPC are as foll ows:

(a) Place the installation disk in drive A or drive B as
appropri ate.

(b) At the DOS pronpt key the drive letter followed by a col on and
depress ENTER (A: or B:).

(c) Key the command | NSTALL and depress ENTER.  This will start
t he | NSTALL. EXE program

(d) I'f you are not authorized to install the PROVPC program the
first screen permts you the opportunity to terminate the install pro-
gram Depressing ENTER will accept the default of N and will allow a
normal exit fromthe program The install process will be term nated.
Not hi ng on the hard drive of the PCwill have been altered and nothing
on the installation disk will have been altered.

(e) If you are authorized to install PROVPC, continue the
installation by keying Y and depressi ng ENTER
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(f) Type A or B as appropriate to identify the drive that the
installation disk is in. The colon is not required on this screen. As
soon as A or Bis entered, the I NSTALL programverifies the drive. |If
the drive is wong or if the installation disk is not in the drive, the
programwi || term nate.

(g) The third screen presented by the INSTALL programis a list of
Configure permi ssions. These are the functions that can be all owed or
di sal | owed.

1. Depress ESCif all functions will be allowed.

2. Inhibit functions on the particular PC using the UP ARRON
and DOMN ARROWto highlight the function that is to be excluded and then
depressing ENTER  An asterisk w |l appear beside the selected function
If other functions require exclusion, select themin the sane manner.
When all functions that require exclusion have been sel ected, depress
ESC.

3. A screen stating that the installation is in process wll
appear and remain until the installation is conplete.

4. Wien the installation is conplete, a screen will appear
stating that the installation is conplete and requesting that the
di skette be renoved fromthe installation drive. The programw |l not
termnate until the disk is renmpved.

5. Once the installation disk is removed, the programwi ||
term nate. The active directory will now be \ PROVPC.

6. To start the Provisioning File Mintenance program key
PROVPC and depress ENTER

NOTE: A file called PROVPC BAT has been provided as the startup program
because it should be easier to remenber than the actual nanme of the
program Nam ng standards that are required result in program nanes
that are not easy to renenber

2.3 CONFI GURI NG THE SYSTEM

a. In order to use all of the features of the program certain
i nformati on needs to be provided to the system ahead of time so that it
is avail abl e upon demand. This information should be provided as soon
as the systemis installed, before any transactions are attenpted.
However, this information can be provi ded or changed at any tine by
sel ecting the CONFI GURE option fromthe nmain nenu.

b. What the system needs to know.

(1) PRCCESSI NG CENTER:  The program needs to know which center you
are processing at so that the proper machi ne address for the mainframe
can be selected. Wen you enter your processing site, all known
mai nfrane addresses will be displayed. Any one of them should work but
you may to check with your ADP support office to see if there is a
pr ef erence.
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(2) DOMLOAD FI LE DATA SET NAME ON THE MAI NFRAME:  The program needs
to know which file to downl oad. The default file shown is for prelim -
nary identification only and will not work at your processing site.

Cont act your ADP support office for the proper file nane. Wen a nane
is entered, it is automatically used as the default fromthat point on
The nane can still be nodified at any point in the event the ADP support
group has a need to change the nane on the nmainframe for any reason
More detailed informati on about the use of this file can be found under
USI NG THE SYSTEM

(3) UPLOAD FI LE DATA SET NAME ON THE MAI NFRAME: The program needs to
know where to upl oad data. The default file shown is for prelimnary
identification only and will not work at your processing site. Contract
your ADP support office for the proper file name. Wen a nane is
entered, it is automatically used as the default fromthat point on
The nane can still be nodified at any point in the event the ADP support
group has a need to change the nane on the nainframe for any reason
More detailed information about the use of this file can be found under
USI NG THE SYSTEM

2.4 USING THE SYSTEM
a. DOAMLQOADI NG DATA
(1) Data is available on the main frame that can assist the PCOin
the preparation of SSR mai ntenance. The data consists of pertinent data
elenents fromall Part Nunmbered SSRs (CXB) that have not been assigned a
final advice.
(2) The data elenents that are available are:
(a) Activity Code of the subnmitting activity.
(b) Provisioning Control Code
(c) Date of Request.
(d) Item Serial Nunber.
(e) Federal Supply Code provided by the submitter

(f) National Stock Number if available (normally not avail able
unl ess a stock number was offered).

(g) DLSC Docunent Nunber.
(3) In order to use the downl oad data, four things are required.
(a) The user must have been given downl oad capability at program
installation tine. |If the user has not been given downl oad capability
and downl oad capability is necessary, the install program can be run
again to provide that capability.
(b) The main frame host address nmust be identified. |If this has

not been done, the CONFI GURE nenu option on the main nmenu can be
sel ected and the Sel ect Local Host option fromthe subnmenu can be
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sel ected so that the host address can be identified. |f a host address
beconmes bot her sonme and ot her host addresses are available, this
procedure can be used to select a different host address.

