             (Supplementation is permitted at all levels.)

     This DLA Manual provides the documentation for functionally processing Item Standardization Application (ISA) Queries.  This is the application that provides formatted and ad hoc queries against the mainframe master file data.  Specific data from the Item Standardization Master File and several reports are downloaded to the mid-tier (HP - ORACLE DataBase).  The PC program is written as a Windows application in C language with XVT graphics.  The program executable code is initially loaded via floppy.  Subsequent revisions are loaded from the DSIO mid-tier to the DSC mid-tier UNIX boxes; a notification is provided the users to run the UPDATE on the program; and the new version is automatically downloaded to the PC. There is also DSIO software loaded to the mid-tier for processing ISA Queries. 

     This revision contains the latest procedural changes caused by implementation of various System Change Requests to the Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS) and incorporates them in the July 1999 Publication of the Defense Logistics Agency Publications System (DLAPS).
