     This DLA Manual provides the documentation for functional processing of Item Reduction (IR) Study.  This application provides specific Total Item Record (TIR), Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS), Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF), Technical Information Storage, and Control Application (TISCA), drawing data and Standardization Master File Information used in the development of Item Reduction Studies.  This data is downloaded to the mid-tier (HP - ORACLE data base) by mainframe programs.  The PC program is written as a Windows application in C language with XVT graphics.  Program executable is initially loaded via floppy disk.  Subsequent revisions are loaded from Defense Logistics Support Command Systems Integration Office (DSIO) to Defense Supply Center (DSC) mid-tier UNIX boxes.  A notification is provided the users to run the UPDATE on the program and the new version is automatically downloaded to the PC.  There is also DSIO software loaded to the mid-tier for processing IR Study.  The IR Study Program automatically interfaces with the Item Standardization Application Personal Computer (ISAPC).  Transactions created in IR Study are automatically added to the data sets ready for uploading in ISAPC view.  Hardware and Software needed is the same as for Item Standardization Application (ISA) Query, with an additional 50 Meg hard drive space.

     The October 2000 quarterly documentation release incorporates the latest procedural changes caused by implementation of various SAMMS System Change Requests for Volume II - IR Study.  All changes are indicated by bold and italicized type.

       A.  DLAM 4745.44, Volume II, Chapter 1, ISA Query.  The Reference Number Table (LI4003c) used in IR-Study program was needed for ad hoc queries.  The Data Base Administrator for Item Standardization Application changed the ownership of the ORACLE table.  The table is now visible for the users of ISA Query.  No changes were made to the use of this table when processing Reference Number queries in IR-Study.

       B.  DLAM 4745.44, Volume II, Chapter 2, IR-Study.  The documentation of the LI4003a and LI4000c tables was updated to reflect all data elements in the tables.
