     This DLA manual provides documentation for the functional processing of Proposed Item Reduction Study Lists (PIRSLs) and Expedited Item Reduction Study Lists (EIRSLs) using the Item Reduction Web Site Capability (IRWSC).  This is an interactive DoD application that provides the capability of manual inputs of item reduction study information.  It also provides automated input to the web server using File Transfer Protocol (FTP) from Standard Automated Materiel Management Systems (SAMMS).

     This application displays the information provided on the current SAMMS Report LF-384 to the reviewers of the proposed standardization families.  The application permits the authorized reviewer to acknowledge the study, make necessary responses, comments, hyperlink to scanned data and browse all projects on the web server.  Authorized Service/Agency Standardization Custodians are permitted to review the responses, and prepare final reply to the Originator with the same capabilities as the Reviewer.  The application generates transactions (DIC: YAR, Coordination Transactions) to SAMMS when applicable.  This application also generates e-mail notifications when appropriate. 

     This manual provides the DLA Originator with the Browse, Originator and Originator/POC processes available for loading a proposed item reduction study, editing, activating, downloading, and viewing studies.  It provides narratives of e-mails generated, action needed for updating the Item Standardization Master File and flagging the study to history status.

     This revision contains the latest procedural changes caused by implementation, of various System Change Requests (SCR) to SAMMS and incorporates them in the January 2002 publication of the Defense Logistics Agency Publications System (DLAPS).

     This revision contains cosmetic changes and updated screen displays from the October 2001 release of this volume.  System Change Request USLH00-101R2, Item Reduction Web Site Capability was implemented June 2001 as the DoD application primarily for entering, coordinating and reviewing Proposed Item Reduction Study Lists (PIRSLs) and Expedited Item Reduction Study Lists (EIRSLs).  These changes will assist in training DLA users of the IRWSC.
