SECTION 1  ADMINISTRATIVE INFORMATION

1.1  GENERAL   

  Refer to DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 1, Chapter 1, Section 1.1. 

1.2  PURPOSE AND SCOPE

  a.  Purpose - This manual portrays the Set Assembly Standard System (SASS) as designed and developed by the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA).  It provides information necessary for DLA field activities to operate the mechanized portion of SASS.

  b.  Scope - This manual prescribes the system's mechanized processing only and is applicable at the Defense Supply Center Philadelphia (DSCP).

1.3  MAINTENANCE OF MANUAL

  a.  Responsibilities:

    (1) DSIO is responsible for the development and maintenance of this manual.  Changes to the contents will be published by DLA and dissemi-nated to applicable DLA field activities.

    (2) DLA field activities are responsible for adhering to the content of this manual and maintaining it current.  One copy of this manual will be retained as a master copy in the sequence outlined in the table of contents.  Remaining copies may be reassembled to more efficiently meet the installation's organizational and/or operational requirements.  Local reproduction of portions of this manual is authorized; however, the center is responsible for the updating of these copies.

  b.  Administration:

    (1) Format - This manual is organized and assembled into parts 1 through 5, each concerning a major topic, such as introduction, data format, system support, and control, etc.  Within each part, the manual is further subdivided into chapter and sections that provide the detailed information necessary to understand and operate the SASS.

SECTION 2  DESCRIPTION OF SYSTEM

2.1  GENERAL 

  The Set Assembly Standard System (SASS) used to be called the Deployable Medical Systems (DEPMEDS).  It is an automated assembly process.  It processes requests for end items to be assembled and shipped to customers.  The system is broken down into the following processes: 

  a.  Facilitate Assembly - This process contains the functionality needed to execute and support all the other areas of the SASS.  The main function in this area is updating our Unit Assembly Master File.

  b.  Process Assembly Request - This process contains the functionality to receive/validate the Assembly Request packages and makes preparations for an assembly.

  c.  Procure Component Items - This process contains the functionality to buy back C2S service assets, produce stock buys, produce nonstocked buys (recommended buys), and produce nonmanaged requisitions (multimanaged buys).

  d.  Reserve Stock - This process contains the functionality to reserve DLA and Service stock for assemblies.

  e.  Schedule Assembly - This process contains the functionality to schedule assemblies and produce requisitions to ship stock to the Assembly Site.

  f.  Manage Assembly - This process contains the functionality to produce exclusions, process ADN updates (End Item and Component), all kinds of reporting, place assemblies into stop movement, place assemblies into ship short, and produce declared shortages.

  g.  Close Assembly - This process contains the functionality to receive/validate final adjustment documents, verify final adjustment readiness, produce final adjustments, and report on Assembly Directive Number closures.

  h.  Maintain SASS History - This process contains the functionality to store and maintain Assembly Directive Number end and component item data after assemblies have been closed out. Also contains the functionality to store certain transactions generated from or received in SASS.
