PURPOSE:

  Produces the SASS End/Component Item History Report (USCF679).  The  F-679 Report is a listing of inquires on Assemblies that are on the Assembly History files.  

FUNCTIONS:

  USCH18:

    Writes Assembly history inquiries to the SASS End/Component Item History Report (USCF679).  

DESCRIPTION:

  a.  Input Files (Reference DLAH 4745.45, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) Assembly End Item History File, USCMAEIH.

    (2) Assembly Component Item History File, USCMACIH.

    (3) Assembly Component Substitution File, PSAASUBS. 

    (4) Assembly History Inquiry Data Set, USCWDS11.

  b.  Output Files (Reference DLAH 4745.45, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    None.

  c.  Output Products:

    SASS End/Component Item History Report, USCF679.  

  d.  Processing Description:

    (1) The Assembly History Inquiry Data Set (USCWDS11) is sorted by

Assembly Directive Number (ADN).

    (2) The sorted history inquiry data set is read.  The Assembly Directive Number from the inquiry data set is used to read the end item record on the Assembly End Item History File (USCMAEIH).  The end item information is written to the F-679 Report.  

    (3) The ADN from the inquiry data set is used to read the first component item record on the Assembly Component Item History file (USCMACIH) for that assembly.  All components for that assembly are then read and written to the F-679 Report.  If a component has substitution data, the Assembly Component Substitution File (PSAASUBS) is read and the substitution data is written to the F-679 Report.  Then, any older assemblies previously built having the same ADN are written to the report.

    (4) This process continues until all records on the sorted Assembly

History Inquiry Data File are processed.
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
