SECTION 1  APPLICATION NARRATIVE







1.1  SASS MONTHLY CATALOG CHANGE PROCESS - USCJMM02



TITLE:  SASS Monthly Catalog Change Process



TITLE ID NUMBER:  USCJMM02



PURPOSE:



  To determine the catalog changes that affect the SASS processes, apply them to the Assembly Component Item File, and report all changes and discrepancies to hard copy.



FUNCTIONS:



  To determine if catalog changes exist that affect SASS NSNs. The Assembly Component Item File (USCMACIF) is posted with the updated catalog changes. All transactions generated and discrepancies encountered will be reported and output to reports.



COMPONENT PROGRAMS AND OPERATIONS:



  a.  USCE01 - SASS Monthly Catalog Change Process. Reads Assembly Component Item File sequentially and sorts records in NSN sequence to match them against the previous Monthly Catalog Change Tape to determine if catalog changes exist for SASS NSNs. The Assembly Component Item File is updated with valid changes and all action and discrepancies are reported.

2.1  SASS MONTHLY CATALOG CHANGES - USCE01



PROGRAM NAME:  SASS Monthly Catalog Changes



PROGRAM ID:  USCE01



PURPOSE:



  To determine if any catalog changes are present, to update the As-sembly Component Item File with appropriate changes, and report changes and discrepancies to hard copy.



FUNCTIONS:



  To determine if catalog changes exist that affect SASS NSNs. The As-sembly Component Item File is posted with the updated catalog changes. All action taken and discrepancies that exist will be reported and output to reports.

�  d.  Processing Description:



    (1) The Assembly Component Item File (USCMACIF) is accessed sequentially to obtain all records which are sorted in NSN sequence. If the NSN is valid, a record is written to the Monthly Purged History Work File.



    (2) The Assembly Component Item File is closed and reopened for random updating. The Monthly Catalog Change Tape (USDTMCCT) is opened to be read in sequentially. The records released to be sorted and the Monthly Catalog Change Tape are compared by NSN to determine if a catalog change exists.



    (3) When a NSN match occurs, the National Inventory Record File (USDMNIRF) is accessed to determine if the NSN exists and if the information supporting the catalog change is valid. If any errors are encountered, an entry is written to the ADN Catalog Process Diagnostic Report (PSAA80P1) explaining the error condition.



    (4) A C22 transaction (SASS Change Document) is written to the SASS Change Document File (C22MM03) and the Temporary SASS Change Document Work File (TEMPC22) when a valid catalog change exists. The Assembly Component Item File is accessed and updated with the appropriate catalog change information.



    (5) If a Catalog Change Code of RA (Delete and Consolidate) or RB (Delete and Transfer) is encountered, the ADN Substitution File (PSAASUBS) is accessed to obtain information to generate a C2U Transaction which is written to the Component Item Change Document File (C2UMM03) and the Temporary Component Item Change Document File (TEMPC2U).



    (6) Both temporary files created (TEMPC22 and TEMPC2U) are closed and reopened to be read in sequentially to generate the ADN Catalog Process DICs Created Report (PSAA8001) which will list all transactions that were generated during this program.

3.1  SASS MONTHLY SALES HISTORY PROCESS - USCJMM03



TITLE:  SASS Monthly Sales History Process



TITLE ID NUMBER:  USCJMM03



PURPOSE:



  To process suspended requisitions for simulation to pass on to the Unit Assembly Component Identification process.  This information along with information from assemblies already accepted, SAMMS Monthend Asset File information, and the latest Sales History File information is used to generate a new Sales History File and reports.



