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CHAPTER 7



VIOLATION CONTROL





SECTION 1  GENERAL







107101  PURPOSE



  The primary purpose of the Violation Control process is to provide a means to record output and control of invalid documents (card image) entering SAMMS; to record actions requiring temporary internal suspension and release for processing at the appropriate time to mechanically generate a Violation Control record at the time a violation is reported; to provide the option for one of three actions, (1) no change, (2) correction, (3) or deletion of the suspended document; and to provide control and followup capability for suspended documents.  An interactive process will permit SAMMS users to correct, delete or reenter without change controlled violations.  The detailed procedures are covered in DLAH 4745.2, Volume I, Part 1, DLA REMOTE USERS HANDBOOK, SAMMSTEL. 



107102  SCOPE 



  The process will entail all actions necessary from the establishment of an item on the Violation Control File to the clearance of that item from the suspended status with intermediate followup actions whenever applicable.  



107103  GENERAL 



1.  Violation control for the Financial Subsystem consists of recording the invalid document on the Violation Control File, of providing a Controlled Violation Listing, of generating a Followup Listing for unresolved violations and a Summary of Suspended Controlled Financial Violations at the close of each month.  Special procedures for standard pricing transaction violations are described in chapter 6.  



2.  The Financial Subsystem does not require the use of Violation Reason Codes. Two position Violation Reason Codes are used in other subsystems to identify the reason the transaction is output for review.  The field requiring correction will appear one line below the valid data on the Violation Control Listing.  This is considered sufficient identification for the Financial Subsystem.  



3.  At each center, the Office of Comptroller will be assigned an ORC (appendix A-7-3).  This code identifies the organizational element to process the Violation Control and Followup records.  The DIC or ORC will be used to identify the element within the Office of the Comptroller responsible for the original transaction and input of corrected data.  

�107104  DOCUMENTATION



  Source documents applicable to the Violation Control process are restricted to 80 character card image records.  All followups will be by printed listings, not by punched cards.  The Violation Control process will provide the following documents:  



  a.  Controlled Violation Listing (F-7-1) or interactive/inquiry capability to the Violation Control File.



  b.  Followup Listing (F-7-2).  



  c.  Violation Reentry Reject Listing (F-7-3).  



  d.  Violation and Followup Summary Report (F-7-4).  



  e.  Uncontrolled Violation Listing (F-7-5).  



  f.  Overage Violation Control File Listing (F-7-6).  



  g.  GFM Deleted Controlled Violations (F-7-7).  



  h.  GFM Open Violation Report (F-7-8).  



  i.  Summary of Suspended Controlled Financial Violations (F-2-18).  

�SECTION 2  PROCESSING VIOLATION TRANSACTIONS







107201  VIOLATION CONTROL LISTING



1.  A Controlled Violation output will be received for each transaction which has failed the validation.  Normally, only those DICs in the Y series will be received by the Office of the Comptroller.  Each violation will be assigned a control number by the computer.  The output is designed so that corrected data may be entered online or keyed-in to a data entry process.  The field which fails the validation test will be printed on the line below the other data.  Only one field will be shown as an error on the DIC ZLR Violation Record.  It should be noted that even though all field entries are shown correctly, an unfunded procurement of services transaction will appear on the Controlled Violation Listing as a violation in the dollar amount field (pos. 69-80).  This transaction will pass the validation test only when funds are made available by the Comptroller.  



2.  The Violation Control document will be initially received by a control desk or by VDT online in the Office of Comptroller.  Output Routing Code C1 has been assigned to the Office of Comptroller.  The violation should then be routed or action taken by the individual or element responsible for preparation/processing of the original transaction.  Upon receipt, the transaction should be reviewed to determine the reason for the error and corrective action initiated.  Detail procedures for processing violations are contained in appendix E-7.  



3.  The reentry data are partially shown on the output, i.e., the DIC, the control number and the field positions which must be corrected.  The reentry code and correct data may be entered on the violation record.  In researching the error it may be discovered that a second error was made which will not pass further validation check.  This may be corrected by entering an @ followed by the field positions containing the error and the corrected data, e.g., @ 5455 AB, immediately following and on the same line as the data correcting the reported violation.



107202  VIOLATION CONTROL FOLLOWUP



  Seven days after the initial Violation Control Listing has been prepared, transactions not cleared from the violation process will be printed on a Followup Listing.  The transaction will be printed every seven days until corrected or deleted from the record.  



107203  VIOLATION AND FOLLOWUP SUMMARY REPORT 



  A Violation and Followup Summary Report will be prepared daily.  The report will reflect violation transactions by DIC and will indicate the number of followup reports generated.  This report is prepared for evaluation by  manage�ment personnel.  

�107204  SUMMARY OF SUSPENDED CONTROLLED VIOLATIONS 



1.  At the close of each month, the Comptroller's office will receive a Summary of Suspended Controlled Financial Violations, F-2-18 Report which will list all SAMMS Financial transactions which remain unresolved on the Controlled Violation Suspense File.  This listing will be in three parts: 

 

  a.  Part I - A complete 80-position image of each unresolved violation sequenced as follows:  



    (1) DIC (Major)



    (2) Document No. (Intermediate)



    (3) Controlled Violation No. (Minor)





  b.  Part II - A complete 80-column image of expenditure transactions showing DICs YWA, YWB, YWC, and YWX included in part I, sequenced as follows:  



    (1) Disbursing Station Symbol No. (Major)



    (2) Disbursing Office Voucher No. (Intermediate)



    (3) Procurement Instrument Identification Number (Minor)





  c.  Part III - A listing of all rejected Multifund Transactions which, primarily, indicate no corresponding record on the Multifund Support Files, appendix F-2-18.



2.  Three copies of the summary listing will be furnished to the Comptroller's office under ORC C1 for appropriate action.  



107205  OVERAGE VIOLATION CONTROL FILE LISTINGS 



  The Office of Comptroller will receive an F-44A Report, OVERAGE VIOLATION CONTROL FILE LISTING which lists all financial records suspended on the Violation Control File (VCF) for over 300 days.  After 30 days from the date of the report, all records output will automatically be deleted.  This achieves two objectives:  



  a.  Old records are displayed to management for expeditious, corrective, cleanup actions.  



  b.  The cleansing of the VCF precludes the rejection of new violations which duplicate old existing Violation Control Numbers.  



107206  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED MATERIEL (GFM) DELETED CONTROLLED 

        VIOLATIONS REPORT



  The Office of Comptroller will receive on a daily basis, F-118C Report, GFM DELETED CONTROLLED VIOLATIONS.  This report will be used to identify GFMCF violations which have been deleted in the Violation Control File and will be used to reconcile the monthend dollar value balance in GLAC 131.001.  

�107207  GFM OPEN VIOLATION REPORT 



  The Office of Comptroller will receive on a monthly basis F-118D Report, GFM OPEN VIOLATION REPORT.  This report will be used to reconcile the monthend dollar value balance in GLAC 131.001 supplementing the F-3-16 Report - Financial Monthend GFM.
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
