       PROCEDURES FOR PREPARING STANDARD PRICING SCHEDULED REVIEWS

1.  GENERAL

  a.  PRICE REVIEW SCHEDULE.

    The development of a Price Review Schedule is a responsibility of the Standard Pricing Activity.  Inasmuch as the development of the schedule does not involve any computer input or output documents, the function is considered to be manual.  Schedules may be developed based on annual or biennial total Federal Supply Class (FSC) turnaround.  The selection of items for a scheduled review date is a local prerogative of the individual DSCs and is entirely optional.

  b.  TYPES OF PRICE REVIEW.

    There are two basic types of price reviews, i.e., Weekly and Scheduled.  

    (1) Standard Pricing Weekly Review:  This review encompasses all NSNs within all assigned FSCs against which an obligation document has been received subsequent to the last processing cycle.  For this reason, the Weekly requires no special scheduling procedures.  It does require Management Policy Table 006 which covers the DSC surcharge rate and the required type of price computation. 

    (2) Standard Pricing Scheduled Reviews:  The term Scheduled Review is used to describe a comprehensive type of price review which can be scheduled during any Standard Pricing Weekly Review.  This review includes all assigned NSNs within a scheduled FSC against which a procurement (i.e., an obligation award) has been processed during the past six months.  Because of the volume of recommended price changes occurring during a scheduled review, not every assigned FSC can be reviewed on the same cycle.  An annual price review of each FSC is no longer required, since mechanical price reviews are accomplished following each procurement action.  

  c.  CATALOG RELEASE DATES.  

    The Standard Pricing Application will release price changes to the Technical Subsystem during any price review cycle.  The effective date of the price change will be mechanically computed during the Supply Management System Processing.  This computation is keyed to the processing date to assure a leadtime minimum of 45 days or maximum of 75 days and have the effective date on the first day of a month.  The Scheduled Review date selected will represent a coordinated position between Data Systems and Standard Pricing personnel.  

2.  PROCESSING/PROCEDURAL INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  ESTABLISHING STANDARD PRICING REVIEW AND CATALOG RELEASE DATES.  

    The Standard Pricing Activity will:  

    (1) Coordinate with the Office of Data Systems (ODS) in establishing price review dates.  

    (2) Coordinate with Plans and Management and Technical Subsystem personnel in determining the most effective Catalog Release Dates.  

  b.  SCHEDULE OF FSCs FOR REVIEW.  

    Scheduled Reviews should be based on need and distribution of workload for Standard Pricing analysts.  The Standard Pricing Activity will:  

    (1) Identify all assigned FSCs and approximate number of items within each FSC.  

    (2) Assign pricing responsibilities for each FSC to a pricing analyst.  In the event that an FSC is extremely large, it may be divided between two (or more) analysts since there is no provision for splitting an FSC during a review cycle.  In other words, a total FSC will be reviewed by the computer on a given cycle, but the review workload may be divided among different analysts by predetermined National Item Identification Number (NIIN) blocks.  

    (3) Select a price review date which gives the analysts enough time to revise, or delete recommended price changes before the prices are to be released to FLIS.  

  c.  PREPARATION OF THE DIC YSS TRANSACTION, STANDARD PRICING FSC REVIEW.  

    The Standard Pricing Activity will prepare a DIC YSS transaction whenever a Scheduled Review is desired.  It will be processed on the next weekly review cycle subsequent or equal to the date reflected on the DIC YSS transaction.  The Standard Pricing Activity can enter from one to fourteen FSCs on each DIC YSS transaction.  It is extremely important that the DIC YSS transaction be used judiciously, as it will produce voluminous output and it will usually cause any manual recommended price changes to be overlaid.  Therefore, it is recommended that only one DIC YSS transaction be input for any one weekly review cycle.  

APPENDIX E-6-2

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING MANAGEMENT POLICY TABLES

1.  GENERAL 

  a.  Under SAMMS, Management Control Data applicable to a given application will be established and maintained by the activity assigned responsibility for the application.  The Requirements Subsystem uses Management Policy Tables for establishing and maintaining these data in the computer.  The Standard Pricing Activity is responsible for establishing and maintaining the following Requirements Management Policy Table:  

    Table 006 - Standard Pricing Surcharge Rate 

  b.  Control Data Elements are input to the computer by means of a DIC ZTA transaction.  Because of the controlling characteristics of these transactions, absolute accuracy and timeliness is imperative.  For these reasons, each time that a DIC ZTA transaction is processed against a table, the computer generates an automatic printout for immediate review and verification.  When a DIC ZTA transaction fails to pass the validation criteria, there will be no automatic printout of the table.  A Controlled or Uncontrolled Violation Listing, as applicable, will be prepared.  In either event, immediate review and corrective action, as applicable, is imperative.  

2.  INPUT DOCUMENT 

  a.  DIC ZTA Form - Establish/Revise or Inquiry for Surcharge Rate - Table 006.  This form is used to establish and maintain the DSC authorized surcharge rate in the computer.  Since the Surcharge Rate is relatively stable and used in all review cycles, this table will be undated and remain in the computer at all times.

  b.  DIC ZLR - Violation Reentry Transaction.  This transaction is used to correct or delete a Controlled Violation identified on the F-122 Violation Listing.  

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  F-6-11 - Management Policy Table 006 - This listing reflects the current DSC surcharge rate and the Computation Method Code as input to the computer.  The table may be interrogated by means of an Action Code GN.  

  b.  F-122 - Controlled Violation Listing (Option 1) - This listing represents the first notification of a controlled violation.  The report title and the date are printed in the header portion of the listing.  To facilitate reentry and in many instances to eliminate the need for execution of an EAM coding worksheet on DLA Form 844, an image of an 80-position be preprinted immediately beneath the header portion.  A printout of the ORC, the Violation Control Number and the invalid data elements (insofar as the computer knows) will be on the first line of the listing.  Selected reentry data elements will be preprinted immediately beneath the invalid data line.  The preprinted data 

elements are DIC ZLR, Violation Control Number, pointer and the first and last positions of the erroneous field.  The Pricing Activity may then handscribe the correct information on the same line with pointer, followed by beginning and ending positions and the correct data.  

  c.  F-120 - Violation Followup - When a controlled violation reported on an F-122 listing is not deleted or corrected within seven days, an F-120 followup  listing is received.  The listing will be in the same format and contain the same information as the F-122 listing.  

  d.  F-118 - Violation and Followup Summary Report - This report is prepared daily to provide data relative to violations and followup actions generated.  The report is prepared to provide management with a tool for evaluating the quality of input documents prepared and the number of followup actions generated.  

  e.  F-119 - Violation Reentry Reject Listing - This listing will be received daily for any reentry transaction, DIC ZLR, which has an invalid reentry code or where there is no record of the control number reflected on the reentry transaction.  

  f.  F-117 - Uncontrolled Violation Listing - This listing will be prepared when a management data element common to all Requirements Management Policy Tables violates.  Violations are identified by applicable violation code.  

