      PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING INPUT-OUTPUT TRANSACTIONS TO DLIS,

               ERROR/ADVICE CODES AND RETURN/ACTION CODES

1.  GENERAL 

  a.  The Technical and Logistics Subsystem is considered the center of SAMMS.  It is also the interface instrument to the Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS).  Price changes may be submitted mechanically or manually into the Technical Subsystem.  Edit/Validation procedures by the Technical Subsystem differ between mechanical and manual inputs, but all reflect Error/Advice Codes identified in DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-2, FLIS-generated transactions, when applicable, reflect Return/Action Codes from the FLIS Procedures Manual (DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 2).  All SAMMS/FLIS reports requiring Center processing are output from the Technical Subsystem.  

    (1) Error/Advice Codes reflect rejects or notifications to the initiator that should be acted upon.  They are reviewed against the original submission to the SAMMS Technical Subsystem.  These codes are identified and briefly defined in Appendix A-2 of DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12.  Processing procedures for each error listing are identified in its designated F-numbered appendix of DLAM 4130.3.  The listings which concern the Standard Pricing Activity are the F-300, Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) (former DLSC) Input Error Listing, and the F-337, Notifications of Unprocessed DIC YAT Transactions.  The F-303, DSC TIR File Maintenance Errors Listing, also contains these Error/Advice Codes but the SAMMS Technical Subsystem is responsible for correction.  The Standard Pricing Activity may interrogate the TIR (DIC LTI input) a week after the F-303 Listing is received to ascertain that the file was updated correctly.  The following codes are applicable to Standard Pricing input (see DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-2 for complete list):

  b.  When processing error listings, it may be necessary or desirable to work closely with the Center's responsible Plans and Management (P&M) procedures people.  For those error codes that are not applicable to Standard Pricing input, this will be necessary.  These people can provide valuable assistance in assuring that all necessary action is taken to correct error conditions and clear suspense records.  System problems/deficiencies can be better identified, documented and corrected.  Supplemental processing instruction for Pricing Specialists can be more clearly defined.  Improvements and refinements to this E appendix can be expedited.  

  c.  This procedure is applicable to error listings related to standard pricing inputs only.  Other management data changes that have relationship to the standard price are the responsibility of other functional areas.  Pricing data may be provided to these organizations either orally or in writing in accordance with local operating procedures.  

    (1) Unit of Issue changes, DIC LCM, are the responsibility of the Supply Operations Directorate (D/SO).  The responsible function within the Directorate will pass the transaction to the Standard Pricing Activity for input of the correct standard price compatible to the new unit of issue.  Error listings resulting from the combined data input transaction will be processed by the Supply Operations function.  

    (2) Acquisition Advice Code changes from L, F, or I to some other code, DIC LCD, are the responsibility of Supply Operations.  Standard prices will be obtained from the Standard Pricing Activity which will annotate the combined data input transaction with the standard price and return it to D/SO personnel who will forward for processing.  Any resulting error listings will also be processed by D/SO.  

    (3) Quantity Unit Pack (QUP), DIC LCM, is the responsibility of the D/TO and the Quantitative Expression Date (QED), DIC LCM, is the responsibility of the D/SO.  Standard price changes which may be required as a result of QUP or QED initial inputs or changes will be obtained by the responsible function from the Standard Pricing Activity which will annotate the transaction with the standard price.  The consolidated input transaction and any resulting error listing will be processed by D/TO or D/SO as appropriate.  

    (4) When a standard price change results in an Error Code VG, the Directorate of Supply Operations will process a DIC LAM transaction to add appropriate data to correct the SAMMS Files.  The DIC LCM transaction will be forwarded to the Standard Pricing Activity for annotation of the standard price and it should be returned to D/SO for processing.  

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  DIC YAT, Standard Price Change Transaction (mechanical), is mechanically generated by the Scheduled Review processing routine and input into the Technical Subsystem.  Most rejects will be limited to system incompatibility types.  

  b.  DIC LCD, Change Data Element, is manually generated by the Pricing Specialist when it is desirable to release a price change to the FLIS System on an exception basis outside standard operating (mechanized) procedures.  Rejects or notifications for corrective action may be varied.  

  c.  DIC LTI, Interrogation Requests, are manually generated by the Pricing Specialist to determine what standard price and effective date are in the TIR Segment H (current) and Segment Z (future) files.  

  d.  DIC YAH, Interrogation Requests, are manually generated by the Pricing Specialist to determine what is in the Supply Management Status File (SMSF) when a mechanically generated price change (DIC YAT) is rejected by the Technical Subsystem.  

  e.  DIC YBA is manually initiated by the Pricing Specialist under the following conditions:  

    (1) To delete a record which is in the Reject Suspense Status.  Reason(s) for deletion is the option of the initiator.  It is not necessary to delete if the rejected DLIS transaction is to be reinput through the system.  

    (2) To interrogate a specific record in the Suspense Master File.  A separate DIC YBA must be input for each Document Control Number (DCN) record desired.  

3.  REPORTS 

  a.  Most reports output from the FLIS processes are sequenced and distributed primarily by ORC.  All ORCs are identified to specific functions or people.  

  b.  All reports are specifically identified in the F appendices of DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 3.  Purpose origin, data organization, initial report distribution and procedures for review and processing are identified in each appendix.  Reports which may be routed to the Standard Pricing function follow; those which are a primary interest are marked by an asterisk:

  c.  There are many reports output from the Technical Subsystem, some of which may be of interest to Standard Pricing inputs such as DIC YATs, LCDs and LTIs (interrogations).  

  d.  Individual Report Information:  

    (1) The F-337 (identical to F-441 format) is comparable to the old H-3-5 CAR Edit and Validation Errors.  Initially DIC YATS are validated in the USLH process of the Supply Management Application.  Rejects are output on the F-337 by sequence of NSN (major) Segment, DIC, and Error/Advice Code.  Major Error/Advice Codes were listed in subparagraph 1a(1) of this appendix.  

    (2) The Closed Loop Application is intended primarily for the control of transactions.  Outputs from this file do not have details on catalog management data elements.  It identifies what documents are in suspense either as valid transactions  (F-308) or the status of rejected transactions (F-323, F-309, F-307, F-302).  Both DIC LCDs and LTIs (interrogation requests) are controlled.

    (3) The F-314 is used by Standard Pricing to know what price changes have been approved in the TIR and notification has been sent back to the Center.  Currently, mechanical transactions are identified by ORC of UHA and a DIC of KNA.  The manually prepared transactions are identified by specifically Center- assigned ORC and the DIC of KNA.  This transaction clears the Suspense File.  At the same time, a DIC KIF is processed to the Center which processes to the Future File of the DSC TIR.  It is also this transaction which is processed by the Supply Management Application (USLH-20) and converted to DIC ZRY, which in turn is used for updating the SAMMS subsystem/applications.  The DIC KIF transaction 

has the imbedded Segment Z data.  This transaction is also forwarded to the Pending Notification File (PNF) for subsequent release to the Requirements and Distribution Subsystem approximately 45-days prior to the effective date.  

    (4) The F-304 will reflect those price changes rejected by the TIR processing DIC KRE with an ORC of UHA (mechanical) or the Pricing Activity's ORC (manual) will be listed on this report together with the reason for reject.  Applicable CMD Return/Action Codes shown on the F-304 are identified in subparagraph 1a(2) of this appendix.  When violations are identified on the F-304 but are not currently identified in this appendix, every effort should be made to determine its meaning and the action required to correct the violation.  Pricing Specialists should notify supervisors who in turn will coordinate with the Center's Plans and Management responsible procedures personnel and the HQ DLA function responsible for standard procedures.  Once FLIS becomes fully operational, there should be very few Standard Pricing transactions appearing on this listing.  On multimanaged items, conflict notification codes are used by DLIS to reflect conflicts between managers for like data.  For example, Code 9D is used to  notify the submitter that the submitted dollar value is in conflict with the unit price recorded by other managers.  A DIC KNI is used for notification to all submitters of CMD for the item.  The data are recorded in the file and no followup action will be taken.  Interrogation Requests (DIC LTI) which are rejected by DLIS are also output on the F-304.  Rejects will be listed on the F-304 under any one of six DICs:  KFE, KFS, KRE, KRU, KTN, or KTS.  

