           PROCESSING VIOLATION CONTROL AND FOLLOWUP LISTINGS








1.  Appendix B of this manual reflects the fields of each transaction that require initial validation.  Whenever one of the fields does not meet this initial or a subsequent validation criteria, a Violation Control Record will be generated as well as a Violation Control Listing (appendix F-7-1).  This listing (single entry per page) will reflect the invalid field one line below the valid data.  This listing (DIC ZLR) reflects only the first invalid field encountered, therefore the entire transaction should be carefully analyzed prior to processing.  This listing should be processed promptly upon receipt.  If not corrected or deleted, the transaction will be listed on a followup report every seven days until correction or deletion is made (appendix F-7-2).





2.  To assist Office of Comptroller personnel in processing expenditure violations whenever a DIC YWA, Expenditure Transaction Procurement of Materiel, passes the initial card validation (appendix B) but does not pass the secondary/file validation an interrogation to the Active Contract File will be automatically generated.  When the violation occurs because of a no match on pos. 8-30 (PIIN and CLIN), an automatic interrogation of the ACF will be generated for the basic PIIN (pos. 8-24).  Any other DIC YWA transaction passing the card (initial) validation but failing the secondary/file validation will automatically generate an ACF Interrogation for the CLIN in question.





3.  After determination is made as to the correct data, the violation will be annotated with the corrected data indicated and the DIC ZLR will be entered using the online entry process or the manual process of entry, utilizing the Reentry Code (A-7-2) AR, followed by the position numbers of the field being corrected.  When using the online process, access is gained by using the Verb SVRR.  (See DLAH 4745.2, Volume I, Part 1, Chapter 3, Section 5).  The online process is a batch process and the violation will be corrected in the next cycle.  The manual process is also a batch process but the violation will not process until two cycles after input.





4.  In the event it is determined that the transaction is completely erroneous or a duplicate transaction, the listing will be annotated with a Reentry Code D to delete the entire transaction from the Violation Control Process the DIC ZLR will be processed using Reentry Code D in accordance with appendix B-2-1.





5.  In the event the transaction is completely correct and the error which caused the violation was located and corrected elsewhere, the listing will be annotated with an Reentry Code ER to reenter the complete transaction.





6.  In the event the DIC field is incorrect, the violation should be deleted and a new, corrected, transaction should be manually prepared and processed.

APPENDIX E-7-2





VIOLATION REENTRY REJECT








1.  A Violation Reentry Reject Listing (F-7-3) will be received for any DIC ZLR transactions which are rejected from the violation reentry process.  The reason for the reject will be indicated by a reject code.  Code 1 indicates no matching record for the reentry transaction is contained on the violation file. Code 2 indicates that the violation reentry code is invalid (appendix A-7-2).





2.  These rejects will only refer to the manually processed DICs ZLR, as the online system will not accept any reentry codes other than valid codes.





3.  If Code 1 is indicated, research the original Violation Control Listing to determine the reason for the NO-RECORD Code.  Since all violations are assigned a control number, assure that the correct control number has been entered.  If the control number is correct, assure that the transaction has not been previously corrected.





4.  If Code 2 is indicated, correct the reentry code in accordance with appendix A-7-2.  The only three codes valid for use by the Financial Subsystem are:





  Code AR - Overlay corrected data and release violation from the VCF.





  Code D  - Delete violation from the VCF.





  Code ER - Release violation from the VCF; no change in data required.

APPENDIX E-7-3





PROCESSING VIOLATION AND FOLLOWUP SUMMARY REPORT








  Receive the Violation and Followup Summary Report from the Office of Data Systems (O/DS) daily.  This report should be evaluated by management personnel.  The report will reflect the number of violation transactions by DIC and will also show the number of followups.  Due to the nature of financial transactions, all violations should be processed promptly.   The followup report will be generated seven days after the initial violation report and each seven days thereafter.  An analysis of the report will enable management to isolate those areas where violations are occurring and those where reentry cards are not being processed on a timely basis.

PROCESSING OVERAGE VIOLATION CONTROL FILE LISTING








1.  Receive two copies of part 1 in the Office of Comptroller for review 


and action.  The F-44 portrays all those records on the Violation Control File (VCF) which are 300 days and older.  In theory, no records should remain on the VCF for over several months (for certain records).  Almost all records will remain for a few days or a week.  Thus any record 300 days or older is either erroneously recorded or one for which no corrective action has been taken.





2.  This report will be used by management to analyze those records displayed, and make the determination to take corrective action(s).  Corrective actions are those specified in the various E appendices for the DIC in question.  Normal violation reentry procedures will be used.  Thirty days from the date of the scan which produces the appendix F-44, all records will be automatically deleted from the VCF.  The listing will be destroyed after corrections or cleanup actions have been completed.

MONTHEND RECONCILIATION OF GLAC 131.001








1.  Receive on a daily basis GFM Report F118C reflecting deleted controlled violations citing Violation Reason Code 9N, 9O or 9P.  Each transaction must be priced to indicate the financial dollar value.  To do this, use the CRT remote inquiry to the National Inventory Record (NIR) as prescribed in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix E-271 P, citing Verb SZCQ with applicable NSN.





2.  The total dollar value computed on the daily reports will be used together with the F-3-16 and F-118D to reconcile GLAC 131.001.
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APPENDIX E-7-6





GFM OPEN VIOLATION REPORT








1.  The Office of Comptroller  will receive  a  monthly GFM Open  Violation  F-118D Report which will be used to reconcile the General Ledger balance in account 131.001 - Inventories with Contractors and Testing Agencies for Manufacture and Fabrication.





2.  The dollar total of the GFMCF plus the dollar value of open controlled violations must equal the balance in the General Ledger for GLAC 131.001.





3.  If an out-of-balance situation is noted, contact the GFM monitor, and review the F-118C Report for deleted controlled violations.  These deleted records which caused the out-of-balance condition, are processing deficiencies. This indicates corrective actions are necessary to research and reinput the appropriate deleted records.
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
