I. Authority: DLA-D approval of DLA-LPO Staff Summary Sheet dated
26 June 1984, Subject: Consolidation of Security Support.

ITI. Pursuant to cited authority and effective 1 October 1984, the Becurity
Operations Division is established as a subordinate element of the DLA Command
Security Support Offlce (DCSQ), Management Support Activity (MSA).
Respongibility for providing direct operational command security support to
DFSC and DTIC and related resources are transferred to DCSD (MSA).

ITI. The Chief, DCSQ, is responsible for:

A. Executing the DLA world-wide law enforcement, eriminal investigative,
physical security, arime/less prevention, intelligence, foreignh 1iaison,
personnel and information smecurity, COMSEC, TEMFEST, and ADP security
programs.

B. Coordinating, monitoring and evaluating criminal lnvestigations and
crime preventicn surveys performed by the criminal investigative elements of
. the Military Services, DCIS, and other supporting investigative and
intelligence agencies.

C. Providing direct operational support to BQ DLA, DASC, DF3C, and DTIC as
required by DLA security programs.

IV, General Order No. 32-75 is hereby superseded.

V. Administrative Support for DCSQ will continue to be provided by the
Commander, CLA Administrative Support Center.
