Pursuant to cited author ities, worldwide contract a&oinistration
services {CAS} as specified in FAR, Part 42 and DEARS, Part 242, in support of
DoD components, NASA, and other designated Federal and State agencies, foreign
governments, and international organizations are consolidated in the Defense
Logistics Agency (DIA).

III. Pursuant to cited authorities r the Defense Contract Management Oonmand
(DCMC) is established as a DIA Ccnmand reporting to the Director, DLA
effective 6 February 1990. The Commander, DCMC is responsible for providing
worldwide contract administration services as specified in the Federal
Acquisition Regulation (EAR), Part 42 and the Department of Defense Federal
Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS), Part 242, in support of DoD
components, NASA, and other designated Federal and State agencies/ foreign
goverrments and international organizations. The Otmnander, DCMC is
authorized to organize, direct, manage, and control all functions and
resourr̂ es assigned to the DCMC. *rtie Corfmand will consist of the Office of the
Germander and the Defense Contract Administration Services Regions.

IV. The Directorate of Engineering and Program Support is established as an
Executive Directorate and is responsible for providing program support as

in FAR, Part 42.302(a)(31, 33, 34, 40-49) and DE7VRS 242.302(3-71).

V. The office symbol for DCMC is DtA/DCMC. The office symbol for the
Directorate of Engineering and Program Support is DIA-E.

VI. Administrative support for DCMC, excluding the DCASRs, will be provided
by the DTA Ackoinistrative Support Center (DASC) .
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
