EMS Reviews are one aspect of the Environmental Quality Assessment (EQA) Program established in OPNAVINST 5090.1 (series).  In this course, students will learn to identify strengths and weaknesses of environmental management systems and programs, identify underlying causal factors that may contribute to the occurrence of observed compliance deficiencies, evaluate each of the individual component of an EMS and provide feedback on the effectiveness of the system and identify opportunities for improvement. 

The course is intended for military Active Duty or Civil Service employees who CONDUCT EMS reviews.   It is NOT an implementation class.
