SUBJECT: Change to the Joint Travel Regulations 

The Joint Travel Regulation has been changed to enable authorizing officials to permit travelers
to depart from and/or to return to the location where the traveler's dependent(s) reside if it is not 
the residence from which the traveler commutes daily to the worksite. This change is scheduled to 
appear in the Joint Travel Regulations dated February I, 2002. 

The Joint Federal Travel Regulation (Military) U2200 Travel Status and the Joint Travel 
Regulation (Civilian) C2000 GeneraVC4475 mY Departure From Dependents' Residence will 
state the following: 

The authorizing official may permit the traveler to begin official travel from the location at 
which the traveler maintains the family residence if it is not the residence from which the traveler 
commutes daily to the work site. Relative cost should be a considera- tion. Example: Traveler's 
Permit Duty Station (PDS) is Alexandria, V A. The traveler resides in Alexandria during the 
workweek and commutes daily to the PDS. The traveler maintains the family residence in Norfolk,
V A. The traveler may be permitted to begin and/or end official travel on mY at Norfolk, V A.
