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FREDERICK N. BAILLIE

Executive Director, Distribution & Reutilization Policy

Mr. Fred Baillie was born in Philadelphia, PA, and grew up outside New York City in Hackensack, NJ.  In 1972, he received his B.S. from the Pennsylvania State University.  He began his Federal Career with the Defense Supply Agency at the Defense Depot Mechanicsburg, Pennsylvania (DDMP)  in 1972.  His assignments included manpower management, work methods and standards and emergency planning.  During this time, he earned an MA Degree in Labor Economics and Labor Relations from St. Francis College, PA.  He has also done postgraduate work in Public Administration at Penn State.


Mr. Baillie has also served as a Labor Relations Field Examiner for the National Labor Relations Board in Pittsburgh, PA.  In 1977, he returned to DLA, at DDMP in the Office of the Comptroller, as Chief of the Manpower and Budget Division.  He subsequently advanced to Comptroller in 1988.  In 1991, following his active participation in merging DDMP and the former New Cumberland Army Depot under DMR 902, he was selected as the first Comptroller of the Defense Distribution Region East, where he served until his SES appointment.  In November 1995, he became Deputy Executive Director for Distribution at Headquarters DLA.  In February 1996, he was named the Executive Director for Business Management.  He was subsequently appointed Executive Director for Distribution and Reutilization Policy, to the Director, Logistics Operations, J-3, for all distribution, reutilization, demilitarization, supply chain integration and competitive sourcing.

Mr. Baillie has received the DLA Meritorious Civilian Service Award in 1991 for his efforts in depot consolidation during DMR 902 and again in 1998 for his work as Chairman of the DUSD-L/JSJ4 AIT Task Force.  The AIT Task Force succeeded in producing the first ever Concept of Operations for Automatic Identification Technology (AIT) for DoD-wide logistics applications.  In addition, he has been awarded numerous performance recognition awards over his career, including being elected a Fellow of the Institute of Logistics and Transportation.  In 1999 he was awarded the DLA Superior Civilian Service Award for his efforts in completing the DAPs Study required by the 1999 DoD Authorization Act.
