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Ms. Drumheller has over 18 years experience in distribution and resource management for the Army and the Defense Logistics Agency.  Since 1998, when the Defense Logistics Agency initiated its first competition at the Defense Distribution Depot Columbus, Ohio (DDCO), she has held the position of senior analyst or team lead for four competitions.  Following the award to the incumbent organization, Ms. Drumheller was promoted to a Team Lead position.

In 1999 Ms. Drumheller initiated the three-year long competition at Defense Distribution Depot Albany, Georgia (DDAG).  This study involved not only core mission work, but the reimbursable work of the Army’s Prepositioned Ships Afloat Program and their Force Provider Program.  At the conclusion of the appeals process, the award remained with the Government workforce.

Ms. Drumheller was the Team Lead for the preparation of the Performance Work Statement for the A76 competition at the Defense Distribution Depot Tobyhanna, Pennsylvania.  This team was comprised of subject matter experts from the Depot as well as consultant support and a senior analyst from the Defense Distribution Center.  
Most recently, Ms. Drumheller was the MEO Team Lead for the A76 competition at Defense Distribution Depot Puget Sound, Washington (DDPW).  Again, this team was comprised of employees with knowledge of the Depot’s distribution processes, as well as consultants and a senior analyst.  The Management Plan was completed in seven months, the shortest time thus far for preparation of an MEO by the Agency.  This was also the first procurement offer to Small Business.   The tentative decision favors an in-house win by the incumbent workforce.

Throughout these A76 competitions, Ms. Drumheller was very involved in the preparation of all required documentation, from the Performance Work Statement for some studies to the Management Plan and certification of the In House Cost Estimate, now known as the Agency Cost Estimate, in others.  Ms. Drumheller draws on this vast knowledge and experience as she prepares to lead another team through competition when the DDC kicks off its fourth phase, tentatively planned for fall 2004.
 Ms. Drumheller attended the National Legal School and was a certified court reporter.  She has worked in the Office of the Staff Judge Advocate at Wright-Patterson Air Force Base and the U.S. Army War College.  She hopes to complete her Master’s Certificate in Government Contracting this fall.

In the private sector, Ms. Drumheller has owned and operated a bridal consulting business in Central Pennsylvania for over 25 years.  She is married and has two daughters.
