Jeffrey Goldstein

Mr. Goldstein leads the Defense Logistics Agency Internal Review Office.  In this capacity, Mr. Goldstein is responsible for Agency audit policy and standards of operation. He is also serves as the Agency’s prime focal point with the Government Accounting Office, the DoD Inspector General, and Military Service audit organizations on all audit matters. In addition, Mr. Goldstein in the Agency’s Independent Review Official for competitive sourcing studies.
Mr. Goldstein served for two years as a member of the White House’s National Performance Review (NPR) task force.  His area of focus for the NPR was on the over 280 national Reinvention Laboratories established throughout the Federal Government to further the principles and themes of management change.  As such, his role was to foster the development of new reinvention initiatives and to champion the cause of the existing labs.  In that capacity, he worked actively with every Federal Department and Agency to help remove obstacles confronting the labs, and to promote linkages among reinventing activities.  

Previously, Mr. Goldstein had been a member of the Defense Performance Review, responsible for assisting in the implementation of change management throughout the Department of Defense.  Within the Defense Performance Review, his focus was on reinvention laboratories, coordination of Defense Agency’s activities, procurement reform, regulatory reduction and waivers, and streamlining initiatives.  He was also a member of the original Policy Review Team which made one of the early contributions to the reports of the NPR. 

Prior to these positions, Mr. Goldstein was Chief of Corporate Strategic Planning, Defense Logistics Agency, where he served as the Agency's primary focal point for the implementation of the National Performance Review and the Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA).  As such, he served as the Agency champion and catalyst for reinvention efforts, and was responsible for planning policy and the development of strategic, performance, and other supporting plans, while leading DoD’s first GPRA pilot program.  He also served many years as Chief of the DLA Operations Research and Economic Analysis Office, responsible for providing studies and analytic support across the spectrum of military logistics operations.  Mr. Goldstein has worked as an analyst within the Office of the Secretary of Defense, and as a scientist with the Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Army Environmental Hygiene Agency.  He has published a number of articles in scientific books and journals, and has made numerous presentations at both management and scientific symposia.  He was past chair of the American National Standards Institute Committee S.3.4 on psychoacoustic standards. Mr. Goldstein has also served as an ad hoc faculty member at the OPM Eastern Region Executive Development Center.
