SECTION 821 RESTRICTED COUNTRIES

Section 821 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2004 states that the Secretary of Defense may not procure any items or components contained in military systems if the items or components, or the systems, are manufactured in any foreign country identified as restricting the provisioning or sale of military goods or services to the U.S. because of U.S. counterterrorism or military operations.
