	Defer agreement on draft proposed FAR rule.  More work needed on case. Return case to CAAC with DARC concerns about its proposed implementation of DoL final rule.

	Section E Requirements – Uniform Contract Format: Amend the instructions to Section E of the Uniform Contract Format at DFARS 215.204-2(e) to include the DOD Activity Address Code and the office and phone number for the acceptance activity.
	On 1/29/03, DARC agreed to close the case, subject to reclama by 2/5/03.  No reclama offered.  Disposition: Close the case. Implementation would place undue burden on COs.  May be partially implemented using existing electronic capabilities without proceeding with this case. Will open new case if requested by DFAS.

	Labor Standards for Contracts Involving Construction (formerly, Part 22 Subcontracts and Definition of Terms): This case clarifies, moves, or eliminates certain definitions in 22.401 and removes inconsistencies between the clause prescriptions at 22.407 and the clause at 52.222-11, Subcontracts (Labor Standards).
	Agreed to draft proposed FAR rule as revised by the DARC.  Return to CAAC.  If CAAC makes significant changes, DARC wants to review again.

	Elimination of the Standard Form 1417: Review the need for the SF 1417, Pre-Solicitation Notice (Construction Contracts)
	Agreed to a draft proposed FAR rule which deletes the form but not the presolicitation notice requirement, absent further evidence from the CAAC that the notice is no longer a valid requirement. 

	2002-D037
	Limitation Period for Task and Delivery Order Contracts: Implements Section 811 of the Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2003.  Section 811 limits the period for task and delivery order contracts and requires a preference that, to the maximum extent practicable, multi-year requirements for task order and delivery order contracts be met with separate awards to two or more sources.
	On 1/22/03, Ad-hoc Legal Committee of DARC attorneys provided position paper to DARC Director with its recommendation for how to implement to comply with statutory requirements. DARC agreed with the Committee recommendation.  Committee to submit draft DFARS language for consideration.
