NOTE 3:  NASA has joined GSA in providing relief from the contractor responsibility rule by issuing its own class deviation on Friday, February 9, 2001.  A copy of the deviation is available at http://www.hq.nasa.gov/office/procurement/regs/pic01-02.html .  As reported last week, DDP is still processing a global solution through appropriate channels:  an interim rule to effectively suspend the current  requirements, and a proposed rule reinstating the previous FAR language.  DDP believes that this approach complies with the mandate for Bush administration review prior to effecting any regulatory change. DDP might consider issuing a class deviation, which would require the same approvals as the rules package, once SECDEF Rumsfeld signs off on the rules package, in order to provide temporary relief while OMB reviews the draft rules for publication.
