	Preference for U.S. Flag Vessels – Subcontracts for Commercial Items:  Implement OFPP memo of May 1, 1996. Restricts waiver of Cargo Preference Laws for ocean cargoes clearly destined for eventual military or government use. 

	Agreed to final rule.  DAR staff processing.


NOTE 1:  The DAR Council met on Thursday, February 22, 2001 vice Wednesday, February 21, 2001.  Generally, we meet on Thursdays if the preceding Monday was a holiday.  This provides an additional day for submission of comments due on cases previously distributed.  

NOTE 2:  On February 17, 2001, President Bush issued 3 Executive Orders that will affect Parts 22 and 36 of the FAR, and require quick implementation.  All 3 make changes to EOs issued during the Clinton administration. Copies of the EOs are available at the following websites:

I will keep you apprised as these changes are worked through the rulemaking process.

NOTE 3:  Beginning on February 12, 2001, public comments received in response to DFARS cases are being posted to the Internet.  To view the comments received since that date, go to the Defense Acquisition Regulations (DAR) Directorate  homepage at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dp/dars and click on “View public comments.”  Comments will not be posted until the day after the public comment period ends.  The capability to submit comments to published DFARS cases is also available; however, currently, there are no DFARS cases out for comment.  See the DAR Directorate homepage ,“Cases published for comments,” and select the link to http://emissary.acq.osd.mil/dar/dfars.nsf/pubcomm for information on submitting public comments online.  The DAR Directorate is still redesigning its web pages and expects to have refinements in place by next month.

NOTE 4:  Senators Lieberman, Kennedy and Durbin, in a February 20, 2001 letter to the Director, OMB, have expressed their concerns about the coordinated efforts of some Federal agencies to exempt themselves for six moths from their obligations under the Contractor Responsibility Rule.  The Senators are troubled that such agencies did not provide public notice or solicit public comments prior to issuing class deviations from the controversial rule.  OFPP is working on a response to the letter.  As noted in previous activity reports, DoD has decided not to pursue a class deviation, and is working on getting new rules approved for publication staying the effective date and proposing the revocation of the current rule which went into effect on January 19, 2001.  

NOTE 5:  Colonel Dave Kerrins, Deputy Director, Defense Procurement, is retiring from government service.  He will be replaced by AF Colonel Lyndi  Balven. 

NOTE 6:  The ODUSD(AR) has met with DCMA on that agency’s concerns about the content of the Part 45 rewrite.  No package of revised coverage is available yet.
