	Labor Relations on Construction Projects:  Amend FAR to implement the requirements of E.O. 13202, Preservation of Open Competition and Government Neutrality Towards Government Contractors’ Labor Relations on Federal and Federally Funded Construction Projects,  to promote and ensure open competition on Federal and Federally funded or assisted construction projects and maintain government neutrality towards government construction contractors’ labor relations.

	Prohibited Sources:  Amend FAR to implement E.O. 13192, Lifting and Modifying Measures with Respect to the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (Serbia and Montenegro), and incorporating changes requested by the Department of the Treasury, Office of Foreign Assets Control.

	Implementation of Changes to the Interstate Commerce Act:  Revise FAR Part 47 and associated clauses to implement changes to the Interstate Commerce Act.

	Definition of Service Life, Material Cost and Nonprofit Organization: Establish a common, FAR-wide definition of “nonprofit organization” in FAR Part 2.
	Agreed to close this case without further action because the various definitions of “nonprofit organization” in the FAR are irreconcilable.  Agreed to open a new case to amend FAR Part 31 to make the definitions for “nonprofit” in Subpart 31.7 consistent with the definitions in OMB Circular A-122, Cost Principles for Nonprofit Organizations.
