	Progress Payment Requests under Indefinite Delivery Contracts:  FAR 32.503-5© provides that under indefinite delivery contracts, the contracting officer should administer progress payments made under each order as if the order constituted a separate contract, unless agency procedures provide otherwise.  This policy is not addressed in the progress payment clause at  52.232-16.
	Tasked NASA policy member to provide revised draft proposed FAR rule.  Report due 4/25/2001.


 NOTE:  Agreement has been reached on a final rule under FAR Case 1999-607, Electronic and Information Technology Accessibility, after extensive discussions between GSA, NASA, DoD, OFPP and OMB.  The case implements Section 508(a) of Title IV of the Workforce Investment Act of 1998 (Pub. L.105-220).  The effective date of the final rule will be 60 days after publication.  It will be applicable to contracts awarded on or after the effective date.  For indefinite quantity contracts (IQC), it is applicable to delivery orders or task orders issued on or after the effective date, but not the award of the underlying contract except for requirements satisfied by initial award.  IQCs may include Federal Supply Schedule contracts, governmentwide acquisition contracts, multi-agency contracts, and other interagency acquisitions. In addition, within-scope modifications of contracts and exercise of unilateral options awarded before the effective date are not subject to the rule.  Indefinite quantity contracts may include noncompliant items, provided that any task or delivery order issued for noncompliant EIT meets an applicable exception.  Requiring activities must ensure compliance with EIT accessibility standards (or that an exception applies) at time of issuance of the task or delivery order.
