	Preference for Local 8(a) Contractors-Base Closure or Realignment: Revise DRARS 226.7103(c)(2) to clarify that a sole source award to an identified 8(a) firm located in the vicinity is not necessarily contemplated.

NOTE 1:  Regarding DFARS Case 2000-D305, item 3 on the list above --The coverage at DFARS agreed to at the May 2 meeting pertains only to qualifications to serve as a contracting officer warranted above the SAT.  We're hoping to see some additional flexibility in the FY 02 legislation that will provide folks a window within which to become qualified after they come on board in their new positions, but these things have a way of transforming themselves over time as the proposed legislation makes its way through the legislative process.

 NOTE 2:  Ms. Deidre Lee, the Director of Defense Procurement, has 

appointed Colonel Barry S. Wilson, USAF, as the Deputy Director of Defense Procurement for Defense Acquisition Regulations.  As part of his duties, Colonel Wilson will lead the DAR Council in the writing and publishing of the Defense 

Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) and, in conjunction with the Civilian Agency Acquisition Council, the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).  Colonel Wilson chaired his first DAR Council meeting on May 2, 2001. 

Col Wilson has 27 years commissioned service-22 years within the Acquisition community, serving in such areas as research and development contracting, major weapons systems acquisition, logistics, and operational contracting.  He has international acquisition experience in HQ USAF Europe, SHAPE (Supreme 

Headquarters Allied Powers Europe-NATO), and Foreign Military 

Sales to Israel.

His acquisition assignments include serving as Deputy Chief of Operations 

and Policy for the former Defense Contract Management Command; and 

Acting Director of Procurement for the Defense Logistics Agency.  His most recent assignment was as Chief of Policy for the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Air Force (Contracting).

Col Wilson has earned recognition as a Certified Professional Contracts Manager (CPCM) from the National Contract Management Association (NCMA) and a Certified Professional Logistician (CPL) from the Society of Logistics Engineers.  He is Level III Certified in both Contracting and Program Management.
