	Cost Accounting Standards (CAS) Administration: Amend FAR 30.6 to add a process for determining monies due the government as a result of contractor changes in cost accounting practices.
	Agreed to revised proposed rule.  DAR Staff processing.


NOTE 1:  The original Federal Acquisition Circular (FAC 97-22) dated January 10, 2001, now only consists of the parts that were effective on that date, and is available for download at http://www.arnet.gov/far/ .  (Scroll down to FACs and then click on looseleaf version.) The effective date of some sections of FAC 97-22 was subsequently delayed for 60 days until May 11 by Federal Register notice dated March 9, 2001. The looseleaf replacement pages for those sections are now available for download at- http://www.arnet.gov/far/FAC/facr22.pdf .  These replacement pages include any updates made from FACs 24 and 25.  Please keep in mind that FACs 24 and 25 should be filed before the FAC 22 replacement pages.  

NOTE 2: The SF 129, solicitation mailing list, is prescribed at 14.205-1(d).  (The Part 15 rewrite eliminated the list from that part of the FAR   With certain exceptions, solicitation mailing lists are established and maintained by the contracting activity.  OFPP is leading an effort to eliminate entirely use of the 129 and the associated contractor burden. OFPP believes that information contained on that form can be obtained by some other means more quickly and with less impact on contractors,  such as through the Central Contractor Registration, or the current GPE website (see www.eps.gov).  Such alternate means serve the same purpose whereby a contractor can register to receive information for potential business opportunities by specific stock number and location. They can be modified, if necessary, to obtain specific data currently available from the 129. 

DDP has asked for showstoppers if the SF 129 is eliminated.  If there are sound reasons to maintain it, the DAR Council would likely need to open a case to update it to address current business types, sizes, and preference programs, since the current form has become outdated, and much data gathered from the form is likely to be inaccurate.
