	Agreed not to open a case at this time.  DAR staff to respond to DISA, the requesting agency.

	Contractor Responsibility, Labor Relations Costs, and Costs Relating to Legal and Other Proceedings:  Revise FAR Parts 9, 31, and 52 to clarify what constitutes a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics in making contractor responsibility determinations, and revises certain cost principles relating to labor relations, and legal and other proceedings. 
	Agreed to convert interim stay to final rule without change.  DAR staff processing*


*NOTE 1:  An interim rule was published April 3, 2001, in the Federal Register staying the final rule under this case, which became effective January 19, 2001, for a period of 270 days, or until publication of a new final rule, whichever occurs first. A total of 67 public comments were received on the stay.  Based on an analysis of the comments received by the DAR and CAA Councils, the interim rule will be converted to a final rule without change.  The public comment period on the proposal to revoke the Clinton-era rule and replace it with a new proposed rule closes on July 6, 2001 under FAR Case 2001-014.

NOTE 3:  The final DoD 5000.2-R, which describes DoD's Mandatory Procedures for Major Defense Acquisition Programs and Major Automated Information Systems, was approved for implementation by Mr. Edward C. "Pete" Aldridge, Under Secretary of Defense (Acquisition, Technology and Logistics) on June 10th.

The implementation of DoD 5000.2-R completes the revision of the DoD 5000

series acquisition policies begun October 23, 2000 with the release of the

new DoD 5000.1 Directive and DoD 5000.2 Instruction.  The final DoD 5000.2-R

replaces interim guidance issued along with the Directive and Instruction.

Together, the three policy documents describe a process designed to promote

acquisition excellence by providing supportable, interoperable and

technically advanced capability to our warfighters more rapidly and at lower

cost than before.
