	Energy Efficient Standby Power Devices:  Implement E.O. 13221, Energy Efficient Standby Power Devices, which applies to purchase of commercially avaiable, off-the-shelf products that use external standby power devices.
	Agreed to refer case to Environmental Committee for  implementation of the E.O. in FAR Part 23.


NOTE 1:  FAR Proposed Rule 1999-303, Task-Order and Delivery-Order Contracts, will be published in the Federal Register on August 23, 2001.  Comments are due October 22, 2001.  The rule implements portions of section 804 of the National Defense Authorization Act for FY 2000, and provides guidance on GWACs and MACs.

NOTE 2:  FAR Proposed Rule 2000-011, Revisions to Provisions/Clauses to Accommodate Sealed Bidding and Simplified Procedures in Commercial Item Acquisitions, was published in the Federal Register on August 22, 2001.  Comments are due on October 22, 2001.  This rule revises the provision at 52.212-1 to facilitate use of sealed bidding or requests for quotations for commercial items.

NOTE 3:  A proposed rule for DFARS Case 2001-D012, Customary Progress Payment Rate for Large Business Concerns, will be published in the Federal Register on Friday, August 24, with a 30-day comment period. The rule proposes an increase in the customary progress payment rate for large business concerns from 75 percent to 80 percent.
NOTE 4:  Notice of a delay in implementing 10 U.S.C. 2227 until 

October 1, 2002, was published in the Federal Register on August 21, 2001.  

10 U.S.C., which requires contractors to submit, and DoD to process, all claims for payment under DoD contracts electronically, was to apply to contracts for which solicitations were issued after June 30, 2001. The Secretary of Defense has delayed the implementation date because currently, DoD does not have the capability to receive all contractor claims for payment electronically or process all claims and supporting documentation electronically. In addition, DoD must publish changes to the DFARS in order to implement this requirement.
