NOTE 1:  Defense Procurement has announced the start of its career-broadening Acquisition Exchange Program.  There are up to five (5) opportunities currently

available.  Target grades are GS-11 and above. Travel and relocation expenses are not authorized. Opening date for current opportunities was August 24, 2001 with a closing date of September 28, 2001.  Further information and instructions on "How to Apply" are located on DP's homepage www.acq.osd.mil/dp; or contact Marcia Richard (703) 602-4245 or Phil Degen (703) 697-8334 for additional information.    

NOTE 2:  The Defense Acquisition Regulations Directorate in the Office of the Secretary of Defense has implemented new procedures to submit and view public comments on revisions to the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS). The public may now submit comments directly on the World Wide Web at http://emissary.acq.osd.mil/dar/dfars.nsf/pubcomm  by typing the comments in a text box or by attaching documents.  This is now the preferred method of submitting comments.  In addition, the public may view comments submitted at http://emissary.acq.osd.mil/dar/dfars.nsf   beginning the day after a comment period closes. These procedures should facilitate public participation in the rulemaking process.
NOTE 3:  FAR Case 2000-406 Definitions of “Claim” and Terms Relating to Termination was published in the Federal Register as a proposed rule on August 15, 2001 to clarify and move the definitions of “claim” and certain provisions relating to contract terminations.  The affected FAR parts include Parts 2, 33, 49 and 52.  Comments on the proposed rule are due by October 15, 2001.

NOTE 4:  DoD published the proposed DFARS rule, Customary Progress Payment Rate for Large Business Concerns (DFARS Case 2001-D012), on

August 24, 2001.  This rule proposes amendments to the DFARS that would increase the DoD customary progress payment rate for large business concerns from 75 percent to 80 percent. The rate change would be applicable only to new contracts awarded on or after October 1, 2001.

NOTE 5:  The proposed rule for FAR Case 1999-303, Task-Order and Delivery-Order Contracts, was published in the Federal Register on August 23, 2001.  The rule focuses primarily on appropriate use of task-order and delivery-order contracts and specific steps agencies should take when placing these kinds of orders against contracts established by another agency. 

NOTE 6:  OFPP has placed on hold the publication of a final rule for DFARS Case 2000-D305, Qualifications Required for Employment and Assignment in Contracting Positions.  This case was opened to implement section 808 of the National Defense Authorization Act for FY 2001 and requires a baccalaureate degree and 24 semester credit hours in business disciplines for new entrants into the GS-1102 occupational series and for contracting officers warranted above the simplified acquisition threshold. FY 02 legislation will likely amend section 808 of last year’s DoD Authorization Act.

 NOTE 7:  The Director of Defense Procurement plans to hire a member of the Senior Executive Service to head the newly established Electronic
