Customary Progress Payment Rate for Large Business


Ms. Deidre A. Lee, the Director of Defense Procurement, announces a change to the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) that increases the progress payment rate for large businesses from 75 percent to 80 percent.  The progress payment rate change will apply only to contract awards made on or after October 1, 2001.  Contracts awarded before October 1, 2001, will not be modified to include the 80 percent rate.  This change will establish a progress payment rate for large businesses under DoD contracts that matches the rate currently used by other Federal agencies.
