	Balance of Payments Program: FAR Case 1999-616 proposes removing all coverage of this program from the FAR.  The FAR case necessitates incorporating additional coverage on this program into the DFARS. 
	Agreed to proposed DFARS rule.  DAR staff processing.

	2000-D003
	Material Management and Accounting Systems: Allow the ACO to waive the mandatory requirement for the review of a contractor’s MAAS when certain conditions are met; and consider other issues raised by Government and industry.
	Agreed to final DFARS rule.  DAR staff processing.

	2000-D301
	Domestic Source Restrictions—Ball and Roller Bearings and Vessel Propellers:  Implement Section 8064 of the FY2001 National Defense Appropriations Act.  Section 8064 restricts acquisition of ball and roller bearings and vessel propellers other than those produced by a domestic source and of domestic origin.  The restrictions do not apply to the purchase of commercial items, except ball or roller bearings purchased as end items.
	Agreed to interim DFARS rule.  DAR staff processing.

	JWOD Subcontract Preference under Service Contracts:  

Implement 41 CFR 51.5.2(e) which provides that contracting activities must require their contractors on contracts that contain services on the JWOD Procurement List to procure those services from nonprofit agencies designated by the Committee for Purchase from the Blind and Severely Disabled.
	Agreed to draft final FAR rule.  DAR staff processing.

NOTE 2:  An official GAO investigation is underway on proposed implementation of “expanded” contractor responsibility determinations under FAR Case 1999-010, Contractor Responsibility, Labor Relations Costs and Costs Relating to Legal and Other Proceedings.  The DAR Council unanimously opposed implementation because of the potential adverse impact on the contracting officer.  The objectives of this investigation are to determine the extent of current contractor violations in such areas as tax laws, environmental laws, and labor laws, and to explore implementation issues in the FAR rule.  The final rule is currently scheduled for inclusion in a single-item FAC to be released o/a November 1.

NOTE 3:  The Acting Director of the DAR Council, Mr. Mike Sipple, and one of his case managers, Mr. Rick Layser, visited DLA Headquarters on Thursday, October 12, 2000.  Mr. Sipple’s visit was part of a new Defense Acquisition Regulations Council Outreach Program initiated by Ms. Deidre Lee, Director of Defense Procurement.  Attendees included representatives from DLA HQ; DESC; DNSC; JECPO; DCAA; DCMA; and DSS-OC (formerly DASC-C).  The purpose of these visits is two-fold: 1) to provide personnel who have not yet attended CON 301, Executive Contracting, an explanation of the rule-making process, and 2) to provide attendees an opportunity to provide comments and recommendations on process and content improvements to the FAR and DFARS.  This visit was the second in a series of planned visits to various Service/Agency organizations.
