	New Consolidated Form for Selection of Architect-Engineer Contractors :  Consolidate SFs 254 and 255 into a single streamlined SF 330 and make related FA revisions.

	Government Property Disposal: Organize, streamline and make user friendly the property disposal part of the FAR Part 45 rewrite.
	Discussed 10/25/2000.  DAR Council still working.


NOTE 1:  Congress has passed the FY2001 Defense Authorization Act and the Act has been sent to the President for signature.  Signature is anticipated.  The holding files listed below have been opened to implement various sections of the Act.  FAR/DFARS case numbers will be assigned following signature by the President. 

·  2000-H741-01: Multiyear Services Contracts.  Implements Section 802. Add language to DFARS 217 to clarify the authority to enter into multiyear contracts for the acquisition of services.

·  2000-H741-02: Reporting Requirements Relating to Multiyear Contracts.  Implements Section 806. Add language to DFARS 217 to require annual report that addresses all multiyear contracts, regardless of dollar value, and require a separate report prior to entering into a multiyear contract or extension above $500 million if not included in the annual report required by this provision.. 

·   2000-H741-03: Eligibility of Small Business Concerns Owned and Controlled by Women for Assistance Under the Mentor-Protégé Program.  Implements Section 807.  Adds small business concerns owned and controlled by women to the list of entities eligible to participate in the DoD mentor-protégé program.

·     2000-H741-04: Qualification Required for Employment and Assignment in Contracting Positions.  Implements Section 808. Revise DFARS 201.603-2 to require a baccalaureate degree and 24 semester credit hours in business disciplines for new entrants into the GS-1102 occupational series and for contracting officers above the simplified acquisition threshold.

·    2001-H741-05: Tracking and Management of Information Technology (IT) Purchases.  Implements Section 812.  Revise DFARS to require provision for the collection of data on purchases of IT.  

·     File Number pending: Appropriate Use of Requirements Regarding Experience and Education of Contractor Personnel in the Procurement of Information Technology (IT) Services. Implements Section 813. Revise FAR to preclude in the bid selection for any contract of IT services, minimum requirements for contractor personnel unless: 1) the contracting officer first determines that the needs of the agency cannot be met without such requirements; or 2) the needs of the agency require use of a type of contract other than a performance-based contract.

·      2001-H741-06: Improvements in Procurement of Services. Implements Section 821. Revise FAR to establish a government-wide preference for performance based service contracting.  

·      2001-H741-07: Improvements in Procurement of Services.  Implements Section 821. Revise DFARS to provide an incentive for use of performance-based orders under $5 million as commercial items, thereby authorizing the use of simplified commercial procedures under Part 12. 

NOTE 2:  Implementation of some sections of the FY2001 Defense Authorization Act will be accomplished as follows:

·   Section 805: Extension of Time Period of Limitation on Procurement of Ball Bearings and Roller Bearings. Extends the limitations on the procurement of ball and roller bearings to October 1, 2005.  Incorporate into DFARS Case 2000-D301. 

·    Section 810: Procurement Notice of Contracting Opportunities Through Electronic Means. Allows electronic postings of solicitations through the single government-wide point of entry designated in the FAR.  Statutory requirements will be worked under FAR Case 1997-304 Electronic Commerce in Federal Procurement. 

·    Section 1008: Electronic Submission and Processing of Claims for Contract Payment.  Provides for electronic submission of contract supporting transactions, such as invoices, receiving reports and certifications.  Provides for a waiver for the requirement for using electronic means in specific cases.  Requires SECDEF submit an implementation plan NLT March 30, 2001.  Will establish a case after plan is developed.

·    Section 1010: Interest Penalties for Late Payment of Interim Payments Due under Government Service Contracts. Provides that an agency acquiring services from a business concern under a cost-reimbursement contract requiring interim payments, that does not pay a required interim payment within 30 days after the date of receipt of a proper invoice, shall pay an interest penalty to the business concern on the amount of the payment due. Directs OMB to prescribe regulations. A case may be needed after the regulations are published.
