NOTE 1:  The DAR Council did not meet the week of November 6, 2000.

NOTE 2:  The following proposed rules have been published in the Federal Register:

FAR Case 1999-024, Preference for U.S. Flag Vessels was published on November 7, 2000.  Comments due on or before January 8, 2001.

SBA published a proposal to amend its 8(a) regulations at 13 CFR Part 124 on November 8, 2000.  The amended regulation delegates to procuring agencies SBA’s authority to accept requirements for the 8(a) program.  Comments due on or before January 8, 2001.

NOTE 3:  DDP has signed off for a second time on publication of the final rule implementing FAR Case 1999-010, Contractor Responsibility and Labor Relations Costs, labeled the “blacklisting case.”  Despite an eleventh hour appeal to President Clinton from Congressmen Tom Davis and James Moran, urging a delay in issuing the final rule until GAO audit results are available, the final rule is likely to be published by the week of November 20, 2000.  

NOTE 4: The DAR Council anticipates that it will be able to post historical regulations electronically by the end of this calendar year.  Daily updates on open FAR/DFARS cases is pending.
