	Performance of Security Functions:  Implements Section 1010 of the USA Patriot Act (Pub. L. 107-56) signed on October 26, 2001. Removes the prohibition from contracting for security functions at any military installation or facility in the US if the contract is entered into during the priod of time that the US armed forces are engaged in Operation Enduring Freedom or during 180 days thereafter.  .
