NOTE 1:  Federal Acquisition Circular (FAC) 2001-03 was published in the Federal Register on December 27, 2001, and contains two final rules pertaining to contractor responsibility. Item I terminates the stay of the December 20, 2000 final rule addressing contractor responsibility under FAR Case 1999-010.  Item II revokes the December 20, 2000 final rule in its entirety.  Revocation was proposed under FAR Case 2001-014. The FAR coverage is returned to what it was prior to publication of the December final rule. NOTE 2:  A correction to FAC 2001-01 was issued in the Federal Register on January 14, 2002. The amended language requires separate percentage goals in subcontracting plans for using veteran-owned small business and service-disabled veteran-owned small business rather than including service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns within the subcontracting goal for veteran-owned small business concerns. NOTE 3:  The new Partnership Agreement (PA) that will replace the current Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) (originally executed on May 6, 1998) authorizing DoD to contract directly with 8(a) contractors is anticipated to be signed by the Administrator of the SBA sometime between now and March 31, 2002.  The term of the current MOU has been extended until March 31, 2002, or until the PA is accepted by both SBA and DoD.
