NOTE 1:  The Acting Director of the DAR Council visited the Defense Support Center Philadelphia (DSCP) on Tuesday, February 27, 2001, as part of a new DAR Council Outreach Program initiated by DDP.  Visitors also included a member of the DAR Directorate and the DLA policy and legal members. DSCP attendees included the Director, Procurement Management, and other contracting professionals and procurement attorneys.  The purpose of this visit was to provide attendees an explanation of the rulemaking process and an opportunity to present comments and recommendations on process and content improvements, and to ask questions.  The presentation was informative and well received, and discussions were lively.  This visit also provided DAR Council representatives with information on some of the unique aspects of the DSCP contracting mission.

NOTE 2: The Acting Director of the DAR Council, Mr. Mike Sipple, is leaving DoD to join private industry.  Effective March 12, 2001, Mr. Sipple will be joining Lockheed Martin in Bethesda, Maryland as its Director, Electronic and Commercial Contracting.  Mr. Sipple has been the Acting Director of the DAR Council since October 1, 1999.  DDP is expected to name Ms. Amy Williams as the new Acting Director.  Ms. Williams has supported the DAR Council as a case manager in the DAR Directorate since 1994.

NOTE 3:  A notice of a delay of effective dates for some items in FAC 97-22 is expected to be published in the Federal Register on Friday, March 9, 2001. The notice will delay effective dates for 60 days from March 12, 2001 for

Item II, Applicability, Thresholds and Waiver of Cost Accounting Standards Coverage and Item VI, Technical Amendments were effective January 10, 2001.

NOTE 4: There has been no change in the status of the rule on Contractor Responsibility.  The DAR staff is obtaining approval from the SECDEF to publish the new proposed FAR rule revoking the current coverage under FAR Case Number 2001-014.

NOTE 5:  The President intends to nominate Pete Aldridge to be USD(AT&L).  Mr. Aldridge will be replacing Dr. Jacques Gansler who vacated this position in December 2000.  He is currently the CEO of Aerospace Corporation in Arlington, Virginia.  He has held a variety of positions in DoD, and has received several awards for meritorious and distinguished service.  He is a graduate of Texas A&M and received a Master’s degree from Georgia Tech.
