	Acquisition of Helium:  Revise subpart 8.5 to reflect the Department of Interior’s final rule (63 FR 66760) that implemented the Helium Privitization Act of 1996 (Pub.L. 104-273)
	Agreed to draft proposed FAR rule.  DAR staff processing.

	2000-D301
	Domestic Source Restrictions—Ball and Roller Bearings and Vessel Propellers.  Implement Section 8064 of the FY2001 National Defense Appropriations Act.  Section 8064 restricts acquisition of all ball and roller bearings and vessel propellers other than those produced by a domestic source and of domestic origin.  The restrictions do not apply to the purchase of commercial items, except ball or roller bearings purchased as end items.
	Agreed to interim DFARS rule.  DAR staff processing
