There are currently open two DFARS cases related to contractual incentives.  DFARS Case 2000-D018, Changes to Profit Policy,  implements changes directed by the USD(AT&L).  Among the changes proposed are incentives for technological innovation and cost efficiency.  See the proposed rule in the Federal Register (65 FR 45574).  DFARS Case 2000-D300, Profit Incentives to Produce Innovative Technologies, implements Sec 813 of the FY2000 DoD Authorization Act in which DoD was asked to review its profit guidelines to consider whether appropriate modifications would provide an increased profit incentive for contractors to develop and produce complex and innovative new technologies.  The proposed DFARS rule can be found in the Federal Register (65 FR 32066). The DAR Council has agreed to a final DFARS rule which the DAR staff is still processing.    It will be published in the Federal Register when processing is completed.
