	Definition of Service Life, Material Cost and Nonprofit Organization:  Establish a definition of “nonprofit organization.” 


	Agreed to return draft proposed rule to the CAAC for further action, with a list of questions to address in a supplemental report.

	Definition of Ordering Office:  Provide for the consistent use of the term “ordering office.”


	Recommended closing the case with no action taken.

	Enterprise Software Agreements:  Add a subpart 208.74, Enterprise Software Agreements, to implement the DoD CIO Guidance and Policy Memorandum No. 12-8430, July 26, 2000, entitled “Acquiring Commercially Available Software.”

	Marked up Ad Hoc Committee draft proposed rule.  Status report due 10/25/2000.


NOTE 1:  Ms. Deidre Lee, DDP, met with industry on October 16, 2000.  Highlights of the meeting included discussions of various FAR/DFARS cases, as follows:

·   FAR Case 1999-013:  Rewrite of Part 45, Government Property -

         Industry has Subpart 45.6 on disposal for review.

·   FAR Case 2000-303: Acquisition of Commercial Items (2nd proposed rule) –CODSIA preparing a public comment due October 27, to include a change to the commercial item definition to remove unnecessary “restrictions.”

·    FAR Case 1999-010: Contractor Responsibility – dubbed the “blacklisting case,” anticipate a final rule o/a November 1, 2000.  Inevitable litigation to follow.

·   DFARS Case 2000-D018: Changes to Profit Policy – Report from Ad Hoc Committee on public comments received due to the DAR Council on October 25, 2000.  The DUSD(AT&L) will be briefed on public comments received.  This rule could go final by the end of this CY.  Encourages contractor cost efficiency and increases emphasis on performance risk while phasing out facilities capital investment incentives. 

NOTE 2:  DDP has issued another press release.  This release concerns the CAS Board’s comprehensive review of CAS requirements. DDP conducted a series of public meetings to, among other things, obtain input on how the CAS requirements could be modified, clarified or eliminated.  Recommendations of participants at the public meetings focus on relying more on commercial practices in those areas where there is not significant risk to the Government.