(c) The program must have been properly configured so that the
data file on the mainframe has been correctly identified. |If this has
not been done, the CONFI GURE nenu option on the nmain nmenu can be
sel ected and the Sel ect Downl oad Data Set option fromthe subnenu can be
sel ected so that the data file can be properly identified. |If the data
file is ever given a different name on the mainfrane, the same procedure
can be used to correctly identify the new file nane.

(d) The data nust be noved fromthe mainfrane to the PC. This
step cannot be acconplished until the first three steps have been
satisfactorily acconplished. Data is noved fromthe nain frane to the
PC by selecting the FILE option fromthe main nmenu and t hen sel ecting
the Refresh download file option fromthe subnenu that appears. Follow
on screen pronpts fromthat point until the data is successfully
downl oaded.

b. UPLOADI NG DATA

(1) Transactions that are created on the PC nust eventually be pro-
cessed by the mainfranme prograns. Nornally, this is done by upl oading
data fromthe PCto a file on the nmainframe. However, it is recognized
that it is not always desirable to send data directly fromevery PCto
the mai nframe. Therefore, the PROVPC has been designed to function in
different way in accordance with instructions provided at install tine.

(2) If upload capability is identified at install tine, the program
wi Il be capable of transferring data fromthe PCto a data set on the
mai nf r ane.

(3) If upload capability is inhibited at install tinme, the program
can still go through the upload process, but instead of transferring
data to a data set on the mainframe it can be directed to transfer data
to a data set on a floppy disk. The data on the floppy disk can then be
copi ed onto another PC for review and can be conbined with other data
sets for final transfer to the mainfrane.

(4) In order to upload data to the nmainframe, five things are
required.

(a) The user nust have been given upload capability at program
installation tine. |If the user has not been given upl oad capability and
upl oad capability is necessary, the install programcan be run again to
provi de that capability.

(b) The mai nfrane host address nust be identified. |If this has
not been done, the CONFI GURE nenu option on the main nmenu can be
sel ected and the Sel ect Local Host option fromthe submenu can be
sel ected so that the host address can be identified. |f a host address
beconmes bot hersonme and ot her host addresses are available, this
procedure can be used to select a different host address.
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(c) The program must have been properly configured so that the
data file on the mainframe that is to receive the maintenance
transacti ons has been correctly identified. |If this has not been done,
t he CONFI GURE nenu option on the main nmenu can be selected and the
Sel ect Upl oad Data Set option fromthe submenu can be sel ected so that
the data file can be properly identified. |If the data file is ever
given a different nane on the mainfrane, the sanme procedure can be used
to correctly identify the new file nane. The data set nanme sel ected
nmust be a generation data set that is already established on the nain-
frame, it nmust accept records that are 80 characters in length and it
nust be processed t hrough the SAMVB Entry process.

(d) The files that are going to be upl oaded nust be tagged. This
i s acconplished as follows:

1. Select FILES fromthe main menu.

2. Select File Managenment fromthe file submenu

3. Select Tag File for Upload fromthe file management submenu.
4. Select the desired files fromthe directory. Only files with

an extension of FLM can be tagged for upload. Wen a file is tagged for
upl oad, the extension will change to FUP. If it is necessary to upload a
file that has already been upl oaded before (has an extension of FLD), it
is necessary to Untag the file first. This is easily acconplished by
selecting the Untag file option fromthe file managenment subnenu.
Untagging a file always causes the extension to change to FLM

(e) The data nust be moved fromthe PCto the main frane. This
step cannot be acconplished until the first four steps have been satis-
factorily acconplished. Data is noved fromthe PCto the main frane by
sel ecting the FILE option fromthe nain nenu and then selecting the Send
Transactions to Mainframe option fromthe subnenu that appears. Follow
on screen pronpts fromthat point until the data is successfully
upl oaded.

(5) In order to upload data to a floppy drive, three things are
required.

(a) The user nust have been deni ed upl oad capability at program
installation tine. |If the user has not been denied upload capability
and it is necessary to always upload to a floppy drive, the instal
program can be run again to provide that capability by inhibiting the
upl oad capability.