FUNCTIONS:



  None



COMPONENT PROGRAMS AND OPERATIONS:



  a.  USCE02 - DEPMEDS Monthly Suspended Requisition Process. Reads Suspended Requisition File (PSAASUSR) and sorts records in document number/DIC sequence. Validates for and lists all errors encountered for further review. Writes valid transactions to the Simulated Projected Sales Work File for explosion processing.



  b.  USCH12  - Reserved.



  c.  USCE03 - SASS Monthend Assets/Components Data Merge.  Reads the Assembly End and Component Item Work Files created in Component Identification process, the Assembly End and Component Item Files, and the SAMMS Monthend Assets File and sorts transactions by NSN. Data from each of these files is extracted to generate the ADN Components/MEAF Data File (PSAATNIR).



  d.  USCE04 - SASS Monthly Sales History Program. Reads Sales History File and ADN Components/MEAF Data File, sorts by document number and transaction type. Validates for completed sales information and outputs error report for all errors encountered. Computes the total sales dollar value and outputs the Suspended Requisitions ADN Header File and a new Sales History File. Generates the Actual/Projected End-Item Sales Report (PSAACIP1) and Actual/Projected End-Item Sales by AIN Report (PSAACIP2).

PROGRAM NAME: SASS Monthly Suspended Requisition Process



PROGRAM ID:   USCE02



PURPOSE:



  To process suspended SASS requisitions by validating for completeness and preparing them for the unit assembly Component Identification process. All errors encountered will be output to hard copy.



FUNCTIONS:



  USCE02 will:



    (1) Read Suspended Requisition File and sort transactions in document number and DIC sequence.



    (2) Validate for duplicate transactions, bad quantities, and/or incomplete requisition packages.



    (3) List all errors encountered to error report.



    (4) Write valid transactions to the Simulated Projected Sales Work File for later unit assembly Component Identification processing.

    (1) The Suspended SASS Requisition File (PSAASUSR) is read sequent-ially. Transactions with DICs of AAA, C2L, C2M, C2N, and C2T are released to be sorted by document number and DIC sequence. Other DIC's are bypassed.



    (2) The sorted suspended requisition data is validated for complete-ness. The program will check for duplicate transactions, bad quantities, and incomplete requisition packages (C2L, C2M, C2N, C2T). All errors encountered will be output to Report PSAACCE1 for further review.

�    (3) If no errors exist in the suspended requisition package, the data is written to the Simulated Projected Sales Work File (USCE0201) for later processing. If a C2T transaction (Build Approval/Cancellation Document) does not exist, one will be created with approval status and included with the approved requisition package. A C2P transaction (Assembly Control Number Data) is also generated and included with the package.

PURPOSE:



  To generate a Sales History File and reports from information con-tained on the ADN Components/MEAF Data File (PSAATNIR).



FUNCTIONS:



  USCE04 will:



    (1) Access all records contained on the previous Sales History File (PSAATSHF) and the ADN Components/MEAF Data File (PSAATNIR) and sort by document number and type record (1-Sales, 2/4-End-Items, 3/5-Component Items).



    (2) Generate the Suspended Requistions BDN Header File (SUSRBDNH) for completed sales transactions.



    (3) Determine if incoming transactions are valid. If not, generates an error report showing errors encountered.



    (4) Calculate the total sales dollar value for transactions returning from the sort and output this information to report.



    (5) Generate a new Sales History File for transactions determined to be complete.

    (1) The Sales History File (PSAATSHF) and the ADN Components/MEAF Data File (PSAATNIR) are read in sequentially and sorted by document number and Transaction Type Sequence (1 = Sales History, 2/4 = End-Item Data, 3/5 = Component Item Data).



    (2) Returning from sort, if the document number of the transaction has been tagged as having the sale completed, the transaction is output to the Suspended Requisition Header File (SUSRBDNH).



    (3) For transactions determined not having the sale completed, validation is performed with any error encountered being output to the Sales History File Error Report, PSAACIP3.



    (4) Header and all Trailer data in conjunction with the Sales History Data is used to compute the total sales dollar value by End-Item Sales and End-Item Sales by AIN.



    (5) Transactions completing validation are output to the Actual/

Projected End-Item Sales Report (PSAACIP1) and the Actual/Projected End-Item Sales by AIN Report (PSAACIP2). A Sales History transaction is generated and is output to a new Sales History File.