4.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES FOR ESTABLISHING/REVISING/DELETING OR INTERROGATING MANAGEMENT POLICY TABLES 

  Standard Pricing Surcharge Rate Table, Management Policy Table 006 

  a.  The Standard Pricing Activity will:  

    (1) Upon receipt of revised surcharge rate change from HQ DLA, prepare DIC ZTA transaction.

    (2) Forward DLA Form 814b to keypunch or other activity assigned responsibility for converting to computer language and release to OSD.  

  b.  The Office of Data Systems will:  

    (1) Cycle the DIC ZTA transaction to the entry/exist system for DIC validation and routing to the applicable processing cycle.  

    (2) The Requirements Subsystem will process this transaction against the edit/validation criteria.  

      (a) Prepare automatic printout of F-6-11 if DIC ZTA meets valida-tion criteria.  

      (b) Prepare applicable violation listing if DIC ZTA fails to meet validation criteria (see paragraph 3 of this appendix).  

  c.  The Standard Pricing Activity will:  

    (1) Perform such research as is necessary so that the Controlled Violation Listings can be processed in accordance with instructions contained in appendix E-6-6.

    (2) Perform such research as is necessary  to correct uncontrolled violations.  Special procedures are not required since no suspense has been established.  These violations can only be corrected by preparing a new transaction using the original DIC.  If a duplicate corrective transaction is prepared, no further action is prepared.  

APPENDIX E-6-3

PROCEDURES FOR COMPUTING MANUAL PRICE CHANGES

1.  GENERAL 

  The Standard Price Change review and computation, with some exception,  is a completely mechanized procedure.  In order to evaluate and approve,  revise, or delete computer recommended changes, the pricing specialist must thoroughly understand the computation.  In instances such as customer inquiries and review of items coded for special handling with no mechanized price review, the specialist must be able to perform a manual computation.  In instances when items have separately billed other costs, the other cost per unit will be computed and established in the Standard Pricing Master File by the pricing specialist.  The Standard Pricing Master File is designed to provide the data necessary to conduct a price review.  It is established in the following three sections:  

  a.  NSN HEADER RECORD.  

    This section contains all of the Management Data Elements considered in a price review.  

  b.  NSN SUSPENSE RECORD.  

    This section contains the following data elements which relate to Recommended Standard Price.  

    (1) Recommended Standard Price (RECSTPR).  

    (2) Catalog Release Date (RLSTDE).  

    (3) Date Initiated (DTEINIT).  

    (4) Type Price Change (TPC).  

    (5) Analyst Action Code (AAC).  

  c.  NSN PURCHASE TRAILER RECORD.  

    When an item contains a Future Supply Status Code (SSC) the future code is used in lieu of the current code.

    (1) Supply Status Codes 1, 4, 8, and A Items.  This section contains a maximum of 25 purchase records, including the latest three direct delivery purchases.  Records over three years old will be dropped.  

    (2) Supply Status Code 2 Items.  A maximum of two purchase records will be maintained for reference purposes.  Records over three years will be dropped.  

    (3) Supply Status Code 3, 6 and 9 Items.  This section contains a maximum of ten purchase records.  Those over three years old will be dropped.  

    (4) Supply Status Code 5 Items.  A maximum of ten purchase records will be maintained for these National Stock Numbers (NSNs), provided they are under three years old.  A Special Handling Code of G will be applied.  

    (5) Supply Status Code 7 Items.  A maximum of 25 purchase records will be maintained.  Records over three years old will be dropped.  These NSNs will be coded with a Special Handling Code of O.  

    (6) Special Handling Code Y Item.  The replacement cost of these items is computed based upon the Supply Status Code of the item.  Therefore, the criteria described in the preceding paragraphs applies to these items.

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  DIC YSA - Addition, Revision or Deletion of Standard Price Change - (appendix B-6-1).  

  b.  DIC YSD - Change to  Standard Pricing  Master  Header  Record - (appendix B-6-3).  

  c.  DIC YSE - Inhibition  of  Standard  Pricing  Purchase  Record - (appendix B-6-4).  

  d.  DIC YSK - Standard Pricing Interrogation by NSN - (appendix B-6-7).  

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  F-6-2 - Standard Pricing Weekly Review Listing and Standard Pricing Scheduled Review Listing.  

  b.  F-6-3 - Standard Pricing Purchase Record Interrogation Response.  

4.  PROCESSING/PROCEDURAL INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  Manual price computations will always be performed on the following items:  

    (1) Special Handling Code A - SSC 2 items which experience procurement activity while SSC change to other than SSC 2 is in progress.  Note that a future SSC applies when it is present.

    (2) Special Handling Code G - Generic (SSC 5) items when recommended price change decrease is made.  Note that the future SSC applies when it is present.

    (3) Special Handling Code S - Items which are coded for special handling by the Pricing Specialist using DIC YSD transaction.  Note that the future SSC applies when it is present.

    (4) Special Handling Code H - Specific (members of SSC 5 head of family) items when recommended price change increase is made.  Note that the future SSC applies when it is present.

  b.  Manual price computations will be accomplished using one of the two different computation methods, as applicable:  

    (1) Averaging computation method - Use all procurements with MODDTE less than six months old.

    (2) Latest price computation method - Use latest representative procurement record having a second position of A, C, or D in the Fund Classification Code.  

  c.  Price Change computation for items having no other cost charges:  

    (1) Compute the Replacement Cost.  

      (a) Using the averaging computation method, the Pricing Specialist will compute current replacement cost by dividing the sum of procurement cost for purchases made during the past six months by the sum of procurement quantity for same procurements.  

      (b) Using the 45-day average computation method, the Pricing Specialist will use the latest representative (with a quantity of at least one-twelfth of the ADQ) procurement record having a second position of A, C, or D in the Fund Classification Code.  In all instances, computation will be completed as follows:  

    (2) Compute the Recommended Price by multiplying the replacement cost by 100% plus applicable surcharge rate, and round the result utilizing normal rounding rules.  When the item contain Special Handling Code Y use the Special Y Surcharge from Management Policy Table 006.

All standard prices will be rounded to the nearest cent except Clothing and Textile prices, which will be rounded to the nearest five cents.

    (3) Compute sales impact by multiplying the difference between the In-Catalog Standard Price and the Recommended Price by the annual demand quantity (ADQ) or the sum of procurement quantities used in the price computation, whichever is greater.  The sales impact is considered as an increase when the Recommended Price is higher than the In-Catalog Standard Price and a decrease when the Recommended Price is lower than the In-Catalog Standard Price.  

NOTE:  If there is no In-Catalog Standard Price on the NSN, the Current Standard Price will be used in the computation of sales impact.  

    (4) Apply the sales impact to the price change criteria to determine if change is warranted and, if so, the applicable type of change.  Change criteria are as follows:  

      (a) Interim C type:  A sales impact of $2,000 or more.  

      (b) E type (SSC 3 or 9 price change):  A sales impact of $5.00 or more. 

      (c) Normal N type:  A sales impact of $5.00 or more and less than $2,000.00.  

  d.  Price change computation for items having Other Costs: 

    (1) The Pricing Specialist will:  

      (a) Receive F-6-2 listing if a Recommended Standard Price Change was made.  