    (5) The F-311 provides a listing of all interrogation/search replies.  The Pricing Specialist manually initiates a DLA Form 1399 to interrogate the DLIS TIR.  Replies will be output under DIC KIR and be listed on F-311 by ORC (Initiator).

    (6) The F-303 and the F-325 should not contain outputs related to Standard Pricing inputs.  However, these products should be checked for possible Comptroller ORCs.

4.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES 

  a.  Control of Transactions:

    (1) Mechanically generated price changes:

      (a) Count the transactions appearing on the F-6-6, Standard Price Changes Released for Publication.

      (b) Balance F-6-6 total to the F-308, Additions to In-Process Suspense, and the F-337, Notifications to Supply Operations (Rejects).  

      (c) Balance the F-308 total to the total number on the F-314, DLIS Approvals - TIR and the total number of the F-304, DLIS File Maintenance Reject Listing.  When totals do not match, it will be necessary to match subtotals by Federal Supply Class and/or Document Control Number to assure all price changes have been processed to and from the DLIS TIR.  

    (2) Manually Generated Price Changes:  

      (a) Manually generated price changes should be very limited.  Controls are similar to those of mechanically generated price changes.  One significant difference is the rejects by the Supply Management Application.  These may appear on any of several different F-3__ Reports.  The key for assuring all violations/rejects are properly returned/processed to the Standard Pricing function is the identity of the transactions to the ORC of Standard Pricing personnel.  

      (b) Count the transactions of manual input.  

      (c) Compare total or by transaction to the data output of the F-308 to isolate the number of documents rejected by the Supply Management Application.  Search all error/reject report listings for missing transactions by ORC and Document Control Number.  

      (d) Balance the F-308 total and/or Document Control Numbers to the F-314, DLIS Approvals and the F-304, DLIS File Maintenance Rejects.  

  b.  Processing Violations/Rejects:  

    (1) Initially it is recommended that when each rejected document has been identified, the suspense record in the Closed Loop should be deleted by the processing of a manually prepared DIC YBA transaction.  Output of these transactions should appear on either the F-302 or the F-306 Reports.  Processing of violations identified on the F-302 consists of reviewing the input data of the DIC YBA transaction.  Are the data being deleted (Code D in DIC CC4, General Purpose Form 366) the same as those which appeared on the F-304 (date, ORC, document number)?  

NOTE:  Transactions appearing on the F-302 do not become suspense records.  

    (2) The Pricing Specialist can now perform the research to determine the reason for violation and make interrogations for supporting data necessary to reinput the corrected manual price change at some later date.  At this writing, some violations/reject codes may not be identified in this appendix.  As each violation code is identified on an F-304 listing, it should be checked against this appendix.  If it is not identified, the violation should be identified to the responsible procedures people of the Center's Plans and Management Office and in turn to the HQ DLA function responsible for updating the standard pricing procedures within DLAM 7000.2.  

    (3) The Centers should document the action taken for correcting each category of violation and forward the composite lists to DLA-CS.  DLA-CS will consolidate and refine processing procedures for each violation and issue necessary updating instructions for the appendix E-6-8.  A standard set of processing procedures will then be utilized by all Pricing Specialists of all the Centers.  

APPENDIX E-6-9

PROCESSING CUSTOMER INQUIRIES AND IMMEDIATE PRICE CHANGES

1.  GENERAL 

  a.  The Standard Pricing Activity receives customer inquiries which may question catalog prices or request explanations and/or adjustments to billing prices.  Such inquiries normally require a complete and comprehensive price review of each NSN in question.  Price reviews include analysis of pricing file interrogations, research of catalog publication prices, and review of contractual documents.  After completing each price review, the Standard Pricing Activity will prepare reply to the customer, advise the Billing Activity to authorize a billing adjustment, if appropriate, and/or initiate a price change, if appropriate.  

  b.  A downward revision of a standard price in advance of formal publication of the price change (i.e., an immediate Q type change) is authorized when the published price is erroneous and failure to make the change would cause a substantial hardship for the customer.  The sales impact for such changes, at the very minimum, must exceed $25,000.  To effect an immediate price change, it is necessary for the Standard Pricing Activity to input a DIC YSA with a Q in pos. 32.  The DIC YSA transaction will be input to the next standard pricing cycle which will create an exact duplicate to be forwarded to the Requirements Subsystem for immediate change to the Supply Control File price.  The Requirements Subsystem then creates a DIC ZQP transaction which is forwarded to the Distribution Subsystem for updating the National Inventory Record (NIR) price.  The NIR price change becomes effective for billing purposes in the first day of the following month.  The DIC YSA with Q in pos. 32 establishes controls in the Standard Pricing Application to assure that the Q change is not overridden prior to release to the Technical Subsystem by any changes other than another Q change.  Technical Subsystem processing requires 45 to 75 days in the Defense Integrated Data System.  

  c.  Procedures related to the processing of immediate upward changes are identical with those for processing immediate downward changes.  Immediate upward changes are subject to the following rules which are not required for the downward changes:  

    (1) An advance TWX message to all affected Military Services (Cataloging Activity for all coded users) must be sent at least two weeks prior to the NIR effective date.  

    (2) Failure to make the change would create a Defense Stock Fund loss of at least $50,000 during the time period between date of review and the catalog effective date (approximately 75-days).  DLA-CS approval must be obtained in all cases.  

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS 

  The following documents are used in conjunction with the processing of customer inquiries and immediate price changes:  

  a.  Correspondence or telephone request from customers.  

  b.  DIC FAE, Customer Request for Billing Adjustment/Allowance Transaction (DLAM 7000.1, Chapter 2) is received and processed by the Billing Activity in accordance with MILSTRIP procedures.  The Standard Pricing Activity provides the Billing Activity with information with which to reply to such requests when the validity of a billing price is questioned.  

  c.  DIC YSA/DLA Form 805, Addition, Revision or Deletion of Standard Price Change (appendix B-6-1).  When prepared with a Q in pos. 40, the DIC YSA transaction will effect an immediate change to the Supply Control File record.  It will also cause the initiation of a DIC ZQP (Acquisition Cost Change) to the NIR and a 45-75 day change to the Technical Subsystem and the Standard Pricing Master File.  

  d.  DIC YSE/DLA Form 807, Addition, Revision or Deletion to Standard Pricing Purchase Record (appendix B-6-4) is used to add or correct data to the Standard Pricing Purchase Trailer Record.  It is also used to label certain purchase trailer records as nonrepresentative for standard pricing purposes.  

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  DIC FAR, Reply to Customer Request for Billing Adjustment/

Allowance (DLAM 7000.1, Chapter 2) is prepared by the Billing Activity in accordance with MILSTRIP procedures to answer DIC FAE Customer Inquiries pertaining to billings.

  b.  Standard Pricing Interrogation Response, F-6-7 Listing, is the printout of Standard Pricing Master File produced in response to a DIC YSK input.  This printout is produced during all Financial cycles as well as in conjunction with Standard Pricing Weekly and Scheduled Reviews.  

4.  PROCESSING CUSTOMER INQUIRIES 

  Upon receipt of a customer inquiry requesting verification of a Catalog price, the Standard Pricing Activity will:  

  a.  Interrogate the Standard Pricing Master File for the NSN by preparing a Standard Pricing Interrogation by NSN (appendix B-6-7) in the DIC YSK format and forward to the Office of Data Systems for input to the computer.  

  b.  When the F-6-7, Standard Pricing Interrogation Response reveals that the customer is not citing the latest DLA Catalog price, advise the Customer of the correct price, citing the approximate date of release to the Defense Integrated Data Systems by the SAMMS Technical Subsystem and the effective date of the price change.  No further research is required.  

  c.  When the customer is citing the latest DLA catalog price and that price is based on representative procurement experience, advise the customer that the price is correct and based on latest representative procurement costs.  No further research is required.  

  d.  When the customer and DLA catalog prices are in agreement, but research reveals that the price was based on erratic procurement data, obtain and review the applicable contractual documents.  