(b) The files that are going to be upl oaded nust be tagged. This
is acconplished as follows:

3. Select Tag File for Upload fromthe file managenment subnenu
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4. Select the desired files fromthe directory. Only files with
an extension of FLM can be tagged for upload. Wen a file is tagged for
upl oad, the extension will change to FUP. If it is necessary to upload a
file that has already been upl oaded before (has an extension of FLD), it
is necessary to Untag the file first. This is easily acconplished by
selecting the Untag file option fromthe file managenment submenu.
Untagging a file always causes the extension to change to FLM

(c) The data must be nmoved fromthe PCto a floppy drive. This
step cannot be acconplished until the files are tagged. Data is noved
fromthe PCto a floppy drive by selecting the FILE option fromthe main
menu and then selecting the Send Transactions to Mainfranme option from
t he submenu that appears. |If the upload capability to the nainfrane has
been inhibited, the programw |l ask for a path name for the data. At
this time the floppy drive nmust be identified and the file nane that is
going to be used on the floppy drive nmust be entered. It is inperative
that all users use a unique file nane. Data will be |ost when data is
copied froma floppy to the PCif the file name on the floppy is the
sane as a file name on the receiving hard drive. It is the user's
responsibility to provide a unique file nanme but the programwill
provide the appropriate extension. All of the tagged data sets will be
conbined into the one file on the floppy. The extensions of the tagged
data sets will be changed just as if the data had been upl oaded to the
mai nf r ane.

c. PREPARI NG MAI NTENANCE TRANSACTI ONS

(1) Al of the details of preparing transactions can be found under
t he SCREEN DI SPLAY section of this nanual but before starting to prepare
mai nt enance transactions, several things should to be acconplished.

(2) If information fromthe downl oad data set is going to be used,
nmake sure that the data has been downl oaded. This can be verified by
sel ecting the Prepare Mintenance option fromthe nmain menu and then
selecting Get data fromdownload file fromthe Prepare naintenance
subnenu. If the downl oad data is not available, a nessage will indicate
as nuch.

(3) If the downl oad data is not available and it is desirable to use
downl oad data, follow the instructions in DOMLOAD NG DATA above. |If
downl oad capability is inhibited and it is still desirable to use
downl oad data, the data can be copied from anot her PC that has downl oad
capability but a reasonable famliarity with DOS is required. The file
that rmust be copied is USXOP211.rcv.

(4) The file that is to receive the file maintenance shoul d be
naned. |If you should forget to nane the file, the programwll assign a
default name consisting to the current date and the proper extension but
it is preferable to name the files ahead of time for managenent
purposes. The file that is named can be an existing file.

(5) To nanme the file that is to receive the transactions:

(a) Select FILES fromthe nain nenu.

(b) Select FILE MANAGEMENT fromthe file subnenu.
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(c) Select CREATE NEWFILE fromthe file nmanagenent submenu if a
new file is desired. Providing a unique file name will establish that
file as the current file.

(d) Select CHOOSE EXI STING FILE fromthe file nanagenent submenu
if it is desired to add nore transactions to a file that was al ready
started but not upl oaded.

d. VI EW NG MAI NTENANCE TRANSACTI ONS

Only the current file can be viewed. |If the file you want to view
is not the current file, then the file nust be nade the current file as
fol |l ows:

(a) Select FILES fromthe nain nenu.

(b) Select FILE MANAGEMENT fromthe file subnenu.

(c) Select CHOOSE EXISTING FILE fromthe file managenent subnenu.
Once the current file is correctly identified, the file can be viewed as
fol |l ows:

Sel ect FILES fromthe nmmi n nmenu.

2. Select FILE MANAGEMENT fromthe file submenu.

3. Select VIEWTRANSACTION FILE fromthe file management
subnenu.

e. PRI NTI NG MAI NTENANCE TRANSACTI ONS
(1) Only the current file can be printed. If the file you want to
print is not the current file, then the file nmust be made the current
file as foll ows:
(a) Select FILES fromthe nain nenu.
(b) Select FILE MANAGEMENT fromthe file subnenu.
(c) Select CHOOSE EXISTING FILE fromthe file managenent subnenu.

(2) Once the current file is correctly identified, the file can be
printed as foll ows:

(a) Select FILES fromthe nain nenu.
(b) Select FILE MANAGEMENT fromthe file subnenu.

(c) Select VIEW TRANSACTION FILE fromthe file managenent subrenu.
The file will be printed to any printer that is connected to LPTL.

g. Using Hot Key Y or selecting COPY FILE TO FLOPPY DRIVE will all ow
the user the ability to copy selected files fromthe hard drive to a

fl oppy. .

h. Using Hot Key D or selecting DELETE FILE will allow the user the
ability to delete files.
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i. Using Hot Key P or selecting PRINT FILE will allow the user the
ability to print data within a file.

j. Using Hot Key V or selecting VIEWTRANSACTION FILE will allow the
user the ability to view the transactions in the active mai ntenance
file.