      (b) Receive F-6-3 listing indicating:  

        1.  That procurement with Other Cost cost is received and the Standard Pricing Master has no Other Cost Code or Other Cost Per Unit, or 

        2.  That procurement with no Other Cost Code is received and Standard Pricing Master has Other Cost Code and Other Cost Per Unit.  

      (c) Perform such research as is necessary to determine whether Other Costs are applicable.  This research may include contact with the Item Manager and/or the Procurement Buyer for details.  

      (d) If Other Costs are not applicable, initiate DIC YSD to delete the Other Cost Code and Other Cost Per Unit from the Standard Pricing Master File.  Perform a manual review by computing replacement price as described in subparagraph 4c above and prepare DIC YSA to initiate, revise or delete computer recommended RECSTPR, if necessary.  If Other Costs are applicable, divide the Other Cost amount on the separately billed document by the quantity on the purchase  transaction in the  Master File to arrive  at replacement  cost.  Multiply the replacement cost by 100% plus applicable surcharge to arrive at Other Cost Per Unit.  

NOTE:  If Government Furnished Material is being requisitioned from another DLA Center the surcharge will already be reflected in the unit cost and application of another surcharge is not required.  Prepare DIC YSD to establish or update the Other Cost Per Unit in the Standard Pricing Master.  The revised Other Cost Per Unit will overlay the existing amount in this field.  Perform a manual price review by computing the replacement price as described in subparagraph 4c above and adding the Other Cost Per Unit to the computation.  Prepare DIC YSA to initiate, revise, or delete computer recommended RECSTPR, if necessary.  

  e.  Reviewing/approving price changes recommended by computer on F-6-2, Standard Pricing Review Listings:  

    (1) The Pricing Analyst will:  

      (a) Receive the F-6-2 Weekly (or Scheduled) Listing, as applicable, with recommended price change and the F-6-3 Automatic Interrogation for NSNs which had peculiar actions.  

      (b) Review the recommended price changes which have a full record (up to 13 procurement records) printout, especially those for NSNs reflected in the F-6-3 Report.  Those price changes that do not have Purchase Trailer Data should be maintained for record purposes only.  

      (c) In the event that record printout reveals that an  erroneous or non representative obligation transaction was used in the price change computation, this purchase record (DIC YSZ transaction) may be deleted from future consideration in mechanical price computations by inputting a manual DIC YSE transaction.  The analyst will also prepare a DIC YSA transaction to delete or revise the Recommended Standard Price.  

      (d) In the event that an erroneous purchase record has been recorded and a corrected transaction needs to be considered, request that the obligation document be corrected and reinput to the system by procurement personnel.  

APPENDIX E-6-4

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING STANDARD PRICING

WEEKLY OR SCHEDULED REVIEW LISTING

1.  GENERAL 

  The Weekly Price Review cycle includes all NSNs within all FSCs against which an obligation document has been received and processed subsequent to the latest review cycle.  The review also includes the processing all manual input documents received subsequent to latest review cycle.  

  a.  Pricing Activity Review and Record Print Criteria:  

    The large number of price changes recommended preclude detailed review and approval of each recommended price change.  Uniform criteria have been established for use by all Centers in determining which recommended price changes will be reviewed and which will not be reviewed.  

    (1) Price changes that require review and approval by the Pricing Activity will be printed on the Review Listing (F-6-2), parts 1 and 2, with a full record (up to thirteen procurements), printout.  Each NSN record will begin on a separate page.  

    (2) Recommended changes that do not require review and approval by the Pricing Activity will be identified for information purposes only on F-6-2, part 3.  One line only will be printed for each recommended price change with multiple lines on each page in NSN sequence (except for related P Nonpreferred changes).  A page break will occur with each change of FSC.  

    (3) Recommended changes meeting any one of the following criteria require Pricing Activity review and the Master Header/Trailer printout on the F-6-2:  

      (a) A sales impact of $1,000 or greater.  

      (b) A percent of change of 25% or greater.  

    (4) Deviation from the above print criteria may be authorized by DLA-CS when the need for such change and the benefits to be derived are fully justified.  

  b.  Release of Price Changes to Cataloging:  

    All computer recommended price changes and all manually initiated price changes (input by DIC YSA transactions) are held in suspense status pending the price release cycle.  At any time during the suspense period (prior to release), a recommended price change may be manually deleted or revised or overridden by a subsequent mechanically recommended change.  (EXCEPTION:  A DIC YSA Q type price change may not be over-ridden by any price other than another manual Q type change.  If such change is  necessary, a new  DIC YSA Q type change must be prepared and processed.)

  c.  The weekly review which coincides with a scheduled review will be processed as a single operation.  

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  Addition, Revision, or Deletion of Standard Price Change, DIC YSA.   This form is used to overlay a computer recommended price change, to manually add a price change, or delete a computer recommended price change when the analyst has reason to believe that such action is necessary.  To aid Keying/OCR operators, it is recommended that deletions be processed as a separate group.  

  b.  Change to Standard Pricing Master Record, DIC YSD.  This transaction is used to add, revise, or delete Special Handling Codes (SHC), Special Purpose Codes (SPC), Other Cost Codes (OCC), Other Costs Per Unit (OCPERUNIT), Procurement Grouping Code (PGC) and Quantitative Expression Data (QED) in the Standard Pricing Master File.  Note that before inclusion of SHC Y on an item, the Management Policy Table 006 Y record must exist.

  c.  Inhibition of the Standard Pricing Purchase Record, DIC YSE.  This term is used to manually code a procurement (obligation) record as being nonrepresentative for price computation purposes.  

  d.  Standard Pricing Interrogation by NSN, DIC YSK.  This term is used to interrogate the Standard Pricing Master and/or History File for a complete Master File Header/Trailer record (appendix A-6-24, Type Interrogation Codes).  YSK interrogations may also be input during any financial cycle in addition to the Standard Pricing Weekly Review cycles.  

  e.  Standard Pricing Special Purpose Interrogation, DIC YSH.  This transaction is used to interrogate the Standard Pricing Master File by Special Handling Code, Demand Value Code, Price Reduction Indicator, Other Cost Code, and Special Purpose Code.

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  Weekly Price Review Listing, F-6-2.  The Price Review Listing identifies all NSNs qualifying for interim C, normal N, SSC 3 or 9 E and any SSC 6 NSNs in family eligible for price reduction to that recommended for the preferred item.  In addition to the recommended price changes, the listing contains the following data:  

    (1) A Superseding Code S immediately following the recommended price to indicate that the computer has overridden a previously initiated price change which has not been released.  The previous change may be either a manually or mechanically initiated one, and an A is placed in the Analyst Action Code field.  

    (2) Other header data changes, such as Conversion Factors, Price Reduction Indicators, Item Manager ORCs, and Demand Value Codes, are also posted.  

    (3) Purchase record data for recommended price changes meeting any one of the following criteria:  

      (a) Sales impact of $1,000 or greater, or 

      (b) 25% of change or greater.  