    (1) If the review of contractual documents reveals that the computation is correct and the buys are representative, advise the customer that the price is correct.  

    (2) If the review of contractual documents reveals an erroneous computation or nonrepresentative procurement(s), take the following action(s), as appropriate:

      (a) Manually recompute the price using only representative procurement data.

      (b) Prepare a DIC YSA transaction with a K or Q type of change code in pos. 40, as appropriate.  

      (c) Follow the procedures described in paragraph 6 below if it is determined that the required change meets the criteria for an immediate Q type change.

      (d) Prepare a DIC YSE transaction for each purchase trailer record which is a nonrepresentative buy for standard pricing purposes.  

      (e) Have the transactions prepared in DIC YSA/YSE formats respectively and forward to the Office of Data Systems for input to the computer.  

      (f) Advise the customer of action taken and the effective date of the price change.  

  e.  When the DLA standard price is found to be erroneous and the customer inquiry indicates that a billing adjustment is involved, advise the customer that any request for billing adjustment should be handled in accordance with procedures (DIC FAE Advice Code 012) provided under MILSTRIP.  Submit a copy of the advice sent to the customer to the Billing Activity to preclude duplicate research and avoid unnecessary delay when the DIC FAE transaction is subsequently received from the customer.  

5.  PROCESSING REQUESTS FOR BILLING ADJUSTMENTS 

  Customer Request(s) for Billing Adjustment/Allowances, DIC FAE transaction citing Advice Code 012 (indicating an overcharge due to an error in the unit price or extended price) will be referred to the Standard Pricing Activity by the Billing Activity.  Upon receipt of a request for price verification from the Billing Activity, the Standard Pricing Activity will:  

  a.  Perform such research as is necessary to determine the correct standard price of the item on the date of the billing in question.  

  b.  Advise the Billing Activity of the correct price, citing the effective date of the last price change.  The Billing Activity will use this information for preparing a Reply to Customer Request for Billing Adjustment/Allowance, DIC FAR transaction, approving or rejecting the customer request.  

6.  PROCESSING IMMEDIATE DOWNWARD PRICE CHANGES 

  Upon determination that an immediate Q type downward price change is necessary, the Standard Pricing Activity will:  

  a.  Prepare a DIC YSA transaction with a Q in pos. 40.  

  b.  Forward the transaction to Office of Data Systems for processing and release to the Technical Subsystem.  

    (1) The price change will become effective in the NIR (for billing purposes) on the first day of the following month.  

    (2) The catalog price will become effective either 30 or 60 days after the NIR price becomes effective, depending on when it is processed by Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS).  

7.  PROCESSING IMMEDIATE UPWARD PRICE CHANGES 

  Upon determination that an immediate Q type upward price change is necessary, the Standard Pricing Activity will:  

  a.  Prepare and submit a TWX message to the Cataloging Activity for notification of the price change to all recorded users of the NSN.  Use the same addresses as those used in Pre-FLIS Catalog Management Data Notifications.  The message must reach the addressees at least two weeks prior to the NIR effective date of the change which will be the first day of the month following receipt of the message by the customer.  

  b.  Follow the same procedures for processing an upward change as were described in subparagraphs 6a and b above, for processing an immediate downward price change.  

APPENDIX E-6-10

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING INTERROGATIONS AND

AUTOMATIC PRINTOUTS

1.  GENERAL 

  The Standard Pricing Application is designed to provide automatic printouts for routine requirements and selected special type requirements.  In addition to the automatic printouts, the system is programmed to provide various types of information by means of manual interrogation.  Special characteristics of the interrogation and automatic printouts are explained herein.  

  a.  INTERROGATION AUTHORITY.  

    Interrogation of the Standard Pricing records may be requested by any activity.  Such requests will be approved, processed, and distributed by the Pricing Activity.  

  b.  INTERROGATION FREQUENCY.  

    The Standard Pricing Application is established on a weekly or biweekly processing frequency.  However, DIC YSK interrogation requests can be processed during any Financial or Standard Pricing Cycle.  

  c.  STANDARD PRICING FILES.  

    (1) STANDARD PRICING MASTER FILE.  This contains a record of all NSNs managed by the DSC.  It consists of two sections:  Header Section and Purchase Trailer Data Section.  It contains suspense data on all manual and computer recommended price changes which have not been released and accepted by FLIS.  It may be interrogated on an individual basis by input of a DIC YSK transaction.  A one position type of transaction code determines date obtained.

    (2) STANDARD PRICING HISTORY FILE.  

      This contains a record of all NSNs which have had transactions during the past two years.  It may be interrogated by input of a DIC YSG.  

  d.  INTERROGATION BY STANDARD PRICING SPECIAL INTERROGATION.  

    (1) Standard Pricing Special Interrogation - DIC YSH provides extensive interrogation capability through the use of codes.  The types of data are as follows:  

      (a) NSNs coded with a selected Special Handling Code (F-6-5).  

      (b) NSNs identified by a selected Demand Value Code (F-6-5).  

      (c) NSNs with Price Reduction Indicator Y (F-6-5).  

      (d) NSNs reflecting Other Cost Code in Header Record (F-6-5).  

      (e) NSNs identified to Procurement Grouping Codes (F-6-5).  

      (f) NSNs coded with specified Special Purpose Codes to identify selected management categories (F-6-5).  

    (2) Only one Standard Pricing Special Interrogation (DIC YSH) transaction can be processed per Standard Pricing Cycle (not processed during Financial Cycle) and only one category of data can be requested per transaction.  

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS 

  a.  DIC YSK - Standard Pricing Interrogation by NSN, which is prepared on DLA Form 811.  

  b.  DSC YSH - Standard Pricing Transaction History Interrogation, which is prepared on DLA Form 810.  

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS 

  Automatic printouts and/or interrogation responses are used in connection with the establishment/review/revision/approval of standard prices, the execution of management studies and reports and the identification of NSNs with selected management categories.  Manual interrogation responses by NSN will be output from any Financial or Standard Pricing Cycle, automatic and special  interrogation responses will be generated during the Standard Pricing Cycle only.  Output products are as follows:  

  a.  STANDARD PRICING REVIEW LISTING, F-6-2.  

    Standard Pricing File Record is printed in two parts (a Header Section and a Purchase Trailer Section) for items with a Recommended Standard Price on the F-6-2 Listing in the following instances:  

    (1) All recommended price changes when the Sales Impact (Increase or Decrease) is equal to or greater than $1,000.  

    (2) All recommended price changes having a 25 or greater percent of change (Increase or Decrease).  

  b.  STANDARD PRICING PURCHASE RECORD INTERROGATION RESPONSE, F-6-3.  

    Automatic Printout.  The Standard Pricing Application will automatically generate a printout of the entire record for an NSN on an F-6-3 listing with the reason for printout identified when any one of the following conditions are identified during a price review cycle:  

    (1) Each time an action is initiated or received against an NSN having a Q type price change in suspense.  

    (2) Each time a procurement is processed against an NSN coded with a Special Handling Code (SHC) S - Message:  PROCUREMENT AGAINST SHC S ITEM.  

    (3) Each time a procurement with an Other Cost Code is made against an NSN and no Other Cost Code or Other Cost Per Unit is in the Standard Pricing Master Record - Message:  NO OTHER COST IN MASTER.  

    (4) Each time a procurement with no indicated Other Cost is processed against an NSN with Other Cost Code and Other Cost Per Unit in Record - Message:  NO OTHER COST IN OBLIGATION.  