    (4) Recommended price changes with impact not meeting impact criteria identified above will be listed in NSN sequence, one line per NSN, multilines to page, with page break at end of each FSC.  

  b.  Standard Price Changes Received from Cataloging, F-6-6.  The F-6-6 listing will be output on the first weekly cycle following a price release.  It is comprised of all price changes released during the price release review cycle and accepted by FLIS and any price changes manually input to and accepted by FLIS via a DIC LCD transaction.  Each price change will be in NSN sequence and will contain the following information:  

    (1) NSN 

    (2) CURRSTPR/INCATSTPR 

    (3) DTEICSP 

    (4) Type Price Change 

    (5) AORC 

    (6) AAC 

    (7) ADQ 

    (8) PCTCHG 

    Sales Impact - Increase or Decrease 

  c.  Standard Pricing Interrogation Response, F-6-3, and F-6-7.  

    (1) The program provides  for automatic  F-6-3 printouts from normal processing with identifying messages.  Each type of automatic F-6-3 is discussed in detail within the processing procedures of this appendix.  

    (2) Manual interrogation responses are printed on the F-6-7 and may be made for any of several reasons.  (See appendix A-6-24, Type Interrogation Codes.) Interrogation responses can be processed with any Standard Pricing Review cycle as well as any Financial Daily cycle.  However, these interrogation responses are not considered a part of the Weekly or the Scheduled Review and are not covered in the processing procedures of this appendix, but are included in appendix E-6-10.  

  d.  Standard Pricing Management Data, F-6-10.  A recapitulation of the number of items reviewed and the number of recommended price changes made by type of change and sales impact for each FSC and for total commodity is printed with each Weekly and Scheduled Review.  These data enable the pricing activity to distribute workload, evaluate pricing trends, support management studies, and provide the management reporting requirements.  

  e.  Standard Pricing Processing Exceptions, F-6-12.  Unmatched conditions from input transactions to the  Standard  Pricing  System Problems or irregularities that are not identified through edit routines upon entry are listed on the F-6-12 when they cannot be processed into 

the Standard Pricing System.  The only mechanical transactions which should ever appear on this listing are DIC 4SZ transactions which are unmatched to Obligation Document Number.  Processing procedures for these output are detailed in appendix E-6-6.  

  f.  Exceptions which appear on the CPP.  Any time a mechanical transaction fails to match a record on the Standard Pricing Master File, the transaction will appear on the CPP for system research.  If the transaction is valid, a record must be built before the next cycle is run.  

4.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES 

  a.  Upon receipt of the Standard Price Review Listing (F-6-2) and related review products, the Pricing Activity will take actions as follows:  

    (1) Interim C type changes - Review purchase trailer data in conjunction with each recommended change.  

      (a) If recommended price change is in accordance with valid purchase history record, no action is required.  

      (b) If purchase trailer record appears erratic or nonrepre-sentative, obtain contractual document(s) and take action as follows:  

        1.  If purchase trailer record is in order, no further action is required.  

        2.  If purchase trailer record is in error, request that the obligation document be corrected and recycled.  Delete recommended price change by preparing DIC YSA with Analyst Action Code D.  Also prepare DIC YSE to code the obligation in the purchase record as nonrepresentative for pricing purposes.  

      (c) If procurement is correct, but nonrepresentative:  

        1.  Prepare DIC YSE to code obligation in purchase record as nonrepresentative for pricing purposes.  

        2.  Recompute price (reference:  appendix E-6-3) based upon most recent representative record and prepare a DIC YSA on DLA Form 805 with an Analyst Action Code R to revise recommended price, or with a D, to delete recommended change, whichever is applicable.  

      (d) If research reveals that a procurement document failed to process, request that the obligation document be corrected and reinput to the system by procurement personnel.  If other SAMMS subsystems have correctly processed the procurement document, notify ODS to input the corrected obligation document.  

    (2) Normal N type change.  

      (a) Follow same procedures for normal changes accompanied by Purchase Trailer Record as described above for interim change.  SSC 6 Items may process as N or C type changes if they have had recent procurement.  

      (b) Detailed review of other normal changes reflecting only Header Record data is not required.  

    (3) Supply Status Code (SSC) 3/9 E Type Change.  

      (a) Follow same procedures for SSC 3/9 changes accompanied by Purchase Trailer Record as described above for interim changes.  

      (b) Detailed review of other SSC 3/9 changes reflecting only Header Record date is not required.  

    (4) SSC 6 NSNs recommended for reduction to the standard price that was recommended for preferred:  

      (a) If change for preferred is approved, no action is required.  

      (b) If recommended change for preferred is being deleted, recommended change for nonpreferred SSC 6 NSN should also be deleted by using DIC YSA transaction. 

      (c) If recommended change for preferred is being revised downward, recommended change for nonpreferred SSC 6 items in family will also be revised downward by DIC YSA transaction unless the SSC 6 item has a pending recommended price change caused by a recent procurement.  

      (d) If recommended price change for preferred is being revised upward, analyst may delete or revise recommended price change for nonpreferred SSC 6 NSNs, as appropriate.  

    (5) Immediate Q Type Price Change - The computer does not recommend Q changes.  When research reveals that Stock Fund gains or losses will equal or exceed $50,000 between the effective date (in the NIR) of the immediate price change and the normal effective date to be established in the Technical Subsystem and the Total Item Record (TIR), a Q change may be made.  However, for all upward changes, approval from DLA-CS must first be obtained and each major organizational entity (MOE) using the item must receive two weeks advance notification of the NIR effective date.  The Pricing Analyst will initiate a DIC YSA R action to input the Q change.  These changes usually evolve from computer recommended interim price changes.  

    (6) Customer Inquiry K Type Price Change - The computer does not recommend K changes.  Use of K changes is normally confined to price changes resulting from customer inquiries and, therefore, are predominantly downward.  However, a feature of K changes is that there is no time restriction between date of last change and the effective date of the current recommended price change.  The Pricing Analyst may observe high unit price differences on computer recommended E or N and not want them held in suspense.  He/she then initiates a DIC YSA R action to input a K change.  

  b.  The F-6-3 printouts received during the Weekly Review cycle are automatic computer generations.  The procedures that follow below relate to those automatically generated by the computer and are directly related to input documents other than DIC YSK interrogations.  Processing procedures for DIC YSK interrogation responses (F-6-7) are contained in appendix E-6-10.  All automatic computer generated F-6-3s will have a MESSAGE printed in the upper left portion of the page which 

gives the reason for the printout.  F-6-7 Reports which are manually requested carry a unique message which the analyst annotated on the DIC YSK transaction.  The processing action to be taken for each message on the F-6-3 is as follows:  

    (1) Each time a procurement is processed against an NSN coded with a Special Handling Code (SHC) S:  

      (a) Message:  PROCUREMENT AGAINST SHC S ITEM.  

      (b) The analyst will review the purchase record for possible price change.  If a change is in order, he/she will initiate a DIC YSA with X Analyst Action Code and the appropriate type price change.  If no price change is required, no further action is required.  