    (5) Each time a procurement with an Other Cost Code (other than N or blank) is processed against an NSN with a different Other Cost Code (other than N or blank) - Message:  UNMATCHED OTHER COST CODE.  

    (6) Each time a price change recommendation for a stocked item is based upon a direct ship procurement, because there are no stock replenishment buys recorded within past six months - Message:  DIRECT DELIVERY ON STOCKED ITEM.  

    (7) Each time a procurement transaction with an FCC of A, C or D is processed against an current or future SSC 2, 3, or 9 item - Message:  FCC INCOMPATIBLE WITH SSC. 

    (8) Each time a procurement transaction with Funding Information Code (FIC) E does not match a Contract Document Number on record - Message:  UNMATCHED CONTRACT MODIFICATION.  (The procurement transaction will also appear on the F-6-12.) 

    (9) Each time a procurement transaction is received with an E FCC and the NSN does not have either a current or future SSC of 3 or 9 - Message:  FCC INCOMPATIBLE WITH SSC.  

   (10) Each time a procurement transaction is received with an F FCC and the NSN does not have a current or future SSC of 2 - Message:  FCC INCOMPATIBLE WITH SCC.  

   (11) Each time a DIC ZRY transaction establishes a new NSN with price greater than $1,000.00 - Message:  NEW ITEM - VERY HIGH PRICE.  

   (12) Each time a DIC ZRY with future effective date and CAC CC does not match either the CURRSTPR, INCATSTPR or RECSTDR (the DIC ZRY is still posted to the INCAPSTPR field in Master) - Message:  QUESTIONABLE PRICE CHANGE.  

   (13) Each time an effective date DIC ZRY transaction with CAC CC does not equal the N/UI in Master (the U/I in DIC ZRY is posted to the Master U/I field) - Message:  QUESTIONABLE U/I CHANGE.  

   (14) Each time a price review results in a recommended price change decrease or a generic SSC 5 item - Message:  PRICE DECREASE ON GENERIC ITEM.  (The entire family will be printed on the F-6-3.) 

   (15) Each time a price review results in a recommended price change increase or a specific (member of SSC 5 head of family) item - Message:  PRICE INCREASE RECOMMENDED FOR SPECIFIC ITEM.  (The entire family will be printed on the F-6-3.) 

   (16) Each time a manual, normal price change (DIC YSA) is processed for an item which has a pending unit of issue change the message - Pending U/I Change - will be printed.  The price change is accepted.  When the Unit of Issue change becomes effective, the Recommended Standard Price is converted to the new unit of issue basis.  If the manual price was not computed based upon the unit of issue shown in the Standard Pricing Master File as current (at the time of DIC YSA input) the converted Recommended Standard Price will be erroneous.  The system cannot tell what unit of issue is used by the Price Analyst in a manual price change transaction.  The Price Analyst is responsible for ensuring that manual price changes are based upon the proper unit of issue.

  c.  STANDARD PRICING TRANSACTION HISTORY REPORT, F-6-8.  

    This listing may be obtained by input of a DIC YSG transaction.  The listing will include all transactions for a given NSN unless limited by the DIC YSG input.  If a specific DIC in included on the DIC YSG, the output will contain only the DIC specified.  If a specific obligation document number is included on the DIC YSG, the output will contain only DIC YSZ transactions for the obligation document number specified.  

4.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES 

  Procedures relating to the processing of both automatic record printouts and manual interrogation responses are as follows:  

  a.  AUTOMATIC PRINTOUT, F-6-2, AND SELECTED F-6-5 LISTINGS.  

    These products are generated during the Review cycles.  The purpose of the F-6-2 record printout is to provide pricing analysis with the data necessary to validate recommended changes.  The purpose of the automatic F-6-5 printout is to alert the analyst that an unusual situation requiring manual review and action has occurred.  

NOTE:  Detailed procedures for processing those printouts are explained in appendices E-6-3, E-6-4, and E-6-5.  

  b.  MANUAL INTERROGATION RESPONSES, F-6-7, AND F-6-8.  

    (1) Standard Pricing Purchase Record Interrogation Response, F-6-7:  

      (a) This listing may be obtained by preparing a DIC YSK transaction on DLA Form 811.  The transaction contains Type of Interrogation Code (TIC) in field position 7 which determines data and format of response.  Capabilities are as follows:  

        1.  DIC YSK - H Type.

          a.  FSC, F-NIIN, FS, and M-NIIN coded in DIC YSK.  Prints header record for the individual NSN only - Message:  INTERROGATION RESPONSE (plus analyst's message, if coded in DIC YSK).  

          b.  FSC and M-NIIN coded in DIC YSK.  Prints header record for each NSN in family as well as family head - Message: INTERROGATION RESPONSE (plus analyst's message, if coded in DIC YSK).  

        2.  DIC YSK - P Type.

          a.  FSC, F-NIIN, FS, and M-NIIN coded in DIC YSK.  Prints header record and all purchase trailer records for the individual NSN only - Message:  INTERROGATION RESPONSE (plus analyst's message, if coded in DIC YSK).  

          b.  FSC and N-NIIN coded in DIC YSK.  Prints header record and all purchase trailer records for each NSN in family - Message:  INTERROGATION RESPONSE (plus analyst's message, if coded in DIC YSK).  

        3.  DIC YSK - A Type.

          a.  FSC, F-NIIN, FS, and M-NIIN coded in DIC YSK.  Prints one page of header record and purchase trailers for the individual NSN only - Message:   INTERROGATION RESPONSE (plus analyst's message, if coded in DIC YSK).  

          b.  FSC and M-NIIN coded in DIC YSK.  Prints one page of header record and purchase trailers for each NSN in family - Message:  INTERROGATION RESPONSE (plus analyst's message, if coded in DIC YSK).  

        4.  DIC YSK - S Type.

          FSC and M-NIIN coded in DIC YSK.  Prints summary record of the 0 PGC NSN, including header record and all purchase trailers.  

NOTE:  Message is manually applied in DIC YSK transaction pos. 31-55 and should serve to inform the analyst of reason for request and eliminate research of manual desk records suspended pending receipt of interrogation response.  

      (b) The Standard Pricing Interrogation Response may also be obtained by input of a DIC YSH transaction.  The entire record will be printed when a P Format Code is entered in pos. 7 of the transaction.  When the Header Record only is desired, the DIC YSH transaction must contain an H in pos. 7.  Responses may be obtained for the following categories of items:  

        1.  Items containing manually or mechanically assigned Special Handling Codes (appendix A-6-14).  

        2.  Responses based on Demand Value Code assigned to item (appendix A-6-6).  

        3.  Items reflecting a Y Price Reduction Indicator (appendix A-6-12).

        4.  Items reflecting Other Cost Code (appendix A-6-11).  

        5.  Items assigned a Procurement Grouping Code (appendix A-6-26).  

        6.   Items having Special Purpose Code in Header Record (appendix A-6-15).

    (2) Standard Pricing Transaction History Record, F-6-8.  This listing is obtained by means of a DIC YSG transaction prepared on DLA Form 808.  It will include all transactions processed against a given NSN with the dates coded in the DIC YSG.  Procedures for obtaining this report are as follows:  

      (a) Initiate DLA Form 808.  Enter the desired NSN in field pos. 19-34, leaving no space between the FSC and NIIN.  

      (b) Enter the dates between which transactions against the NSN are desired in field pos. 6-16.  The beginning date should be entered in field pos. 6-10, the ending date should be entered in field pos. 12-16.  

      (c) Enter the AORC in field pos. 74-75.  

      (d) Enter today's date in field pos. 76-80.  

      (e) Forward for processing.  

  c.  SPECIAL PURPOSE CODING.  