    (2) Each time a procurement with no indicated Other Cost Code is processed against an NSN with an Other Code and Other Cost per unit in master record:  

      (a) Message:  NO OTHER COST IN OBLIGATION.  

      (b) The analyst will research the hard copy contractual document to determine the cause of the coding:  

        1.  Perform such research as is necessary to determine whether other cost charges should normally be experienced in purchasing this item.  If so, advise the Procurement Officer or appropriate coding of DIC YP_ transaction input.  

        2.  If no other cost per unit is appropriate, delete other cost code from Standard Pricing Master Record by preparing DIC YSD on DLA Form 806 with zeros in other cost fields.  Also prepare DIC YSA to revise computer recommended price, if appropriate.  

    (3) Each time a procurement with an Other Cost Code is processed against an NSN with no Other Cost Code Per Unit in Master Record:  

      (a) Message:  NO OTHER COST IN MASTER.  

      (b) The analyst will perform the same research as performed in subparagraph 2a(2)(b) above.  Corresponding action to be taken will be dependent upon findings.  

      (c) If other cost per unit amount is applicable, the analyst will perform such research as is necessary to locate the contract with the other cost amount.  

NOTE:  The pricing analyst is responsible for computing and maintaining the other cost per unit in the Standard Pricing Master.  The other cost per unit computation will include the approved DSC surcharge.  

    (4) Each time a contract with Other Cost Code (other than N or blank) is processed against an NSN with a different Other Cost Code (other than N or blank) in Master Record:  

      (a) Message:  UNMATCHED OTHER COST CODE.  

      (b) The analyst will research the contractual document to determine if the OCC in Master Record should be coded differently and, if so, prepare a DIC YSD to revise the Other Cost Code.  

    (5) Each time that a price change recommendation for a stocked item is based upon a direct shipment procurement, because there were no stock replenishment buys recorded within past six months:  

      (a) Message:  DIRECT DELIVERY ON STOCKED ITEM.  

      (b) The analyst will research contract to verify accuracy of FCC coding and attempt to determine why no items were procured for stock.  If unsuccessful, analyst should contact the inventory manager to find cause of continuous direct delivery shipments.  In some instances there may be a stock replenishment Procurement Record (PR) in process and the IM will ask that the current recommended price be deleted pending completed processing of the stock replenishment PR.  In other instances, the item could be in the process of a Supply Status Code change and it may be desirable to leave the recommended standard price in suspense.  

    (6) Each time that a procurement transaction with an FCC of A, C or D processed against a current or future SSC 2, 3 or 9 item:  

      (a) Message:  FCC INCOMPATIBLE WITH SSC.  

      (b) The analyst will check Header Record to see if there is a pending SSC change.  The future SSC is used in lieu of the current SSC when it is present.  If not, the analyst should research the contract file to determine if the FCC was correctly identified for input into the Financial System.  If coding was correct, the procurement was probably a minimum buy.  The Item Manager (IM) should be contacted to verify balance of items being shipped to storage location.  It may be desirable for the IM to initiate an SSC change.  If the applicable SSC is 2 the analyst should initiate a DIC YSA Q type price change using analyst action code of X.  

    (7) Each time that a procurement transaction is processed with the second position of the FCC an E and the current or future SSC in the Header Record is neither 3 nor 9:

      (a) Message:  FCC INCOMPATIBLE WITH SSC.  

      (b) The analyst will first check the Header Record to see if there is a pending SSC change.  The future SSC is used by the system in lieu of the current SSC when it is present.  The analyst should also research the contract document.  The PR should reflect the FCC for the DIC YSZ transaction as it was extracted from the Supply Control File.  It will probably not be necessary to prepare a DIC YSA to initiate a price change.  

NOTE:  A K type interrogation of the NIR File will provide an immediate response and will indicate the SSC currently effective.  

    (8) Each time that procurement transaction is processed with the second position of the FCC an F and the current or future SSC in the Header Record is other than an SSC 2:  

      (a) Message:  FCC INCOMPATIBLE WITH SSC.  

      (b) The analyst will perform the same research and review as taken in subparagraph (7) above.  If the NSN is currently an SSC 2 or a future SSC of 2 is recorded, the analyst should initiate a request to the Plans and Management office to correct the incompatibility of the SSC in the Standard Pricing Master File.  No price review should be made.  

    (9) Each time that a procurement transaction with Funding Information Code (FIC) of E, G, or H does not match a contractural document number on record:  

      (a) Message:  DIC YSZ (OR DIC YSE, AS APPLICABLE) TRANSACTION NOT PROCESSED.  

      (b) Analyst will cross-reference the NSN to the F-6-12 to determine if the transaction may have been one that had been deleted from the Purchase Trailer Record.  Review of the contract file may be necessary.  If transaction was correct, initiate a price change if necessary.  Otherwise, no further action should be taken.  If research reveals that the transaction was processed against the wrong NSN, the analyst will initiate an IOM to Procurement to take correction action.  

   (10) Each time that a procurement transaction is processed and the unit of issue of the transaction does not match the current unit of issue in the Header Record of the Master File:  

      (a) Message:  DIC YSZ (OR DIC YSE, AS APPLICABLE) TRANSACTION NOT PROCESSED.

      (b) Analyst will review Header Record data to see if a new unit of issue is pending.  If it is and it matches that on the procurement transaction (NSN cross-reference to F-6-12), the effective date of the new unit of issue should be checked.  If the change is effective within a few days, the reinput of the transaction should be deferred until subsequent to effective date.  Otherwise, action should be initiated to request Procurement to take corrective action and reinput transaction.  

   (11) Each time that a DIC ZRY transaction establishes a new NSN with a standard price greater than $1,000:  

      (a) Messages:  VERY HIGH PRICE.  

      (b) The analyst may desire to perform research in attempting to verify the high price.  Sources which can be checked are the Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) CMDF, or commercial catalogs in Procurement.  The analyst can also contact the responsible technician in Technical Operations to obtain a ballpark estimate based on available specification or drawings.  The analyst should initiate a price change if warranted.  

   (12) Each time that a DIC ZRY with a future effective date, a CAC of CC and a price change which does not match the CURRSTPR, INCATSTPR or the RECSTPR, in the Master, the DIC ZRY price is posted to the INCATSTPR field in Master:  

      (a) Message:  QUESTIONABLE PRICE CHANGE.  

      (b) The analyst will attempt to determine whether some other management data change has been processed wherein an erroneous input may have occurred.  The analyst should review the Purchase Trailer Record and verify the validity of the recommended price if for some reason the YAT did not get processed through the Technical Subsystem.  

   (13) Each time that a price review results in a recommended price change decrease on a generic SSC 5 item:  

     (a) Message:  PRICE DECREASE ON GENERIC ITEM.  

     (b) Analyst will review each specific item price to ascertain whether or not their prices will not be greater than the generic item's price.  If any of the specific prices will be greater than the recommended price of the generic, the analyst will revise the computer recommended price so that it is equal to the highest specific price.  