    (1) The Standard Pricing Application provides a three character Special Purpose Code (SPC) field for identifying selected categories of management data with a given NSN.  Once these management categories are established in the Pricing Master, interrogation by the assigned code can be made without reference to the NSN.  The SPCs will always be alpha.  Any letter of the alphabet from A to Z may be assigned to any one of the three field positions in the field.  A zero (nonsignificant) will be used in the DIC YSD transaction to delete a SPC.  A zero (nonsignificant) will be used in the DIC YSH interrogation transaction to indicate that a field position(s) is not to be considered in that specific DIC YSH interrogation transaction.  Instructions for establishing, interrogating, revising, and deleting SPCs are as follows:  

    (2) ESTABLISHING SPECIAL PURPOSE CODES (SPCs).

      A Special Purpose Code is established in the Standard Pricing Master by means of DIC YSD transaction (DLA Form 806, pos. 58-60).  When establishing an SPC in any one of the three positions in the field, the other positions of the field will be filled to match the existing SPC Master Record.  If the SPC field is blank, a zero will be used to fill the unused positions in the SPC Master Record.  If the SPC field is blank, a zero will be used to fill the unused positions in the SPC field of DIC YSD.  An example of Special Purpose Coding is as follows:  

      (a) The SPC field is blank.  An SPC of C is to be established in the first position of the SPC field to indicate that the NSN is an FAA item.   The DIC YSD transaction will contain C00 in pos. 58-60.  

      (b) The SPC field for a given NSN contains a C in the first position.  A C is to be established in the second position of SPC field to indicate that the NSN has a high H Demand Value Code (DVC).  The DIC YSD transaction will be prepared with CC0 in pos. 58-60.  

      (c) The SPC field for a given NSN contains a C in each of the first two positions.  A C is to be established in the third position to indicate that the NSN has a standard price of $1,000.00 or greater.  The DIC YSD transaction will be prepared with CCC in pos. 58-60.  

    (3) INTERROGATING BY SPECIAL PURPOSE CODES.  

      Interrogation by Special Purpose Code for items coded with the management categories cited in paragraph 1 above, will be accomplished as follows:  

      (a) Prepare DIC YSH transactions with the desired SPC(s) in pos. 19-21.  If only one code is desired, zero fill the other two positions.  If two codes are desired, zero fill the unused field positions.

    (4) REVISING SPECIAL PURPOSE CODES.  

      When a revision to an SPC is required, the three character SPC field of the DIC YSD transaction will be alpha/zero filled to match the current record with the exception of the code being changed.  The new code(s) will overlay the old code(s).  For example, if the third position code in the SPC field of Record No. 2 (identified in subparagraph (3) above) is to be changed to a D, the DIC YSD transaction will contain CCD in pos. 58-60.  

    (5) DELETING SPECIAL PURPOSE CODES.  

      When a Special Purpose Code is to be deleted, the old code will be deleted by overlaying with a zero.  The entire SPC field of the DIC YSD transaction must be filled to match the existing record for other than the code being deleted.  For example, if the SPC in the third position of SPC field of Master Record No. 2 is to be deleted, the DIC YSD transactions will contain CC0 in pos. 58-60.  If the last of the SPCs for that item is to be deleted, the entire SPC field of the DIC YSD transaction should be zero filled.  

APPENDIX E-6-11

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING PRICE ADJUSTMENTS FOR

SALES PURPOSES

1.  GENERAL 

  DLAM 7000.1 (chapter 7, paragraphs 70305 and 70810) authorizes the sale of selected items at less than full standard price in certain instances because of age, condition, model or long supply.  Responsibility for processing these transactions is divided among Comptroller, Directorate of Supply Operations, and Directorate of Technical Operations personnel.  Price Reduction transactions are recorded in both the Financial and Requirements Subsystem files.  

  a.  DEFINITIONS 

    (1) PRICE REDUCTION FOR SALES PURPOSES.  

      A price reduction for sales purposes may be described as an inventory manager decision to issue an item at less than full standard price because of age, condition, or model.  These are also known as Reduced Price Sales.  No change is made to the standard price of the item.  Rather, the customer is given a discount on his billing.  

    (2) MATCH YOUR PRICE PROGRAM.

      The Match Your Price Program allows the user to lower the sales price of an item to equal the price from another source.  The item must be centrally managed by DLA and the customer has physical evidence that it can be purchased from another source for less than DLA’s standard unit price.  Exception to that criteria is for fire sales, going out of business sales, or items unique in a specific locality.

  b.  RESPONSIBLITIES

    (1) The ITEM MANAGER is responsible for:

      (a) Initiating any price adjustments for sale purposes.

      (b) Negotiating with customer, as applicable.

      (c) Documenting all applicable data associated with the price adjustment action.

      (d) Coordinating price adjustment recommendations with internal Defense Supply Center (DSC) activities, as applicable.

    (2) THE DIRECTORATE OF TECHNICAL OPERATIONS

      The Directorate of Technical Operations is responsible for providing guidance in establishing the proper amount of adjustment to be offered.

    (3) THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY

      The Standard Pricing activity is responsible for:

      (a) Reviewing and approving any price adjustment actions recom-mended by the Item Manager.

      (b) Entering the price adjustment in SAMMS through ICOM Verb SFPR based upon coordinated documentation provided by the Item Manager.  Refer to appendix E-5-11 for online input of price adjustments using verb SFPR.

      (c) Maintaining desk records applicable to each price adjustment action.

  c.  TYPES OF ADJUSTED PRICE SALES

    There are four types of price adjustments for sales purposes.  Each type may be for the Match Your Price Program.  Match Your Price program and non-Match your Price program adjustments will be processed the same way but reported separately for analysis.  The user may either adjust the price by a percentage or the user may enter an exact unit price to be charged.  The four different types of price adjustments are stored on the Billing Price Reassignment Control File.  The actual price adjustment is computed at time of billing.  Paragraph 6 below describes how price adjustments are computed at time of billing.
    (1) NSN PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

      NSN Price Adjustments adjust prices for all customers of the NSN for a specified or open timeframe across the board.  NSN Price Adjustments are entered for Condition Codes A, B, and/or C.  

    (2) NSN/BILLED ADDRESS PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

      NSN/Billed Address Price Adjustments adjust prices for particular customer of the NSN (based on the Billed-To Address Code) for a specified or open timeframe.  NSN/Billed Address Price Adjustments are entered for Condition Codes A, B, and/or C.  

    (3) NSN/REQUISITIONER ADDRESS PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

      NSN/Requisitioner Address Price Adjustments adjust prices for a particular customer of the NSN (based on the Requisitioner Address Code, first six positions of the Document Number) for a specified or open timeframe.  NSN/Requisitioner Address Price Adjustments are entered for Condition Codes A, B, and/or C.  

    (4) DOCUMENT NUMBER PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

      Document Number Price Adjustments adjust prices for a particular sales transaction based on only the requisition number for a specified or open timeframe.  Condition Codes will not apply to Document Number Price Adjustments.

    (5) PERCENT FACTOR ADJUSTMENTS

      If the percentage factor is used, and the percent factor is less than 100.00 percent, a price reduction will be computed.  If the percent factor is greater than 100.00 percent, a price increase will be computed.  For example: a factor of 10.00 percent will cause a 10 percent price reduction, a factor of 110.00 percent will cause a 10 percent price increase.  A factor equal to 100.00 percent is not allowed.

    (6) UNIT PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

      If an exact unit price is used, it may be less than, equal to, or greater than the original standard price.

  d.  PRIORITIES OF TYPES OF PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    If more than one price adjustment is applicable for a sales transaction, only one price adjustment is to apply.  The order of preference is that a Document Number Price Reduction is applied if one is currently available in SAMMS.  If there is no Document Number Price Reduction, then a NSN/Billed Address Price Reduction is applied.  If there is no NSN/Billed Address Price Reduction, then a NSN/Requisitioner Address Price Reduction is applied.  If there is no other price adjustment, then an NSN Price Reduction is applied to the sale.  The price adjustments are applied at the time of billing.