   (14) Each time that a price review results in a recommended price change increase on a specific (member of SSC 5 head of family) item:  

      (a) Message:  PRICE INCREASE RECOMMENDED FOR SPECIFIC ITEM.  

      (b) Analyst will review the generic item to ascertain that it will not be less than the recommended price change increase of the specific item.  If it is higher, the analyst will revise the price of the generic item to equal that of the specific item's recommended price change.  

   (15) Each time a DIC YSZ transaction is processed against a nonrepresent​ative buy during the 45-day price review method:  

      (a) Message:  NO REPRESENTATIVE BUY UNDER SIX MONTHS OLD.  

      (b) Verify the validity of price review and if in disagreement, process a DIC YSA to revise the price.  

   (16) When a manual, normal price change is processed for an item with a pending unit of issue, the warning message Pending Unit of Issue (U/I) Change is printed.  The manual change is accepted.  The Price Analyst should be aware that on the date the new unit of issue takes effect, the Recommended Price is converted to the new unit of issue basis.  Therefore, manual, normal price changes should be based upon the unit of issue shown as current in the Standard Pricing Master File at the time the DIC YSA is input.

   (17) When a item becomes POPS and there have not been any buys in the last six months, and there is no current vendor unit price on distribution's Electronic Procurement Control File (EPCF):

      (a) Message:  NEW POPS NSN, VENDOR PRICE NOT AVAILABLE, NO PRICE RELEASED.

      (b) Pricing Analyst should contact the directorate of supply.  Every new POPS item on the EPCF should have a current vendor unit price.

   (18) When an item is no longer POPS, it will be price reviewed according to the established criteria for that SSC.  If there were not any buys in the applicable price review period, the following message will appear:

      (a) Message:  NO LONGER POPS, NO ELIGIBLE BUYS, PRICE NOT RELEASED.

      (b) A recommended price should be manually computed and released to Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) as an interim price change.

   (19) When an NSN is no longer POPS and is coded as SSC 2, the following message will appear:

      (a) Message:  NSN NO LONGER POPS, SSC 2, UNABLE TO COMPUTE PRICE.

      (b) This message is for informational purposes.  Assuming the SSC is correct, no further action is required.

   (20) If an item becomes POPS and there were not any buys in the last six  months, and the NSN is not on distribution's Electronic Procurement Control File (EPCF), or the EPCF is not yet available at your center the following message will appear:

      (a) Message:  NEW POPS NSN, EPCF NOT AVAILABLE, NO PRICE RELEASED.

      (b) A new recommended price must be manually established and released to Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) as an interim price change.

APPENDIX E-6-5

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING STANDARD PRICING SCHEDULED REVIEW LISTINGS

1.  GENERAL 

  As explained in appendix E-6-1, Scheduled Review of an FSC can be accomplished during any weekly Review cycle.  The Scheduled Review includes C, N and P types of changes and considers all types of mechanized review.  The major difference between the Weekly and Scheduled Reviews is that the Scheduled Review considers each NSN that has had a procurement within the past six months, whereas the Weekly Review considers only those NSNs that have had a procurement action subsequent to the last review cycle.  The need for the Scheduled Review is based upon changed or updated demand or SSC data which are used in the price review formula.  Those price changes which are approved are placed in suspense.  

2.  INPUT-OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  The input-output documents applicable to the Scheduled Review are identical with those of the Weekly Review described in appendix E-6-4 and those described in appendix E-6-2.  

3.  LIMITATIONS 

  Because the Scheduled Review can produce voluminous output and can cause manual price recommendations to be overlaid with a computer recommended price, it is cautioned that it be used only for special projects.  

APPENDIX E-6-6

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING STANDARD PRICING VIOLATIONS/EXCEPTIONS

1.  GENERAL 

  a.  The Standard Pricing Activity is responsible for processing and/or contributing to the processing of many and varied types of violations from many different sources.  This appendix  will be restricted to those violations/exceptions generated during the Standard Pricing Edit/

Validation and processing cycles and those generated by the Requirements Subsystem when validating Standard Pricing Management Policy Table 006.  Internal Management Controls (IMC) transaction violations are covered in appendix E-6-7, and errors generated by the Technical Subsystem when a price or unit of issue discrepancy are encountered are explained in appendix E-6-8.

  b.  A violation control desk to receive, distribute and manage Financial Subsystem Violations will be established within the Office of the Comptroller.  All Standard Pricing Violation Listings will be received from the Violation Control Desk and all annotated listings, as well as all DIC ZLR correction or deletion work sheets, will be forwarded to the control desk for input to SAMMS Teleprocessing (SAMMSTEL).  

  c.  All Standard Pricing Violations with the exception of selected Management Policy Table violations will be printed as controlled violations under Option 1, DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 49.  Under Option 1, no violation reason codes will be used.  The transaction will be suspended and a controlled violation listing printed when the first error is encountered.  For that reason it is incumbent upon the Pricing Analyst to review and correct, as applicable, each data element within the violating transaction; otherwise, the same transaction could violate under a different violation number when the DIC ZLR correction transaction is processed.  

  d.  Controlled violation procedures under Option 1 provide for two methods of preparing violation correction or deletion input:  

    (1) Annotating Violation Listing.  Controlled violations are identified on the F-122 listing.  The F-122 listing contains a partially preprinted line containing  DIC ZLR, the  analyst ORC, the  violation  control number, for handwriting the application reentry code (i.e., AR to correct, D to delete, or ER to release without change of data element), pointer, and the identification of the first and last positions of the erroneous data field.  The corrective data may be handwritten on the listing immediately following the preprinted data.  If additional errors are discovered, the listing may be further annotated with an additional pointer, beginning and ending positions, or erroneous data field with the correct data immediately thereafter.  If more errors are found, they may also be included, provided that the correction data does not exceed 62 field positions.  When the corrective data requires more than 62 spaces, the violation should be deleted and a totally new transaction input. 

    (2) Preparing DLA Form 844.  In lieu of the listing annotation method, the corrective data may be prepared on DLA Form 844.  This method requires more handwriting and is, therefore, subject to more errors, but it facilitates the keypunching effort in that it should be easier to read.  Multiple corrections are made the same way as the listing annotation method.  See DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix E-066 P, for preparation instructions.

  e.  While no special procedures for reinputting uncontrolled viola-tions are required since no suspense record was established, it is equally important that they be promptly researched and corrected.  Since the Standard Pricing Application cannot function without the key Policy Tables, new transactions should be input on the next Requirements Subsystem daily cycle.  

  f.  In addition to the controlled and uncontrolled edit/validation violations described above, the Standard Pricing Application identifies problems or irregularities encountered during the actual processing cycle.  These error conditions, which output on the F-6-12 listing, may involve transactions that have passed the edit/validation criteria or they may identify duplicate transactions, missing transactions, file incompatibilities, etc.  Many of the exceptions require cross-reference to the NSNs output on an F-6-7 listing.  Typical examples of transactions that passed initial edits are as follows:  

    (1) An NSN may have passed validation if the field was numerically filled.  The computer had no way of knowing whether the digits were transposed in preparation or keyed, but the erroneous NSN would have found no matching NSN in the Standard Pricing Master File.  Such transactions are printed on the F-6-12 uncontrolled exceptions.  