2.  INPUT DOCUMENTS

  The ICOM Verb SFPR allows for the addition, change, deletion, or inquiry on current and history price adjustments by type of price adjustments.  ICOM Verb ABIL will also access the Price Adjustment Menu by going through the Standard Automated Billing System Main Menu.  Refer to appendix E-5-11 for ICOM screen layouts and instructions.  

3.  OUTPUT DOCUMENTS

  There are no output transactions generated by the Standard Pricing Application.  The F-5-28 Match Your Price Program Report and F-2-29 Applied Price Adjustments Report are produced during the monthly billing cycle.  The F-5-30 Active Price Adjustments Report is an as required report.  The user must schedule the F-5-30 to be produced.  These reports are to be sent to DLA Headquarters for review of the Match Your Price Program.

4.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES FOR NONMATCH YOUR PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

  a.  NSN PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    (1) THE ITEM MANAGER WILL:

      (a) Prepare a documented recommendation for price adjustment containing the following information:

        1.  Brief description of the item and summary statement of interchangeability, substitutability, and standardization status of the item.

        2.  An explanation of efforts made to move the item at full standard price, as a substitute, etc.

        3.  The inventory status and demand for the item (usually by attaching a Requisition Statue/History File printout).

        4.  Type of sale recommended (offer to all customers, negotiate with specific customer(s), offer as a marginal substitute to specific customers).

        5.  Beginning and closing dates.

        6. Price adjustment recommended - Either adjusted unit price or percent factor and the conditions.

      (b) Accomplish any necessary coordination.

      (c) Upon receipt of Technical Operations approval, forward coordinated recommendations to the Standard Pricing Activity for review, approval, and processing.

    (2) THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Review and, if disapproved, return the recommendation to the Item Manager with a written explanation.

      (b) Review and, if approved, add the price adjustment through ICOM Verb SFPR.

  b.  NSN/BILLED ADDRESS PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    (1) THE ITEM MANAGER WILL:

        4. Type of sale recommended (offer to all customers, negotiate with specific customer(s), offer as a marginal substitute to specific customers).

        5. Beginning and closing dates.

        6. Price adjustment recommended - Either adjusted unit price or percent factor and the conditions.

      (b) Accomplish any necessary coordination.

      (c) Upon receipt of Technical Operations approval, forward coordinated recommendations to the Standard Pricing Activity for review, approval, and processing.

    (2) THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Review and, if disapproved, return the recommendation to the Item Manager with written explanation.

      (b) Review and, if approved, add the price adjustment through ICOM Verb SFPR.

  c.  NSN/REQUISITIONER ADDRESS PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    (1) THE ITEM MANAGER WILL:

      (a) Prepare a documented recommendation for price adjustment containing the following information:

        1. Brief description of the item and summary statement of Interchangeability, substitutability, and standardization status of the item.

        2. An explanation of efforts made to move the item at full standard price, as a substitute, etc.

        3. The inventory status and demand for the item (usually by attaching a Requisition Status/History File printout).

        4. Type of sale recommended (offer to all customers, negotiate with specific customer(s), offer as a marginal substitute to specific customers).

        5. Beginning and closing dates.

        6. Price adjustment recommended - Either adjusted unit price or percent factor and the conditions.

      (b) Accomplish any necessary coordination.

      (c) Upon receipt of Technical Operations approval, forward coordinated recommendations to the Standard Pricing Activity for review, approval, and processing.

    (2) THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Review and, if disapproved, return the recommendation to the Item Manager with written explanation.

      (b) Review and, if approved, add the price adjustment through ICOM Verb SFPR.

  d.  DOCUMENT NUMBER PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    (1) THE ITEM MANAGER WILL:

      (a) Initiate recommendation for price adjustment on an Inter-Office Memorandum (IOM) or local form.

      (b) Consult with Directorate of Technical Operations, if considered appropriate.

      (c) Forward recommendation and pertinent data from the customer's requisition Standard Pricing Activity.

    (2) THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Review and, if disapproved, return the recommendation to the Item Manager with a written explanation.

      (b) Review and, if approved, add the price adjustment through ICOM Verb SFPR.

  e. NEGOTIATIONS WITH MAJOR CUSTOMERS

    This applies when the item manager, with prior approval from the Standard Pricing Activity and adjusted price as incentive, convinces a major customer to requisition all or a substantial quantity of a long supply item (including items with short remaining shelf-life).  Procedure is generally the same as for substitute offered transactions except that the customer is advised to submit a fill or kill requisition with exception data as follows: Subject to __% price adjustment.  Upon receipt of the requisition appropriate documentation is submitted to the Standard Pricing Activity for further processing. 

5.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES FOR MATCH YOUR PRICE PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

  a.  NSN PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Prepare a documented recommendation for price adjustment containing the following information:

        1. Brief description of the item and summary statement of interchangeability, substitutability, and standardization status of the item.

        2. The inventory status and demand for the item (usually by attaching a Requisition Status/History File printout).

        3. Beginning and closing dates.

        4. Price adjustment recommended - Either adjusted unit price or percent factor and the conditions.

        5. The physical evidence that the item can be purchased from another source for less than DLA's standard unit price.  

      (b) Consult with the Directorate of Technical Operations as appropriate.

      (c) Add the price adjustment through ICOM verb SFPR.

  b.  NSN/BILLED ADDRESS PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Prepare a documented recommendation for price adjustment containing the following information:

        1. Brief description of the item and summary statement of interchangeability, substitutability, and standardization status of the item.

        2. The inventory status and demand for the item (usually by attaching a Requisition Status/History File printout).

        3. Beginning and closing dates.

        4. Price adjustment recommended - either adjusted unit price or percent factor and the conditions.

        5. The physical evidence that the item can be purchased from another source for less than DLA's standard unit price. 

      (b) Consult with the Directorate of Technical Operations as appropriate.

      (c) Review and, if approved, add the price adjustment through ICOM Verb SFPR.

  b.  NSN/REQUISITIONER ADDRESS PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Prepare a documented recommendation for price adjustment containing the following information:

        1. Brief description of the item and summary statement of interchangeability, substitutability, and standardization status of the item.

        2. The inventory status and demand for the item (usually by attaching a Requisition Status/History File printout).

        3. Beginning and closing dates.

        4. Price adjustment recommended - Either adjusted unit price or percent factor and the conditions.

        5. The physical evidence that the item can be purchased from another source for less than DLA's standard unit price. 

      (b) Consult with the Directorate of Technical Operations as considered appropriate.

      (c) Review and, if approved, add the price adjustment through ICOM Verb SFPR.

  d.  DOCUMENT NUMBER PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

    THE STANDARD PRICING ACTIVITY WILL:

      (a) Initiate recommendation for price adjustment on an Inter-Office Memorandum (IOM) or local form. Include any physical evidence that the customer can receive items from another source for less than DLA's standard unit prices. 

      (b) Consult with Directorate of Technical Operations, as considered appropriate.

      (c) Review and, if approved, add the price adjustment through ICOM Verb SFPR.

6.  APPLYING PRICE ADJUSTMENTS AT TIME OF BILLING.

  a.  The price adjustment criteria described in the previous paragraphs are contained on the Billing Price Reassignment Control File (BPRC).  When the monthly billing cycle is run, only issue from stock transactions (DIC FA1/2) and direct vendor delivery transactions (DIC FB1/2) are eligible for a price adjustment.  Only eligible transactions are matched to the BPRC. 

    (1) A DIC FA1/2 or FB1/2 is not eligible for a price adjustment if it was created by the billing adjustment process.  Transactions created by the billing adjustment process will have a Type Bill Code equal to WS, WT, WU or WV. 