    (2) A unit of issue will pass edit criteria if the two character field is alpha filled, but if the Standard Pricing Master reflected a unit of issue of EA for the NSN and the transaction contained PR, the new transaction will be printed on the F-6-12 listing for research purposes.  Research related to the exception condition will be initiated by the Standard Pricing Activity, but may be referred to the initiating activity when research establishes the source of cause of error to be within that activity.  

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS 

  Input transactions that may violate/except and thereby require corrective action are as follows:  

  a.  Standard Pricing Manual Transactions - DICs YSA, YSD, YSE, YSH, and YSK.  These transactions are applicable to the establishment, revision, or deletion of Standard Pricing changes, the updating of the Standard Pricing Master File, and the interrogation of the Standard Pricing Master and/or Transaction History File.  

  b.  DICs ZR3 and ZSF Transactions.  These transaction are received through supply control channels for the purposes of updating Annual Demand Quantities, Demand Value Codes, and Item Manager Output Routing Codes (ORC).  

  c.  DIC ZRY transactions received from the Technical Subsystem.  These transactions are used to:  

    (1) Establish or delete items from the Standard Pricing Master.  

    (2) Update Cataloging Management data elements maintained in the Standard Pricing Master.  

    (3) Establish the catalog effective dates for Standard Price changes that have been released to the Technical Subsystem.  

    (4) Assign Special Handing Codes as specified for specific supply status codes.  

  d.  Financial Transaction:  

    DIC YSZ obligation transactions used in the Standard Pricing review computation and stored for future reference and interrogation.  

  e.  Requirements Transactions (DIC ZTA) used to establish and maintain Standard Pricing Management Policy Tables within the Requirements Subsystem.  

  f.  Violation Reentry Transactions (DIC ZLR) used to correct or delete violations identified under Option 1 procedures.  

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  The following output products may be received under the Standard Pricing Violation Program:  

  a.  F-122 - Controlled  Violation  Listing - This listing identifies any transaction which failed to meet the Standard Pricing edit/

validation criteria.  The listing contains a preprinted 80 field positions image, the violation control number, the analyst ORC and the processing date.  The entire transaction, with the exception of the  erroneous  field is  printed on the first line immediately following the transaction image.  The erroneous field is printed on the second line of the transaction printout.  A partially preprinted reentry line containing the ORC, the violation control number, DIC ZLR, pointer and the beginning and ending positions of the erroneous field are provided on the third line of the violation listing.  The correct information as well as the reentry code (AR to overlay and correct, D to delete, or ER to release violation without change in data element) may be annotated on the listing or an entirely new DIC ZLR transaction may be prepared on DLA Form 844.  

  b.  F-120 - Violation Followup - This listing is prepared when the violation identified on the F-122 listing has not been corrected or deleted within seven days.  The content of the F-120 listing is the same as the F-122 listing.  

  c.  F-118 - Violation Followup Summary Listing - This listing is prepared daily to apprise management of the number and status of violations processed.  

  d.  F-119 - Violation Reentry Reject Listing - This listing is provided when a violation reentry transaction fails to meet violation criteria.  

  e.  F-117 - Uncontrolled Violation Listing - This listing is prepared when selected violations occur during the edit/validation process for Management Policy Tables.  The error conditions and applicable Violation Reason Codes (VRCs) are as follows:  

    (1) VRC DG - Table Number Invalid.  

    (2) VRC K2 - Action Code GK add, with record on file.  

    (3) VRC PU - Action Code GL delete or GM replace, with no existing 

record on file.  

  f.  F-6-12 - Standard Pricing Exception Listing - This listing identifies each transaction, regardless of the source, which failed to process on any one of the Standard Pricing processing cycles.  Each exception listed will be identified by the applicable exception message.  

  g.  CPP - Chronological Processing Pot - This listing identifies mechanical transactions which failed to process in the Standard Pricing Master File.  It also identifies other systems incompatibilities which should be research by ODS and OPM.  

4.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES 

  a.  To facilitate violation processing, all transcript worksheets should be dated and retained by the Standard Pricing Activity until the processing has been accomplished and it is known that the transaction processed is without a violation.  

  b.  Every effort will be made to process controlled violations within the seven day time limitation.  

  c.  Procedures applicable to the individual output products are as follows:  

    (1) Controlled Violation Listing, F-122.  The Standard Pricing Activity will:  

      (a) Receive violation listings from Comptroller Violation Control Desk.  

      (b) Refer to original EAM coding worksheets for correct data.  

      (c) If EAM coding worksheet is also in error, refer to applicable B series appendix or source data, as applicable.  

      (d) Review and verify all data elements in violating transaction.  

      (e) Initiate corrective action as follows:  

        1.  If straight delete action is applicable, annotate listing with D reentry code.  

        2.  If corrective action is required and that action does not exceed 62 spaces, annotate listing or prepare DLA Form 844, as desired.  

        3. If corrective data exceeds 62 spaces, annotate listing D reentry code and prepare completely new input transaction.  

      (f) Forward annotated listing or DLA Form 844 to Violation Control Desk for keying and processing.  

      (g) When new transaction is required, forward it to keypunch through routine channels.  

    (2) F-120 - Violation Followup Listing - If and when received, Violation Followup Listings will be processed in the same manner as the original listings.  

    (3) F-119 - Violation Reentry Reject Listing - This listing is received only when a violation correction transaction rejects.  The listing will contain a Reason Code to identify the cause of rejection.  

      (a) Reason Code 1 - No Record.  This rejection has been previously corrected or the violation control number of the transaction was erroneous.  

        1.  When research confirms that the violation has been corrected and the suspense cleared, the listing should be annotated with a D to delete the violation rejection.  

        2.  When research reveals an erroneous control number, analyst will annotate listing with correct number or prepare new DIC ZLR transaction and forward to Control Desk for release to ODS.  This action will automatically correct original violation.  

      (b) Reason Code 2 - Invalid Reentry Code.  When this condition occurs, analyst will annotate listing with correct code or prepare new DIC ZLR transaction on DLA Form 844 and forward for processing.  Correction of the validation reject will automatically correct the original violation and clear the suspense.  

    (4) F-118 - Violation and Followup Summary Listing - This listing will not be distributed to Standard Pricing personnel; it is provided as a tool for management to evaluate the quality of input, the number of violations and the number of violation followup actions generated.  

    (5) F-117 - Uncontrolled Violation Listing - This listing is received by the Standard Pricing Activity when any one of the three possible violations occur against Requirements Subsystem Management Tables 006.  Since the Management Policy Table is vital to the Standard Pricing Process, it is imperative that these violations be researched and corrected immediately.  No suspense record has been established.  When reinput is appropriate, a new transaction will be prepared.  

      (a) DG - Table Number Invalid - The Pricing Activity will refer to the applicable DLA Form 814 to determine whether the transaction was incorrectly prepared on the worksheet or keyed incorrectly.  