    (2) A DIC FA1/2 or FB1/2 is not eligible for a price adjustment if it was previously given a discount.  If the quantity times the unit price does not equal the extended dollar value, the Discount Code will equal B.  The Discount Code will also equal B if the transaction was given a price adjustment during a previous billing cycle, then suspended because it did not meet the eligibility criteria.

  b.  Eligible billing transactions are matched to the BPRC in the priority order described in paragraph 1d above.  If the billing transaction matches an entry in the BPRC, the action date in the billing transaction is compared to the date range of the BPRC entry.  If it is within the date range, the billing transaction condition code is checked.  For all price adjustment types except Document Number, the condition code must be A, B or C and the BPRC entry must have a corresponding condition code entry.  If all matching criteria are met, the billing transaction will have the extended dollar amount recomputed based on the percent factor or unit price contained in the BPRC entry.  The unit price in the billing transaction will not be changed. 

    (1) Percent Factor Adjustments.  If the percent factor in the BPRC entry is less than 100.00 percent, a price reduction is computed.  If the percent factor is greater than 100.00 percent, a price increase is computed.  For example: 010.00 will give a 10 percent reduction in price, 110.00 will give a 10 percent increase in price.  If the percent factor indicates a price reduction, the BPRC percent factor is multiplied times the original extended dollar amount in the billing transaction and rounded to two decimal places.  The computed amount is subtracted from the original extended dollar amount giving the new extended dollar amount.  If the percent factor indicates a price increase, the amount of the BPRC percent factor that is over 100.00 percent is multiplied times the original extended dollar amount in the billing transaction and rounded to two decimal places.  The computed amount is added to the original extended dollar amount giving the new extended dollar amount.  Only the extended dollar amount in the billing transaction is changed.  The unit price in the billing transaction is not changed. 

    (2) Unit Price Adjustments.  The unit price in the BPRC entry is multiplied by the quantity in the billing transaction giving a new extended dollar amount.  The new extended dollar amount will replace the original extended dollar amount in the billing transaction.  The unit price in the billing transaction is not changed.

  c.  Billing transactions that receive a price adjustment will have a Price Adjustment on Sales (DIC YWL) created.  The DIC YWL will contain the dollar amount of the price adjustment.  This is determined by subtracting the new extended dollar amount from the original extended dollar amount.  The dollar amount of the DIC YWL may be negative.  The DIC YWL is used to update General Ledger Account Code (GLAC) 524.XXX (Match Your Price Program Price Adjustments) or 525.XXX (Non-Match Your Price Program Price Adjustments).  If the Match Your Price Program indicator in the BPRC entry contains a Y, GLAC 524.XXX will be updated.  Otherwise, GLAC 525.XXX will be updated.  Price reductions will debit 524.XXX or 525.XXX and credit the accounts receivable GLAC (115.XXX/119.XXX) contained in the billing transaction.  Price increases will do the opposite.  After posting to the General Ledger File, the DIC YWL will reside on the Transaction History File for two years.

  d.  Billing transactions that receive a price adjustment can be identified by the value in the Discount Code, Sales Price Condition Code or Price Reduction Code.  The Discount Code and Sales Price Condition Code will be set to B.  The Price Reduction Code will be set as follows: 

    (1) 1 = Match Your price – by Document Number

    (2) 2 = Match Your price – by NSN/Billed Address

    (3) 3 = Match Your price – by NSN/Requisitioner Address

    (4) 4 = Match Your price – by NSN

    (5) 6 = Non Match Your price – by Document Number

    (6) 7 = Non Match Your price – by NSN/Billed Address

    (7) 8 = Non Match Your price – by NSN/Requisitioner Address

    (8) 9 = Non Match Your price – by NSN

  e.  The Discount Code and Price Reduction Code are shown on the Unbilled Sales File if the billing transaction is suspended after a price adjustment is applied.  The Price Reduction Code is shown on the online Billing History File if the transaction was billed.  The MILBILLS detail billing record that is sent to interfund and electronic noninterfund customers will contain the Sales Price Condition Code.

APPENDIX E-6-12

PROCEDURES FOR ANALYZING STANDARD PRICING

MANAGEMENT DATA ON PRICE REVIEWS

1.  GENERAL 

  The Standard Pricing Application provides a summary of recommended price change statistics by FSC and a total for all the FSCs reviewed on each cycle.  These figures are noncumulative.  Information contained on this listing is described in Standard Pricing Management Data Listing/Weekly and Scheduled Reviews (appendix F-6-10).  Additional information, as required, for local management is also available from the management data reflected on F-6-6, Standard Price changes Released for Publication Listing, as well as by means of Standard Pricing Special Purpose Codes and the Standard Pricing Special Interrogation, DIC YSH (see appendix E-6-10).  

2.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES 

  In as much as the data reflected in the F-6-10 listing as noncumulative, it is recommended that these listings be retained for one year.  Selected data contained therein may be requested on a non-recurring basis by HQ DLA or they may be required in support of local special projects.  The most common requirement for the listings are as follows:  

  a.  The statistics will be used for reference purposes in the determination of workload by FSC and subsequent scheduling of reviews.  

  b.  The statistics will provide a tool for the analysis of trends within commodities by identifying changes in the number of increased or decreased prices.  These trends will assist the Pricing Activity in determining areas which may need additional surveillance.  

  c.  They will also provide a method of identifying omissions of input by the total number of reviews.  Any deviation from the accepted review quantity will give rise to close scrutiny of input tapes.  

  d.  The listing will be useful for determining the appropriate assignment of FSCs to the analysts and will provide analytical data which could serve as a basis for determining desirable changes to the criteria for review and revision of standard prices.  

  e.  The listing will provide a checkpoint for the comparison of weekly recommendations to the actual processing of price changes.  

  f.  Monthly statistics may be obtained by adding the weekly and scheduled report totals.  

APPENDIX E-6-13

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING STANDARD PRICE CHANGES TO

CATALOGING/MANAGEMENT DATA LISTINGS

1.  GENERAL 

  All computer recommended and analyst initiated/revised price changes are forwarded to the Standard Pricing Suspense File.  They are held in the Suspense File at least until the applicable Catalog Release Date is reached.   When the Price Release Cycle is run (the Standard Pricing Activity requests this by forwarding the request on an IOM to the Office of Data Systems), the computer searches the Master File for all recommended price changes which are in suspense and which qualify (from a time standpoint) for release to the Technical Subsystem.  The selected changes are listed and related statistics are compiled in the E-6-6 Listing after the price changes come back from Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) (former DLSC) and the SAMMS Technical Subsystem prepares DIC ZRY advance notification.  

2.  PROCESSING PROCEDURES 

  The F-6-6 Listing is provided for information and planning purposes as well as a source for Standard Pricing statistics.  Similar statistics are provided in the F-6-10 Standard Pricing Management Data Listing.  However, the F-6-10 statistics apply to recommended changes, whereas the F-6-6 statistics apply to actual price changes which have been released to the Technical Subsystem and processed in FLIS for publication purposes.  Suggested procedures for analyzing the contents of this listing are as follows:  

  a.  Analysis of Part 1, NSN Listing:  

    The Listing Activity will:  

    (1) Receive listing and verify that the following nonroutine price changes were processed by DLIS:  

      (a) Emergency Q type changes, and 

      (b) Customer Inquiry K type changes.  

    (2) If and when any one of the above changes failed to be processed, look for a possible violation by checking the F-300, F-337, and F-304 Listings. (See appendix E-6-8 for further explanation.) 

      (a) If a violation has occurred, take immediate action to correct.  

      (b) If there is no violation, a possible system or processing deficiency is indicated and substantiating data should be forwarded to the responsible systems analyst for joint research with the Office of Data Systems.  

    (3) Analyze other type changes:  

      (a) Compare the number of C, E, F and N type changes recommended on the individual F-6-10, Standard Pricing Management Data Listing, Weekly and Scheduled Reviews to determine the difference between those price changes which were recommended and those which were processed by and returned from DLIS.  Also, compare the number or recommended price changes which were listed in the latest F-6-14 Listing.  