        1.  If error occurred in keying, resubmit DLA Form 814 for keying and release to ODS.  

        2.  If error was made in the preparation of DLA Form 814, prepare new worksheet and forward to keying for action and release to ODS.  

      (b) K2 - Action Code GK (Add) with Record on File.  The Pricing Activity will research to determine whether the desired transaction was duplicated or whether the action code should have been GM (revise).  

        1.  If worksheet cannot be found and time permits, an interrogation of the table should be prepared in accordance with the applicable B-6 appendix. 

        2.  If the interrogation reveals that the violating transaction was a duplicate, no further action is required.  

        3.  If the interrogation reveals an obsolete record on file, a new transaction using Action Code GM (revise) should be prepared.  

NOTE:  Table 006, Standard Pricing Computation Method Table may not be deleted.  

    (6) F-6-12 - Standard Pricing Exception Listing -  This listing contains a printout of each transaction; regardless of source, that fails to process during any processing cycle.  Also included on the listing is the applicable exception message which identifies the problem.  Procedures applying to each exception message are as follows:  

      (a) Exception Message - Illegal DIC YSH.  Two or more DIC YSH transactions are received on a single cycle.  The computer will process only one DIC YSH transaction per cycle.  The Standard Pricing Activity will reinput the violating transaction on the next week's cycle if need is still valid.  

      (b) Exception Message - Unmatched NSN.  The NSN is an incoming manually prepared transaction does not match an NSN in the Standard Pricing Master Record.  When the transaction is in error, return it to the initiating activity for correction.  Another check could be with a K interrogation of the NIR.  The pricing analyst should be familiar with the key codes in the NIR.  The key code will indicate whether the item is active and should be in the Standard Pricing Master.  

      (c) Exception Message - Unmatched U/I.  The unit of issue reflected in the DIC YSE transaction does not match the unit of issue in the Standard Pricing Master.  Analyst should check for new unit of issue in the Header Record of the Standard Pricing Master.  An alternate check could be an interrogation (DIC LTI) of the TIR, Segments H and Z.  When the DIC YSE transaction is not correct, the analyst will correct it.  

      (d) Exception Message - Unmatched Obligation Document Number.  The obligation document number in the YSE and YSZ transaction does not match the document number of any purchase trailer in the Standard Pricing Master.  Determine the source of error.  Research will include an analysis of the F-6-3, Standard Pricing Master record review; the F-6-8, Transaction History File; and, in some instances, the hard copy of the contract.   Research should include a match of the Funding Information Code in the F-6-8 when the transaction is a contract modification.  When the Funding Information Code (FIC) is in error, other Accounting and Finance records may be in error.  

        1.  When research reveals that the transaction was correct, but the Master Record has been dropped due to overage (over three years old), or due to too many records in the Purchase Trailer, no corrective action is required.  

        2.  When research reveals that a Purchase Trailer record had been dropped in error or that a DIC YSE transaction was in error, a new and correct transaction will be prepared.  

        3.  When research reveals that the DIC YSE transaction was in error, the analyst will initiate an Inter-Office Memorandum (IOM) to the Procurement Activity to correct the input document.  

      (e) Exception Message - Q change in Suspense.  A DIC YSA transaction with other than a Q Type Price Change code or a DIC YSZ which would otherwise cause a price review or a scheduled review action is received prior to the shifting of a Q price change from suspense (RECSTPR field) to the INCATSTPR field.  This notification is provided for manual review. The Standard Pricing Activity will perform manual review to determine whether the Q price change in suspense is still valid.  

        1.  When the price change in suspense is still valid, no further action is required.  

        2.  When research reveals that the price change in suspense requires revision, a new DIC YSA Q transaction will be processed.  

        3.  When cataloging activities of all customers should be advised in advance of all Q price changes.  On upward changes, at least two weeks advance notice will be given.  

      (f) Exception Message - NO PRICE IN SUSPENSE.  The analyst has input a DIC YSA to revise or delete a price change and the Recommended Price field is blank.  Analyst should review the F-6-2 document, if available, and/or input transaction to determine whether an error has been made in the input transaction or whether the input transaction was processed after the incorrect price change had been released from suspense.  The analyst will reinput a DIC YSA add price change to the Master to correct the error, if warranted.  

      (g) Exception Message - MPT006 Y ENTRY NOT AVAILABLE.  The user has attempted to add a Special Handling Code of Y to a Standard Pricing Header Record using the DIC YSD transaction.  However, the Management Policy Table (MPT) 006, Standard Pricing Surcharge Rate Table, entry for Special Handling Code Y does not exist or does not have a valid surcharge rate on it.  The MPT006 record (DIC ZTA) for Special Handling Code of Y will have a Record Indicator of Y.  (See appendix B-6-3 for instructions pertaining to DIC YSD.)

    (7) Chronological Processing Pot (CPP).  This listing is usually sent only to the Office of Plans and Management and the Office of Data System for joint research and correction because it consists of system errors.  Standard pricing problems could result from system deficiencies in the following program:

APPENDIX E-6-7

PROCESSING NEW ITEM (IMC TRANSACTION) VIOLATIONS

1.  GENERAL 

  Standard prices for all new items are established by the Technical Subsystem during the Item Management Coding (IMC) transaction classification process.  Initial standard  prices are  based upon  the unit prices  shown in IMC transactions.  This computation is explained in detail in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 46.  

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS 

  Input transactions used to correct erroneous data elements within the area of Standard Pricing Activity responsibility are as follows:  

  a.  DIC LCD, LCM or LAM Catalog Action Request (see DLAM 4130.3, Volume I, Part 1, Chapter 3, Section 3), is used to change DSC Management Data.  This transaction is input to the Technical Subsystem.  

  b.  DIC YDC, Item Management Analysis Transaction (see DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapter 39, Part 3, Appendices B-288 and E-288 P) is reinput into the Provisioning cycle to change AAC H, J or L to AAC D or Z.  

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  F-441, Notification to Supply Operations 

  This listing, output to D/SO, provides notification that a computer input document did not process and gives the reason for rejection.  Supply personnel will coordinate with Standard Pricing when the following Violation Reason Code (VRC) is reflected:  

VRC         VIOLATION CONDITION 
XQ          IMC transaction has been received for a new DSC-managed 

            item, but item does not qualify as an SSC 2 and there is no 

            unit price reflected in the transaction.  

4.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES 

  There are two instances whereby the Standard Pricing Activity will be involved with the IMC transaction classification process.  They are as follows:  

  a.  SSC 2 items with no unit price reflected in the IMC transaction will appear on the F-441, Notification to Supply Operations Output to D/SO reflecting Violation Reason Code XQ.  The D/SO will initiate a DIC YC3 transaction and forward it to Standard Pricing for annotation of the unit price in pos. 32-40 (see DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix B-292).

  b.  New provisioning actions for SSC 2 items which are to be changed by the D/SO will be forwarded to the Standard Pricing Activity.  The Pricing Activity will enter the correct standard price in pos. 34-40 of the DIC YDC transaction and then return it to the Directorate of Supply Operations.  Due to a ten day suspense, immediate pricing action is required.
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