      (b) If there is a substantial difference, check the applicable SAMMS/FLIS exception listings (F-337 and F-300) to determine if any price changes released from the Standard Pricing Master were rejected prior to FLIS processing at DLIS.  All price changes which passed the SAMMS and FLIS edits will be received by DLIS and printed on the F-308 Additions to In-Process Suspense Listing.  Those accepted and processed by DLIS will be included in the F-314 DLIS Approvals - TIR Listing; those rejected will appear on the F-304 DLIS File Maintenance Reject Listing.  

      (c) If and when the difference between the number of each of the type price changes recommended and the number actually processed by DLIS cannot be explained by the Pricing Activity, forward substantiating data to the responsible systems analyst for joint research with ODS.  

  b.  Analysis of Part 2, Management Data:  

    The Pricing Activity will:  

    (1) Extract management statistics contained in the listing for inclusion in comptroller reports required by HQ DLA.  

    (2) Analyze the statistics provided by FSC, types of change, and sales impact trends.  

    (3) File reports for future reference and for preparing nonscheduled and one time special reports that may be required from time to time by HQ DLA.  

APPENDIX E-6-14

PROCEDURES FOR EVALUATING STANDARD PRICING

1.  GENERAL 

  DSC Comptrollers are required to make appropriate financial and item analyses quarterly and annually to assure that surcharge rates are adequate to maintain the capital of the Stock Fund, that standard prices are in line with surcharge rates and that pricing objectives states in DLAM 7000.1 are being accomplished.  DLAM 7000.1, subparagraph 70802 1c.  identifies those GLACs which are to be considered in analyzing the adequacy of the surcharge rate.  

2.  EVALUATION PROCEDURES 

  Standard Pricing Activity or other organization responsible will:  

  a.  Perform review of the statistics collected in GLACs identified in DLAM 7000.1, subparagraph 70802 1c.  Compare costs and expenses (gains and losses) against past performance and what would seem to be reasonable or local standards.  Costs which are out of line should be further analyzed through interrogation of the trial balances (see DLAM 7000.2, Volume I, Part 1, Chapter 4).  Based on this analysis, appropriate corrective action should be taken.  Corrective action might entail advising management of actions needed or initiating corrective action for accounting deficiencies.  

  b.  Obtain data pertaining to purchase price variance (see DLAM 7000.2, Volume I, Part 1, (Chapter 4)).  

  c.  Make a meaningful analysis of applied surcharges for transportation compared to actual amounts.  

  d.  Analyze statistics pertaining to the number of price changes (see appendices E-6-12 and E-6-13).  

APPENDIX E-6-15

REJECTED SYSTEMS GENERATED STANDARD PRICING TRANSACTIONS

1.  Research and evaluation of E-6-15, to determine the cause for rejects, should be accomplished by Comptroller Standard Pricing personnel and coordination with Plans and Management personnel, when problems cannot be resolved by Office of Comptroller.

2.  The report may contain any one or all of the following DICs:  

  a.  DIC YSZ - S/P Obligation Transactions.  

  b.  DIC ZRY - S/P Catalog Change Transactions.  

  c.  DIC ZSF - S/P Demand Data Transactions.  

  d.  DIC ZJS - S/P Family Change Transactions.  

  e.  DIC ZR3 - S/P Demand or Numeric Stockage Objective.  

APPENDIX E-6-16

PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING MONETARY CLOTHING ALLOWANCE (MCA) ITEMS

1.  GENERAL 

  The development of a Monetary Clothing Allowance (MCA) price review schedule is the responsibility of the DSCP-C&T standard pricing activity.  The pricing analyst will obtain the preliminary F-6-16A Report which contains revised MCA standard prices.  This report will be reviewed by the pricing analyst and corrective action taken no later than 20 September of each year.  The C&T pricing function will forward the preliminary part to HQ DLA.  When DLA-CX has completed their review, C&T will be advised to adjust prices as required.  The C&T pricing function will furnish a final report, F-6-16B, no later than 1 December of each calendar year.  Price revision of MCA items can be changed only in consonance with simultaneous changes in the Services' clothing allowance, therefore any proposed price revision made after release of F-6-16B Report must be initiated and completed before 1 July to be effective 1 Oct.  If a price must be revised, forward request to DLA-CX for coordination, with a statement of the significance and reason for the price revision.  The revised price will not be published until DLA-CX approval has been received.  Revised MCA prices are published 1 October of each year.  

2.  PROCESSING/PROCEDURAL INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  Establish MCA Indicator in the Standard Pricing Master File (SPMF).  

    Input a DIC YSD transaction with Special Handling Code B.  

  b.  Special MCA Price Review.  

    The standard pricing system will automatically compute recommended prices for MCA bag items.  Bag items NSN/PGC are identified in the SPMF with a Special Handling Code of B.  The aggregate of the last 12-months obligation trailer data (including DVD buys) will be used to determine next fiscal year's bag item prices.  The MCA items annual price review will begin with the input of DIC YSX transaction - Standard Pricing MCA Price Review, during the month of September of each year.  The special price review of all bag items will be performed upon submission of the DIC YSX transaction which will contain a special center surcharge rate and Price Stabilization Factor (PSF).  Bag item price reviews are listed on the F-6-2, Part 4.  If the system attempts to recommend a price for a bag item, but there are no eligible obligation trailers, the system will print an F-6-2 Report, Part 4 with the message UNABLE TO RECOMMEND PRICE FOR BAG ITEM.

  c.  Revise MCA Price Review.  

    For DSCP-C&T, the pricing analyst will use a DIC YSA to revise, add or delete a bag item recommended price in the SPMF RECSTPR field at any time.  The C&T pricing analyst may use the DIC YSX transaction to delete recommended prices for all bag items or preclude the computation of recommended prices for all bag items.  The C&T pricing analyst may use the DIC YSD transaction to suppress the computation of a recommended price for a specific bag item.  If it is determined that a specific bag item indicator has been omitted or if there are any questions relating to the bag item statistics, use a DIC YSH input transaction to interrogate the SPMF by Military Service.  

  d.  Clothing Monetary Allowance Report.  

    The pricing analyst will prepare a DIC YSB input transaction in accordance with appendix B-6-20 to obtain an output MCA, F-6-16 Report and a data set for downloading to a personal computer.  Input of a DIC YSB transaction with an A or B in the Report Requested field will produce a data set TSM.USFP4502(O) that will be stored in the mainframe.  When downloaded and processed by the Monetary Clothing Allowance PC Process, the pricing analyst will review and revise prices as required.  Initial submissions of standard price revisions should be received by HQ DLA no later than 20 September each year.  Additional data sets can be requested as required.  At a future date the F-6-16 Reports produced by the SAMMS system will be terminated with only the data set being produced.  After appropriate review by the C&T pricing function, the final MCA F-6-16B Report will be forwarded to DLA-CX in accordance with DLAM 7000.1, Chapter 7, Subparagraph 70808 2d.  

  e.  Annual Price Release.  

    The C&T pricing function will receive the bag item special surcharge rate factor and price stabilization factor from DLA-CS during December of each year.  Bag items will be excluded during the PSF update normally accomplished in July, although these items will be furnished to Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) on the price change tape.  Upon release to DLIS, the bag items Recommended Standard Price (RECSTPR) field will be moved to the In-Catalog Standard Price (INCATSTPR) field of the SPMF.  At this time, the RECSTPR in the SPMF will be removed.  On the effective date (1 Oct), DIC ZRY transactions will move the INCATSTPR field to the CURRSTPR field for all bag items in the SPMF.

The pricing analyst will use this report to resolve any complaints related to the current standard price as opposed to the proposed recommended price changes in the SPMF suspense.  

2.  This report also provides annual sales impact to the Defense Stock Fund based on recommended price changes in SPMF suspense.  The pricing analyst will use this data to support various management and/or budgetary statistical analyses.  

3.  The last page of the F-6-14 Report must be submitted to DLA-CX within 15 working days following the end of each quarter citing RCS DLA(Q)2113(C).
